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Communications

During the past several months, and more especially so after our extensive
reorganization began, there has been lack of cornmunication between my office and
members of the department, especially those below the supervisory level -- a matter
of which we were aware as indicated by suggestion boxes throughout the department;
however, it is felt that a greater effort should be made by all in this area. There is
nothing, in my judgment, more vicious than rumors, which tend to gain magnitude in

.. scope as they are passed along, so it will be the objective of this newsletter to ''pass

the word" of interest to all, publish articles related to professional police work,
answer questions, and reply to suggestions made by members of the department. All
information for publication, other than routine suggestions, should be submitted to
the Director, Personnel Division, marked "Newsletter'. Presently it is planned to

publish the newsletter bi-weekly.

Pay

While there are no definite figures available at this time concerning
salaries, I am hopeful that the final determination in salaries will not differ signi- y
ficantly from my recommendations to the Board of Estimates, copies of which were
distributed throughout the department. :

In the past few days a pay plan -has been circulating through the department,
This is merely a working paper and not a final proposal by any group. The Police
Commissioner is on record for his own pay proposal and the purported pay plan which
is now circulating should not be confused with the Police Commissioner's plan.

Comparison of Benefits

At this time a survey is being made by the Personnel Department of leave,
sick leave, vacation, work hours, overtime pay, relirement and other matters of the
Police Department in an effort to compare these matters with those of the City of

Baltimore. An effort will be made to equalize benefits where appropriate and practical.
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Strength of Department

At this time our most serious personnel shortage is in the rank of
Patrolman, In January, 1967 we showed a net gain of eighteen per month,
which is most encouraging. Projecting this monthly average gain, we should
in the next 18-20 months be up to strength, but it is felt with concentrated
efforts, we can achieve this important objective well ahead of that date.. As we
approach full complement, a 5-day work week will be instituted, therefore, we
ask your help in our recruiting effort.

*  Oral Interview Board for Captain

An Oral Interview Board was held on February 27th and 28th for = .-
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fourteen Police Lieutenants who had passed the written Civil Service examination
for promotion to the rank of Captain, The findings of the Board, together with
recommendations of Commanding Officers and length of service reports have been
forwarded to the Civil Service Board for ranking of the officers concerned, The
Board members were:

Inspector Boyd T. Willard, Director of Personnel and a
a veteran of 26 years on the Metropolitan Police Depart-
ment of the District of Columbia,

Inspector Edwin Parker, Commander of the Western
Division of the Philadelphia Police Department, in
which Department he has served since October 31, 1950,

Inispector Edner L, Story, Head of Planning and Research
in the Baltimore County Police Department of which he
has been a member since October 25, 1943,

The first board of this type was convened in late January of this year
to interview Sergeants for placement on the eligibility list after having passed
the written civil service examination. The Commissioner stated ''that while pay
is one of the primary problems to be resolved, certainly the promotional system
of the past, as pointed out by the I, A.C, P, report, has been a serious contributing
factor to departmental dissatisfaction',

The new promotional system is based on four factors, with weight
attached as follows: the written examination 40 per cent; oral interview 40 per
cent; a performance rating by superior officers, 15 per cent; and seniority 5 per
cent. = - =

Commissioner Pomerleau pointed out that he is required by law to
follow ""the rule of {ive', a provision which requires that promotions be made
from the first five names on the eligibility list. The Commissioner also stated
that thus far he has taken the names from the eligibility list in the order of ap-
pearance and that he will continue to follow this practice so long as there is no
reason to do otherwise, These oral interview boards will continue to be empanelled
from departments of similar characteristics. The Baltimore City Police Department
anticipates performing similar functions for the participating departments in the
future,

New Deputy for Services Bureau

Commissioner D. D. Pomerleau announced on March 7, 1967, that
Deputy Commissioner Leo T. Kelly, a veteran of thirty-five years in the Baltimore
Police Department, has submitted a request for retirement effective March 18, 1967,
as a result of injuries sustained during his police career.

The demonstrated interest in the Departmental Education Program is
morst gratifying; however, there are members of the force without high school
educations or the equivalent who are under the impression that they are not eligible
to take advantage of the program -- such is not the case. Authorities of Baltimore
Junior College have assured me that anyone in the law enforcement field who takes
up to thirty college credits there, will obtain a law enforcement certificate if he
successfully completes these courses. A high school diploma or equivalent is not
required for the thirty-credit certificate at Baltimore Junior College.

In furtherance of our educational program the depariment will, on a
voluntary basis, institute home study courses to prepare personnel for the high
school equivalency test. The uncertainty of commencement date is occasioned by
the need to structure such courses and this requires a great deal of planning and
research,

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The Motorized Foot Patrolman

The new concept of motorized foot patrolmen has paid dividends recently
on two occasions in Baltimore City, I wish, therefore, to recall briefly what trans-
pired in the Southeastern District where foot patrolmen have been motorized for
the partial performance of their duties. il

Before recalling the two events, it might be well to review the position

- and capabilities of the conventional foot patrolman. He finds himself at a serious

disadvantage because of his lack of mobility and communication, being able to respond
only to those needs which he can observe, hear, or be made aware of over the call
box. Many times he no doubt is beyond the range of all. On the other hand, a

+ motorized foot patrolman, exercising the flexibility of foot and motor patrol, is a

much more efficient law enforcement officer because of the mobility and communi-
cations afforded by a vehicle which permits him to "tie in" with like adjacent posts
in a most effective manner, Such was the case in the following situations.

On March 22, 1967, at about 12:45 P. M,, an armed hold up was committed
at the Equitable Trust Company, 524 South Broadway. The assailant, armed with
a pistol, made his escape with $21, 250. 00. Patrolman Russell France, Radio
Car #219, formerly a foot patrolman working posts 16, 17 and 18 received the
description of the suspect over the air and spotted him in a Yellow Cab at Caroline
and Lancaster Streets, Patrolman France was joined by Patrolman Warren Moyd,
Radio Car #216, also a former foot patrolman, who was working posts 6, 7 and 8,
The subject was apprehended by the two aforementioned officers and Tactical Officers
Collison and Madigdn at Pratt and Caroline Streets. The gun and $21, 250. 00 were
recovered --"the suspect was arrested and charged. . e

Patrolman Edward Siebor, Car #217, a former foot patrolman, working
posts 14 and 15 responded to a hold up call at 3:23 P, M. on February 22, 1967,
While enroute to the Time Finance Company, 339 South Conkling Street, Officer Sie-
bor was informed that the suspect had made his get-away in Sun Cab 323. Subse-
quently, while still enroute, he was informed by radio that the suspect had changed
to Sun Cab #281 at Eastern and Ellwood Avenues minutes before the officer reached
this intersection. As the officer approached the cab on foot, he was fired upon and
wounded, however, he returned the fire, killing the holdup man. Patrolman Siebor
recovered the $14, 030, 00 taken in the holdup along with the assailant's weapon,
and at this writing has almost recovered from his wounds.

Time and space does not permit the mentioning of other fine work at this
time; however, I wish to congratulate all personnel involved in these two instances,
telephone operators, radio dispatchers, and the officers concerned, and others
whose acts may have not been brought to my attention. An excellent example of
team work! Well done ~~ thank you.

Baltimore's Finest in Action

Escaped Federal Prisoner Arrested:

Among the many fine police accomplishments of the past two weeks, certainly
four actions stand out, and I wish to express my appreciation to the personnel con-
cerned for these fine performances,

Clarence Wilbert McFarland, convicted bank robber and escaped Federal
prisoner, was arrested at 7:25 P, M. April 4, 1967 by Patrolman James Hill of the
Northern District as a burglary suspect.

McI'arland, who fled confinement last September in Rockville, Maryland,
refused to admit his true identity. He claimed to be James Moore until fingerprints
disclosed that he was in fact Clarence Wilbert McFarland, whose criminal career
began at age 14. He had been confined to the Montgomery County Detention Center
following a conviction in Washington, D. C. for bank robbery and illegal possession
of fire arms. -
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McFarland fled confinement on September 15, 1966 and was added to the
FBI's list of "'10 Most Wanted Fugitives'. The arresting officer, Patrolman James
Hill, Sergeant Henry Becker of the Crime Laboratory who made the fingexrprint
identification, and Sergeant Joseph DiCarlo, who conducted the investigation, were
responsible for this excellent work.

Bank Funds Recovered;

At 10:10 A, M, April 4, 1967, The Union Trust Company, 3817 Liberty
Heights Avenue sounded its holdup alarm which was answered by Car 604, manned
by Officer Martin Ries and John Mandish, who in turn obtzined a description of ,
suspect, information as to his escape route, and radioced same to Headquarters.

Responding to the radio description were cars 601 manned by Officers
John Boyle and Dennis Roach, and Car 604 occupied by Officer Guy Covert and
Chaxrles Sinnot. Intensive patrol of the area by cars 601, 604 and 606 resulted in
the arrest of a bank holdup suspect, who was on foot, by the officers of car 606.
The suspect had in his possession $3, 869. 00 later identified as monies taken in the
unarmed holdup of the bank, This is an excellent demonstration of mobilized team
work,

Cafe Bandits Captured:

‘ Less than nine minutes after a robbery had been reported by the "Ships
Cafe'", Key Highway and Cross Streets, on April 6, 1967, Officers Robert Fischer
and Andrew McNamara of the Traffic Division, Car CT11, overtook three suspects
in the 600 block of North Exeter Street, ending a chase which began in the vicinity
of Fayette and Calvert Streets. Upon pulling abreast of the suspects, the officexrs
with shotguns displayed, ordered the three suspects to dismount. A bag containing
$122.00 in U. S, Currency and a 38 calibre pistol were taken from cne suspect --
all three were later charged with armed robbery as a result of this highly professional
performance. /

Follow Through:

Tweo Northeastern District Officers, Patrolmen Joseph Folio and Vincent
DiCarlo, following through on a routine investigation of a stolen checl, were instru-
mental in the apprehension of a suspect later charged with the murder of a Church
Home and Hospital Pinkie, After learning the description of the man vwho had cashed
the stolen check {it that of a man wanted for a sevies of assauits and robberies in
East Baltimore, Officers Folio and DiCarlo staked out a home in that area and arrested
the suspect as he entered the house on March 25, 1967, Following questioning of the
suspect, which was headed by Sexrgeant Charles F, Siford, the suspeci was charged
with thirteen cases of ascault and robbery, one shooting, ona rape, and the murder
of the Pinkie, Congratulations to all personnel involvad for a most alert and skilled
performance.

The program will commence in the 1967-8 academic
year on a pilot basis with three distinguished universities
{located respectively at eastern, central, and west coast
sites) offering a limited number of LEAA fellowships to can-
didates currently serving in law enforcement agencies.

Pursuant to arrangements made w1th the three
part1c1patmg universities, all of which offer graduate pro-
grams in police education, 30 fellowships from $2,600 to
$3,400 (based on number of dependents and travel expenses),
plus full fees and tuition will be offered (10 at each institution)
for the academic year beginning September 1967.

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A MESSAGE FROM COMMISSIONER D. D. POMERLEAU

Civilian Pay Increases

t  While the pay increases recommended for most civilian employees
arc satisfactory and commensurate with that of City employees in liKe positions, I
am aware of certain inequities, which for the most part, were caused by inadequate
job descriptions of this department, Realizing that such might be the case, the
Honorable Board of Estimates has invited the department to discuss certain salary
adjustments, which I feel will be made to the satisfaction of those concerned. In
this connection, plans are now being made to reclassify and up-date the job descrip-
tions and positions of civilian employees of this department.

Police Pay

The Board of Estimates has approved the 6 per cent plan for the Em-
ployees' Retirement and the Fire and Police Systems together with a 25 per cent
widows pension plan, both of which we anticipate will become effective July 1, 1967.
Widows, under the new pension plan, will have the option of taking the lump sum
pension contribution plus sixz months pay as is the case now or the 25 per cent plan
which provides for an income of 25% of her husband's annual salary so long as she
does not remarry. If there are surviving children and the widow dies, the children
will receive this amount until they are eighteen years old.

The Board has adopted our original Baltimore City Police Pay plan
scheduled to take effect September 1, 1967. This salary plan is reprinted below

Education and Training

In addition to the daily 20 minute roll call training utilizing the IACP
Training Key instituted in early February, more than 850 members of the de-
partment have received additional instruction presented by personnel of the
Federal Bureau of Investigation, the International Association of Chiefs of Police,
Marine Corps Schools, Quantico, Virginia, and institutions of higher learning.

The Crime Laboratory has for your assistance, in the identification of
unknown suspects, an investigative aid called the IDENTI-KIT.

- An IDENTI-KIT is a method of identification which uses a composite
drawing or photograph as a means of eliminating or reducing the amount of
suspects to a specific type of person. '

A composite drawing or photograph will or should look enough like an in-
dividual to justify further investigation and thereby enable you to make arrange-
ments for victims or witnesses to view the suspected individual in order to make
a positive identification. G

The purpose of this investigative aid (IDENTI-KIT) is to enable the in-
vestigator to obtain a c_fomposite drawing from a verbal description given by a
victim or witness, and that this composite drawing will resemble the person
being described so closely, that every person who does not look like the composite
can be eliminated as a suspect. - : ;

Procedure for obtaining the use of the IDENTI-KIT

Services can be requested on ""Request for Laboratory Examination'" form
236 P.B. The Crime Laboratory must be notified in advance in order that an
IDENTI-KIT operator can be made available. We further request that no photographs
be shown to victims or witnesses until composite has been made. Victims or wit-
nesses must be brought to the Crime Laboratory where the composite will be made.
This procedure will be followed, except when the victims or witnesses have been
“hospitalized. : : :

The system is based on a simple operation; that of eight telephone answering positions
and four dispatching positions with two consoles each, and a conveyor belt system integrated
centraily throughout the separate offices. Upon receipt of a routine complaint, the district
is determined by the complaint clerk who notes the information on a date-time stamped IBM
card and places same in the conveyor belt for transmittal to the proper dispatcher., In case
of emergency, demanding immediate attention, the complaint answering desk alerts the pro-
per dispatcher by a buzzer and flashing red light -- both the complaint clerk and the dispatche:
remain on the line until the appropriate equipment has been dispatched, requiring only seconds
after the new emergency number 222-3333 has been dialed. -

' To enable the dispatcher to determine the availability of patrol cars, a status board
with numbers of the cars is located on each console. A green light indicates the car is
available for service, a red light, the vehicle is responding to a call for assistance. If
neither the red nor the green light is showing, the vehicle is not in service on that shift,
The lights are controlled by the dispatcher with a three-position switch for each car.

The system also includes a master desk for the watch officer from which he can
assume command of the entire operation should the occasion arise. All dispatch locations,
telephone answering positions, and the records center are joined together with an intercom
system,
