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Deputy Commissioner Keyes Retires  Child Abuse
New Deputy Named

The most senior member of the De-
partment, Deputy Commissioner of the
Services Bureau, Thomas J. Keyes re-
tires today after nearly 41 years of ser-
vice to the City of Baltimore.

THOMAS J. KEYES

Deputy Commissioner Keyes, 68, join-
ed the Baltimore Police Department on
March 11, 1937. He was promoted to the
rank of Sergeant as a member of the
Traffic Division’s Accident Bureau on
March 6, 1944, He remained in the
Traffic Division after his promotion to
Lieutenant on January 30, 1947. A pro-
motion to the rank of Captain on Oetober
21, 1948 brought him to command the
Motorized and Point Control Sections
of the Traffic Division.

Deputy Commissioner Keyes was ap-
h'u;oinled to the rank of Inspector, Trafhc
[ TDivision, on September 14, 1961, He was
appointed Lieutenant Colonel, Traffic
Division, on July 1, 1966 and was ap-
pointed Deputy Commissioner of the
Baltimore Police Department’s Services
Bureau on March 16, 1967,

As Deputy Commissioner of the Ser-
vices Bureau he had the overall com-
mand responsibility for the operation
of the Department’s Communications,
Central Records, Property and Labora-
tory Divisions. Each of these vital seg-
ments of the Department has shown a
continning improvement and profes.
sionalization under his command.

Commissioner Donald D. Pomerleau
has announced the appointment of Bis-
hop L. Robinson, currently Chief of the
Patrol Division, to succeed Deputy Com-
missioner Keyes, effective lomorrow.

BISHOP L. ROBINSON

Colonel Robinson has been the Chief
of the Patrol Division since May 29,
1974, In that capacity he was respon-
sible for the overall management and
coordination of 2,500 sworn and civilian
personnel. That responsibility also in-
cluded the various Community Relations
activities in the nine Police Districts
located throughout the City of Baltimore.

Training

One of the many serious social prob-
lems with which law enforcement officers
must deal is child abuse. Today’s society
has become more acutely aware and
concerned of assaults on children, which
most often take place out of the purvue
of the police.

A cooperative effort, in which police
aclivilies were coordinated with the
Department of Social Services to upgrade
investigative and reporting procedures,
began in 1966. The reccdification of the
Department’s General Order concerning
the handling of Child Abuse cases in
December, 1976 further enhanced this
cooperative approach.

Child abuse has been viewed as a form
of family dysfunction, and as such,
many cases are being handled within
the social services system which attempts
to assist the family and preserve the
family unit. Most cases of child abuse
are not referred for criminal prosecution.

For this reason police action in this
area is somewhat unique. The officer
will often be called upon to accept solu-
tions other than or companion with
criminal prosecution and as a result,
will become involved with a variety
of community agencies. Such unique
police service requires specialized train-
ing in order to insure that our generalist
officers remain abreast of their enforce-
ment responsibilities as well as rein-
forcing their expertise in this area.

In order to assist members of the
Baltimore Police Department in dealing
with child abuse situations an eight hour
seminar has been designed for the De.
partment’s In Service Training Program.
This seminar deals with problem re-

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From March 20, 1973 until his ap-
pointment as Chief of the Patrol Divi-
sion he was the Director of the Central
Records Division with responsibilities
including the planning, directing and
coordination of the Department’s record
keeping function.

From 1971 through 1973 he Com-
manded the Eastern Police District after
being promoted o the rank of Captain.

As a Lieutenant from 1969 through
1971 he was the Assistant Director of
the Education and Training Division.

From 1966 until 1969 he was a Ser-
geant, serving in the Criminal Investi-
gation Division of the Department.

Colonel Robinson began his career in
Jaw enforcement as a patrolman in the
Western District beginning in 1952.

Born in Baltimore, Colonel Robinson
was educated in the Public Schools of
Baltimore City. His higher education
was obtained at the University of Balti-
more, where he received a Bachelor of
Science degree in Law Enforcement. He
received a Master of Education degree
from Coppin State College in Baltimore.

Colonel Robinson is the recipient of
numerous certificates from professional
law enforcement training institutions
throughout the nation. He is actively in-

volved in civic and community activi-
ties, as well as active membership in
numerous professional erganizations.

Ronald J. Mullen, who will become the
Chief of the Patrol Division tomorrow
is presently the Director of the Depart-
ment’s Planning and Research Division.
He has held that position since appoint-
ment to the rank of Major on March 12,
1973.

As a Captain he served as the Ex-
ecutive Assistant to the Police Commis-
sioner from 1970 through 1973.

From 1969 through 1970 he served
as the Lieutenant in charge of the Crime
Analysis Section of the Planning and
Research Division.

As a Sergeant he was assigned to the
Staff Inspections Section of the Inspec-
tional Services Division from 1966
through 1969.

After joining the Department in De-
cember 1960 and completing Entrance
Level Training he was assigned to the
Southwestern District.

In his nearly 17 years of service to
the City of Ballimore Major Mullen
served as a Stafi Inspector in the De-
partment’s Inspectional Services Divi-
sion and as a patrolman in the South-
western District from March 16, 1961
through October 27, 1966.

A graduate of Baltimore’s Polytechnic
Institute, Major Mullen carned an AA
Degree in Law Enforcement from Essex
Community College, a B.S. in Law En-
forcement from the University of Bali-

more and a Master of Education degree
from Coppin State College in Baltimore,

Major Mullen is a graduaie of the
83rd Session of the F.B.I. National
Academy.

cognition and resolution, subjects which
are also addressed during Entrance
Level Training.

The training program is designed to
improve understanding of the term
“child abuse” and 1o reinstruct officers
in their responsibilities arising from re-
lated statutes,

The training module on Identifying
Child Abuse presents an overview of
physical and sexual abuse. It focuses on
the physical and behavioral indicators
of child abuse which can be used in or-
der to correctly identify the problem.

Special investigative considerations in
child abuse cases are also detailed. Of-
ficers will also receive instruction in
protecting the child, reperting the in-
cident, and gathering evidence of abuse.

In both the Entrance Level and In
Service Training programs officers learn
about the psychological factors involved
in ¢hild abuse situations. They are also
instructed on specific aid lechniques and
social service resources which can be
utilized by police officers who discover
serious cases of child abuse.

Deputy Commissioner of QOparations Frank J. Battaglia ond Colonel Wilbur C. Miller, Chief of the
Community Services Division recently presented o check 1o the founders of Angel's Haven, Nick and Groce
Spira.

I want you to know I'll make it a life
worth saving, My wife and my kids also
thank you. 1 was very sorry to hear
that an officer got hurt, ‘God moves in
mysterious ways.”

Commissioner Donald D). Pomerleau
announced that Index Crime in Balti-
more decreased 0.4% during 1977 as

compared with 1976, This follows a

4.1% decrease in 1976 over 1975,

There were 29 fewer murders and
murder by handgun decreased by
13.5%. Compared with 1974, murder

by handgun has shown a decrease of
56.7%

The 1977 Index Crime Totals repre-

sent a 17.5% gross decrease under the
number of crimes reported in 1970, The
Cumulative Average decrease in crime
from 1970 through the end of 1977 in
Baltimore was 13.6%.

A number of factors have contributed
to the decline of crime since 1970, in-
cluding the stability of the community,
and the various cooperative efforts of
the Baltimore Police Department and the
Mayor’s Coordinating Council on Crim.
inal Justice.

Commendation
Ceremonies

SPECIAL COMMENDATION

The Special Commendation is award.
ed for a display of exceptional courage,
intelligence, alertness or skill in the
performance of a highly creditable and
unusual police accomplishment, resuli-
ing in the prevention or solution of a
crime and the arrest of those responsible.

Afler receiving a call to help serve a
warrant on a man said to be mentally
disturbed, Officers Edward P. O’Byrne,
Jr., and Kirby R. Croft, Eastern District
were led to the second floor bedroom.
As they approached the man suddenly
rushed the officers, first wounding Of-
ficer Croft and then Officer O’Byrne with
a nine inch folding knife, Both officers,
although wounded, were able to rush
the suspect, knock him to the floor and
disarm and subdue him,

While responding to a eall for a
shooting Officers James Carnes and
Joseph Schaech, Fastern District were
hoth fired upon by a man from a second
story window. They both tock cover
and called for back-up units and with-
held their fire to aveid endangering the
lives of any occupants, As they were
being fired upon they observed an eld-
erly lady and a child screaming hysteri-
cally in the doorway of the house. Dis.

regarding their own safety, Officers
Carnes and Schaech went to their aid.
While leading them to safety they were
again fired upon, but were able to
shield and move the victims out of range.
Upon the arrival of back-up units entry
was gained into the house where a
child, a wounded female and the gun-
man who died of self-inflicted wounds
were found.

BRONZE STAR

The Bronze Star is awarded when the
circumstances involved in the police
action exceed those set forth for the
Regular Commendation Award, but do
not fully meet the requirements of the
Special Commendation.

After a gunman forced his way into
a house he held three hostages and
threatened 1o kill the hostages, the po-
lice and himself while heldup in the
second floor. He refused to talk to any-
one except Officer George Mitchell, West-
ern District who had just completed his
tour of duty with Officer Donald Licato.
The officers responded, entered the build-
ing and began talking to the armed man.
They negotiated for four hours during
which time they convinced him to re-
lease the hostages and finally to sur-
render without injury.

As Officer Thomas Moreland, South-

western District approached the scene
of a call he observed a multiple dwell-
ing engulfed in smoke and flames. After
calling for fire equipment he forced the
door open and led a resident to safety.
Officers Gary Martin and Lawrence
Bowles also responded and the three
of them aroused the other residents.
Upon learning of an elderly lady who
was unable to walk, on the second floor,
they entered the building again. Unable
to see due to the smoke they were
guided by the woman’s screams for help.
It took all three officers to carry the
large woman, who had collapsed from
smoke inhalation, out and to safety.

In July 1975, Detective Police Officer
Charles Smoot and Detective Sergeant W.
Michael Caggese, Narcotic Unit, Crim-
inal Investigation Division, began an
investigation into heroin importation
that took 22 months to complete. As a
result of an intensive investizalion and
many hours of their own time, Detectives
Caggese and Smoot executed nineteen
search and seizure warrants which re-
sulted in the arrest of 25 persons for
various narcotic violations. In addition,
£40,000 worth of heroin was recovered,
sixteen pounds of cutling agents for
heroin, large amounts of packaging
malerial, and £71,000 in =mall bills,

At the conclusion of the trials, 24 per-
sons were found guilly of various of-
fenses, and a total of 300 years in pri-
son time was handed down in Criminal
Court to these individuals who were
responsible for the importation of over

£6,000,000 worth of heroin into Balti-

While on routine patrol Officers Gary
Budny and Michael Stephens, South-
eastern District spotied a house fire. As
they approached they heard a woman
screaming for help. They enlered, led
her to safety and discovered that her
invalid husband was still inside. Thev
re-entered the burning structure afu':l
rescued him also. Later at the scen
the officers arrested a subject for inter-
fering with the Fire Department and
later charged him with arson,

When they arrived at a burglary-in.
progress call, Officer Joseph Wade, East-
ern District, covered the front while
Officer Robert Bolek covered the back
of the house. When the owner came to
the door she indicated to Officer Wade
that there were armed suspects inside.
He entered the house, observed three
suspecls, ordered them Lo freeze and
called for Officer Bolek. A search of the
suspecls produced a revolver and a saw-
ed-off shotgun. A further search of the
house resulted in the arrest of a fourth
armed suspect on the second floor. Fur-
ther investigation resulted in a total
of 25 charges of assault and robbery
iknock and robs), 25 charges of hand-
gun violations, 2 charges of assault with
intent to murder and one charge of kid-
napping.

While on another investigation Of-
ficer Wayne A. Lascola, Traffic Division,
observed a man running south on Madi-
son Street, almost immediately a des-
cription of a suspect wanted for a nearby
bank robbery went over the air. The
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suspect fit the description and the officer

#pursued the suspect. He apprehended

the suspect at gunpoint and recovered
the bank money and a .38 caliber re.
volver. Further invesligation resulted
in the charging of the suspect in another
bank hold-up as well.

The report of a strong odor coming
from a house led Officer Donald Hoppe,
Southeastern District, to a home filled
with toxic fumes, In company with the
owner the officer entered the house, but
was driven out by the fumes. After re-
ceiving information that there was a
map asleep on the second floar, Officer
Hoppe re-entered the building, crawled
to the apariment and carried the man
to safety. The treating physician at the
hospital stated that the man would have
died from sulfur poisoning had il not
been for the quick action of the officer.

Officer Donald Law, Trafic Division,
was one of the first officers on the
scene at the seventh floor of City Hall.
He was confronted with a gunman hold-

ing Councilman Fitzgerald hostage. Af-
ter the suspect took the Councilman
into an office and shots were heard, OI-
ficer Law joined other officers in rush-
ing the room. Officer Law grabbed the
suspect, but during the struggle he broke
free. Afier several shols were fired the
suspect fell to the floor where Officer

Law helped restrain him until he could
be handcuffed.

While on routine patrol Officer Robert
L. Brown, Western District, spotted a
house fire. He tried to arouse the occu-
pants by rapping on the locked door
and when this failed he forced it open.
He found two people lying on the floor.
Officer Brown led them to safety and re-
entered the structure. He found another
occupant in the basement, he also led
him to safety and again re-entered the
huilding. He observed an elderly man
at the top of the stairs and carried him
to safety in spite of the fact his leg
pave way causing & severe sprain lo
his knee.

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The Juvenile Diversion Program
A Successful Effors

A shoplifter was taken into custody
by securily personnel at a downtown
department store. They called the police
and a Central District officer responded
to take the thief into the station for
processing. She was a 16 year old who
had unsuccessfully attempted to steal a
woman's suit from the clothing depart-
ment of the store.

The youngster was taken to the Cen-
iral District station for processing. A
check of juvenile records confirmed that
she had never been arrested before.
Since the crime of shoplifting is one of
the 34 listed offenses which fit the eri-
teria for the *“Court Sanctioned Pre-
Intake Adjustment Program” Central
District officers began the appropriate
paperwork.

The mother of the arrested youngster
was called into the police slation and
afler a conference with the officer, he
determined that the child should be
taken into the program and that she
should be subjected 1o more than just a
warning and an unconditional release.
The mother and the complainant both
agreed.

The necessary forms were completed
and sent lo the Youth Service Officer
in the Northwestern District, in which
the girl resided. Olficer Ralph Hudson
then made an appointment with the child
and her mother within 72 hours of the
offense,

Through the first and subsequent
counseling sessions Officer Hudson dis-
covered that the juvenile had been shop-
lifting for some time, not because of
need, but because it was something to
do and because it was a manifestation

of rebellion against an overly demand.
ing parent.

A check with her school, by the officer,
revealed that she was an exceptional
student with no disciplinary history. Of-
ficer Hudson further determined that
the girl was interested in the theater. He
then began checking community re-
sources,

His efforts resulied in an audition at
an area professional theater. She was
accepled and now spends most of her
spare time in their theater’s workshop
improving her acting skills.

Her association with Officer Hudson
continues as she keeps him informed of
her progress and asks for advice from
time to time, even though her 90 day
limited counseling period ended months
ago.

Ofiicer Hudson doesn’t know whether
the Juvenile Court system would have
convinced her to stop commilling crime
or even whether his individual efforts
were the cause. He does know that she
now enjoys her work with the theater
so much that she has little time to spare
for anything else.

There are seventeen other Youth Ser-
vice Officers assigned to the nine police
districts who have thousands of success
stories to tell which are similar to Of-
ficer Hudson's.

The Baltimore Police Department’s
Youth Service Officers have been trained
to perform limited counseling by trying
to identify the juvenile’s problems and
then attempting to deal with those prob-

Family Crisis
Intervention

The “Family Disturbance” call is one
of the most dangerous siluations which
can be handled by a law enforcement
officer. On a national basis 27% of all
law enforcement officers killed or injur-
ed in the line of duty were responding
to a domestic situation which had got-
ten out of hand or was allowed to erupt
out of control by the responding officers.

In an effort to maximize officer safety
while at the same time increasing service
to the community, the Education and
Training Division introduced a “Con-
flict Management” curriculum which
acquaints the officer with various defus-
ing techniques for highly dangerous
domestic situations as a first course of
action.

Situalion procticums ore video fjoped in the

Education ond Training Division’s “Studio” os
the officers hondling the "“disturbonce call” are
instructors

Since the program was initiated in
1974, more than 1,100 officers have
undergone this specialized training,

The three day block of instruction
stresses officer safety, defusing and medi-

The special training of the Youth
Service Officers includes 80 hours of
classroom instruction on interviewing
and counseling techniques, adolescent
growth and development, and an exten-
sive overview of communily resources
which can be made available to assist
in diverting the youngster from asocial
behavior. The officers also participate
in bi-weekly training sessions conduct-
ed by the Youth Division in which in-
dividual cases are staffed and the prob-
lems are addressed and resolved,

Since the creation of this innovative
effort, which was established in coopera-
tion with the Juvenile Division of the
Supreme Bench of Baltimore, in May
of 1976, 30% of all juveniles arrested,
a total of 5,081 have participated in the
program. Their adjustment process has
ranged from a slern warning and release
to counseling or referral for a 90 day
period,

The juveniles selected for inclusion
in the program must meet established
eligibility selection and participation
criteria. These are the less serious of-
fenders who could, unless immediately
diverted, escalate in their asocial be-
havier to the point of becoming serious
offenders.

The “Court Sanctioned Pre-Intake Ad-
justment Program” allows the more so.
phisticated formal services to concen-
trate on the more serious offenders who

come to the attention of the juvenile
justice system.

Once a youngster completes the di-
version process the Department’s Youth
Division continues to trace the child’s
activities in order to ascertain how
helpful the programs have been. More
than 85% of the juveniles who have
completed some phase of the program
have remained free of further criminal
contacls.

In view of the serious level of juvenile
involvement in serious crimes, the Pre-
Intake Adjusiment Program is an effort
to successfully adjust and divert youth-
ful offenders, Experience indicates that
many of these young people have been
assisted by the Police Department and
that many have new directions and goals
in their lives which may not have been
there had it not been for experience in
the program,

ation approaches. The instructions also
stress the need for the officer to remain
neutral when dealing with these highly
emotional situations. The training in-
structs officers how to conduct a brief
interview to obtain the facts in order to
begin mediation efforts. Officers are also
instructed in the art of referring the
parties to appropriate community agen-
cies when assistance is requested.

This approach offers the officer addi-
tional options to deal effectively with
the family dispute. The officer, for ex-
ample, may end the conflict through
mediation or he may direct the individ-
uals to appropriate commuity or counsel-
ing organizations which can provide
needed assistance to resolve the prob-
lems which precipitated the argument.
However, in those instances when a
serious assault or other criminal viola-
tion has occurred, or when one of the
parties demands that a warrant be ob-
tained, the officer is still to follow the
prescribed legal procedures.

One of the most useful phases of this
specialized training involves the num-
erous role play situations which are
conducted in the Education and Train-
ing Division’s “Studio™. These “acting
out” sessions provide the new officer
the opportunity to function in nearly

every type of domestic crisis situation.
The “Studio” is equipped with a furn-
ished area that resembles a living room.
This area is elevated and separated
from the rest of the classroom by a
special “one-way” screen. As the prac-
tical problem is “acted out”, the scene
is video taped so that all of the activi-
ties can be reviewed immediately by
participants, fellow classmates and in-
structors,

This situational training is coordinat-
ed with a Sociology class conducted by
the Community College of Baltimore
which instructs trainees on the socio-
logical aspects of the destructive forces
arising in family living.

The Education and Training Divi-
sion’s instructors have undergone spe-
cialized formal training in crisis inter-
vention including a course of instruction
conducted by the Law Enforcement Re-
search and Training Associates of San
Francisce, California, a nationzally re.
cognized organization in the field of
crisis intervention. This training, coup-
led with the actual field experience of
the Division's instructors, facilitates co-
ordination of practical instruction with,
sociological theory.

After each “incident” all of the officers’ actions

ore discussed and then reviewed via the video
tope,

The Crisis Intervention Program is
not only an ongoing effort by the Balti-
more Police Department to provide the
police officer with a workable means of
defusing family disturbance problems
with a minimum safety risk to himself
and those involved, but this approach
has been extended to the training of
crisis or conflict situations other than
the family dispute.

Legislative Report

The following information was sup-
plied by Sergeant Charles Daugherty,
Chairman of the Personnel Service
Board.

On January 5, 1978 a special meeting
was called at the Retirement System at
City Hall of both Boards of Trustees
of the Fire and Police and Employees
Retirement Systems.

An opinion had been requested by
both Boards of Trustees regarding the
Board of Estimates 1977-1978, Ordin-
nces of Estimales meeting, regarding
the Board of Estimates [ailing to ap-
propriate the amounts approved by the
Boards of Trustees, as certified by the
actuary lo keep the pension fund on
a sound basis.

The opinion rendered was the Board
of Estimates had the power to reduce
the amounts to the pension funds, certi-

fied by the Board of Trustees,

Both Boards of Trustees recommended
a resolution to be passed to the City
Council, urging the City Council to
enact a resolution for charter amend-
ment, and that seid resolution be passed
on the ballot for the voters to make it
mundatory for the Board of Estimates
and the City Council to provide the
necessary funds to maintain the stability
of the city’s pension funds.

Pre-Retirement
Seminar

. Four pre-retirement education pro-

rams will be held this year by the
Personnel Division for all employees,
sworn or civilian, who are eligible for
retirement and who wish to attend.
Attendance during a seminar will con-

stitute a day’s work,

Color Coded Files Improve
Criminal History Retrieval

The Central Records Division of the
Baltimore Police Department is the re-
pository for tens of thousands of files,
Among these are Offense Reports, the
reporis of follow up investigations and
folders which contain the Criminal His-
tory of persons who are arrested and
charged with a2 crime in Baltimore.

In July of 1977 a new program in

. the Identification Section of the Cen-

tral Records Division was completed
which simplified the process of filing
and retrieving vital Criminal History in-
formation. These files are the first with-
in the Division’s “stacks” to be convert-
ed to a “color coding” system. This sys-
tem is designed to virtually eliminate
the problem of mis-filing and saves
time and money.

By color coding the Identification Section Crim-

inal history folders the Unit has eliminated misfiles

ond has enchled personnel there to locate the
needed files more quickly.

The new filing method is called “Com-
puColor”. Tt utilizes ten distinct colors
to represent the digits 0 through 9. The
Central Records Division has applied
this color coding system to the six digit
Identification number which was already
in use.

The result is that the files are stored
in *color blocks”. An Identification num-
ber of 123-456, for example, would be
assigned six colors, each representing
a multiple of ten. No other folder would
have the same six colors in that parti-
cular combination, although there would
he 100,000 with the number one color
on the top band, 10,000 with the num-
her two color on the second band and
S0 on.

The distinctive color blocks virtually
eliminate costly mis-files. Among the
170,000 Criminal History folders which
have been converied there have been
no mis-files reported, If one should oc-
cur there would be a highly visible
break of the color blocks which would
be easy to recognize and correct. With
the old system, where up to five his-
tories were placed in a single folder,
hundreds of man hours could be wasted
in the effort to locate a criminal history
which had been misplaced.

Using the former system with up to
five histories, fingerprint cards and neg-
alives in each folder, the clerk in search-
ing for a particular history, had to locate
the file number through the name index,
then search the files by number in or-
der to locate the appropriate folder. With
the CompuColor System the investigator
supplies the Identification number to
the clerk who can go directly te the
file. This saves the tims required to
locate the name in the number index
file.

Both clerks and police cadets, who
operate the system, have found that after
becoming familiar with the color bands

After shouting
instructions to leave the keys in the ig-
nition the suspecis attemped to force the
victims from their automobile. One sus-
pect Jooked inside and shouted to the
second that the keys were not there. The
second suspect then chased and tackled
the woman who had the keys in her
possession,

The suspects fled, without the car,
when another of the victims sounded
the horn as the woman who had been
wrestled to the ground shouted for as-
sistance.

they can locate required material quick-
ly.

Man-hour savings are also realized
when new criminal history files are
created. Since the file folders are pre-
colored in numerical sequence when a
new entry is made the next available
number icolor-code) is automatically
assigned. The necessary cross index is
prepared and the information is placed
in the color coded folder and is then
filed. Considering th= fact that approxi-
mately 1:,000 new files are created each
year the savings in man-hours is con-
siderable. And, more desirably, the sys-
tem nearly eliminates the human error
factor.

The Identification Section is also in
the process of separating the photo-
graphs and negatives files of arrestees.
With this material in a separate file the
need to “pull’” the master files for each
photograph request will be eliminated.
This means [aster service for the of-
ficer who requests the photograph.

The Central Records Division is look-
ing into the possibility of utilizing the
new system for other types of files which
they mainlain.

The conslant goal of the Central Re-
cords Division is to provid= the most
efficient service yossible to members of
the Baltimore Police Department and
to the citizens of Baltimore. Color-coding
represents only one of the many efforls
by the Division 10 improve these ser-
vices.

Northeasiern District officers quickly
obtained and disseminated a description
of the suspects, both 20 years of age.
Officer Joseph E. Wolfe, 24, was patrol-
ling in the vicinity of Herring Run Park
and noted the description as it was
broadcast by police radio. As he cruis-
ed the area he saw a suspect matching
one of the descriptions which had been
broadeast about 15 minutes earlier. He
parked his radio car at Argonne Drive
and Harford Read and waited for the

suspect to walk by.

As the suspect approached Officer
Wolfe got out of the car and ordered
him to stop. At this point the young
man turned and fired three shots at the
Officer. Although one of the shots struck
Officer Wolfe in the right forearm he
returned the fire, then chased the suspect
for about a block. The suspect was ap-
prehended while he was trying to stop
a passing vehicle,

Police Officers transported the wound-
ed Officer to Union Memorial Hospital
for emergency treatment. He was ad-
mitted and held for several days of
treatment and observalion.

The second suspect was also appre-
hended by Northeastern District Officers
who responded to a call from the Depart.
ment’s Helicopter which had been search-
ing the area, The Aerial Observer gave
the officers on the ground directions
to seek out a man who was hiding be-
hind a tree in the 3900 block of Har-
ford Road. This suspect was apprehend-
ed without further incident.

The suspects were subsequently charg.
ed with Assault, Robbery, Attempted
Murder and other counts related to
several armed robbery attempts in the
Northeastern District that evening, A
32 calibre revolver was recovered at
Harford Road and Arzonne Drive,

Exchange Club -

Honors Officer

The Exchange Club of Highlandtown
recently honored Southeastern District
Officer Raymond L, Liddic at their 22nd
Annual Crime Prevention Banquet by
selecting him as their “Policeman of
the Year.”

The Exchange Club, whose members
include many professional and business
leaders, annuallv presents the awards to
those officers who, in its judgment, ex-
celled in their service lo the community.

Officer Liddic, a 3 year veteran_of the
Depariment, was honored for his ability
to work with the citizens and informants
in his patrol area to solve and prevent
crimes.

When he responded to a call for a
shooting he found that a cab driver
had heen shot in the face and obtained
a brief description of the suspect. With
this information, and because of his
knowledge of the persons on his post
and his investigative ability, he knew of
a suspect and after olbtaining photo-
graphic identification by the victim
arrested the gunman at home. The wea-
pen was recovered and the juvenile was
charged and subsequently found guilty.

Members of the Janvory Term of the Baltimore Grand Jury were recently briefed on the operaticnal

and organizafion structure of the Boltimore Police Department during a tour and discussion session with
Commissianer Denald D. Pomerleau ond members of the Commond Staff at the Hecdquarters Building.
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After receiving information that a

#man was armed and planning a hold-up

Officer Liddic located the suspect in a
vehicle. Further investization revealed
the loaded gun and the fact that the
suspect was wanted for a homicide in
Virginia. A search of the vehicle pro-
vided further evidence in the form of a
bloed stained knife and hammer which
were used in the homicide.

Armed with a description of a rape
suspect, Officer Liddic, through inform-
ants and investigation, was able to ob-
tain information which led him 1o the
wanted subject. He arrested the individ-
ual who was later tried and found guilty
of raping a 10 year old girl.

While masked suspects were robbing
several taverns in the Scutheastern and
Southern Districts over a period of two
months Officer Liddic obtained informa-
tion from one of his informants about
the make and tag number of the vehicle
used by the suspects. He passed on Lhe
information to all concerned and as a
result Southern District Unils spotted
the car and arrested the occupants as
they were preparing o rob another
tavern.

These are a few of the many cases
cited involving Officer Liddic during the
ceremonies held in his honor and pre-
sided over by retired Major Robert L.

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Ofticer Edgar J. Rumpf Dies In
Heroic Fire Rescue Attempt

Smoke was curling between the win-
dows and the window frames of a second
floor apartment at 1526 Park Avenue as
Central District Officers patrolled their
posts. Alertly a Central District Officer
informed his dispatcher of the situation
as he and other officers arrived to clear
the way for the expected fire equipment.

With the black smoke now billowing
through the apartment windows several
Central District Officers entered the burn-
ing Beethoven Apartments to warn re-
sidents and to lead them out of danger.
As the Officers worked their way down
the hallways the thick smoke made vis-
jon difficult. One commented that it
was sa thick that he couldn’t yell loud
enough to warn residents of danger so
he resorted to knocking on the steel
apartment doors with his espantoon.
Another used his police whistle to at.

tract attention.

It still isn’t known exactly how many
of the residents of the building were led
to safety by Central District Officers, but
in one case a woman was coaxed down
a hallway through smoke so thick that
she had only an officer’s voice which
she followed until she was guided to
safety.

First fire units on the scene asked for
more fire equipment and the third alarm
was pulled almost immediately. By 1430
hours, 30 minutes after the initial report,
the fire was a six alarm blaze, It reach-
ed nine alarms before being brought
under control.

As those fire units arrived one of the
Central District Officers, who perceived
the fact that this was a major conflag-
ration, radioed for his fellow officers to
leave the premises immediately.

On the Central District radio fre-
quency Officers could be heard checking
with each other, assuring that the build-
ing was being cleared. Then came a call
from Officer Edgar J. Rumpf, one of two
officers assigned to Unit #134. He was
trapped on the elevator. There was no
way to reach him,

To their credit fire-fighters followed
screens of water through the burning
hallways in a vain effort to locate Of-
ficer Rumpf, often putting their own
lives in peril. After repeated attempts,
in which fire-fighters found themselves
at times completely encircled by flames,
the reality of the situation was clear,
there could be no more rescue efforts.

While these valiant rescue efforts were
under way the radio dispatcher carefully

called out Central District Unit numbers,
the officers checking in. There was a
chance, they each hoped, that Officer
Rumpf had escaped. But after the roll-
call was completed, checked and re-
checked the absence of 134 ear could
not be denied. The marked unit sat in
front of the burning building, where its
driver had parked it as he rushed into
danger in service of his fellow man.

He was found the next morning and
buried a few days later. The Church was
filled with those who knew him and with
those who didn’t know him personally
but admired him and what he gave.

The procession from the Church to
the cemetery stretched for more than a
mile. At the cemelery representalives
from the Baltimore Police Department,
friends from other law enforcement
agencies, and relatives and acquaint-
ences, said good-bye to a hero. As the
bugle mourned taps in the distance Of-

‘ficer Edgar J. Rumpf was laid to rest.

He is gone, but his spirit and his heroic
act remains to inspire each of us,

On Wednesday morning, February 15,
1978, there was an incident in the office
I share with iwo other attorneys during
which the police were called.

A young man, whom 1 believe is a
state hospital patient named Charles
Hall, followed our law clerk on the bus
from Scuthwestern District Court to our
office. Upon arrival in this oflice, he be-
came very lond and aggressive and was
obviously disoriented. We did not know
if he was armed or if his aggression
would become physical. It was an ex-
tremely tense and potentially dangerous
situation.

Three police officers arrived and
handled very well what might have been
n explosive episode. They were calm
and confident, When it became neces-
sary to restrain Mr. Hall, they did so
quickly and efficiently and with only
the force necessary. I can only say their
conduct was most professional,

I would like to express my thanks in
general to the police department for the
fine job they do. I would especially like
to thank the officers who were here last
Wednesday. I'm sorry, I don’t know the
names of two of those officers.

The third was Officer Edgar Rumpf,
the policeman who a few hours later
gave his life in his attempt to insure
the safety of the residents of the
Beethoven Apartments.

I would like to express my sympathy
to Mrs. Rumpf and to all of Officer
Rumpf’s fellow police officers on the loss
of 2 man who in one meeting gained my
complete respect.

Security-Headquarters
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Driver's Education:

An On-Going In-Service Training Process

A police officer is responding to a call
for a bank robbery-shooting, it’s raining
and he is traveling up a steep incline
behind a tractor-trailer rig. Suddenly
the tractor-trailer comes to a crashing
halt. The police officer has a number of
decisions 1o make in a hurry, Does he
swerve lo the left and risk encountering
a head on collision with an oncoming
vehicle he doesn’t see? Should he slam
on the brakes in hopes of avoiding a rear
end collision with the tractor trailer
rig? Or should he perhaps swerve onto
the right shoulder of the road? There
isn’t an easy answer, and many have
never encountered a silualion in which
all of the traffic possibilities can lead to
danger.

A poisition in the Driver Simulater Room has

all the contrals commonly found in a vehicle plus
an information panel which gives students an im-
medlate tion to the adequocy of his or her
response.

The Baltimore Police Department has
undertaken another step in its on-going
training program designed to enhance
the capabilities of its officers. Just under-

way is a one-day Driver’s Re-Training
session which will initially include all
Officers and Sergeants assigned to the
Patrol Division.

The control consele can regulate oll the simu-

Intor units and records all responses mode by the
students to situotions projecied on the screen.

The objectives of the course are to re-
emphasize Departmental procedure, to
reduce the number of accidents, and to
test driver reaction, visual and operat-
ing skills under simulated conditions in
the recently activated Driver Simulator
Room.

Half the session is spent discussing the
types, causes and frequency of Depart-
mental vehicle accidents. Included in this
discussion are the accident frequency
rates in terms of time of day and shift,
age group of operator, status of vehicle
at the time of the accident and types
of accidents. Individual case studies will
be made of actual Departmental acci-
dents showing the mechanics and causes
of both preventable and non-preventable
accidents and how to avoid them.

The other half of the session is spent
utilizing the Driver Simulator System.
There are 15 positions in the Simulator
Room and each one is equipped with the
operable controls commonly found in
passenger cars. Each unit also has a

Helicopter Unit
Safety Award

For the fourth consecutive year the
Department’s Helicopter Unit received
the Helicopter Association of America’s
Safety Award. The Unit holds a con-
tinuous accident-free record, totaling
more than 23,000 flight hours.

During 1977, in addition to adding
3638 flight hours to thz log, members
of the Unit responded to 11,997 calls
for service and assisted ground units in
557 arrests, This averages out to res.
ponding to almost 3.3 calls per hour
which ranged from isolating a crime
scene, spotting suspects to discovering
victims who were in need of assistance.

Members of the Helicopter Unit hos logged the
equivalent of 33 months of continuous occident-
free flight time.

This new record of accident-free op-
eration since the first helicopter became
operational on October 23, 1970 is
equivalent to 33 months of continuous
flight. This achievement is attributable
to the unique recruitment and training
standards developed and maintained by
the Department for both the pilots and
aerial observers. The experience of the
pilots is extensive and averages 5358
flight hours per man.

In commenting on the safety record,

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Fastern District
Officer Honored

The Maryland Law Enforcement, Inc.
recently selected an Eastern District Of-
ficer to receive its “Distinguished Service
Award.” Officer Joseph J. Schaech, a
fourteen year veteran of the Departinent,
was selected for his outstanding service
in law enforcement.

Although his primary assignment is
in the Eastern District Cruising Patrol,
Officer Schaech has made sixty-one ar-
rests this past year including those for
homicide, rape, assault and robbery,
burglary, abduction, narcotic violations
and handgun violations.

After the arrest of a suspect for an
assault at a school, Officer Schaech
questioned the individual and as a re-
sult he learned that he was a parl of a
group responsible for other crimes. Af-
ter further investigation suspects were
arrested and charged with 4 burglaries,
2 attempt burglaries, 3 larcenies and 2
destruction of property with the recovery
of most of the stolen goods taken in
these offenses.

Immediately after an armed hold up,
Officer Schaech spotted two suspects fit-
ting the description. After he affected
the arrest a handgun and the stolen
money were recovered. Further investi-
gation resulted in the clearance of two
additional hold-ups committed by the
gunmen.

Since his entrance with the Depart-
ment, Officer Schaech has received three
Bronze Stars, two Commendations and a
Commendatory Letter. This year alone
he received a Bronze Star for the rescue
of a child and its mother, who were
under hostile gunfire by a suspect from
a second floor window and a Com-
mendatory Letter.

Officer Schaech received the award
during the M.L.E.O. Annual Inaugural
Dinner-Dance. Also present during the
ceremonies were his wife, JoAnn and
Lieutenant Colonel Edwin L. Lawrence,
Deputy Chief of Area IIL

Officer Stephens heard
the shot and returned to the bar. When
confronted, the subject refused to drop
his weapon and surrender and the of.

The subject
was subsequently senlenced to ten years
in the slate penitentiary.

Seriously Wounded

Shortly before 4:00 o’clock last Thurs-
day morning, Police Agent Lawrence B.
Bennett of the Northern District pulled
an automobile over in the 4900 block
of Greenspring Avenue for a car check,
A few minutes later Police Agent Ben.
nett radioed his dispatcher requesting a
Signal 13. He calmly requested an am-
bulance reporting to the dispatcher that

~~he'd been shot. Even though seriously
~vounded Agent Bennett was able to
broadcast the route of escape used by
the two assailants.

LAWRENCE B. BENNETT

Northern District Officers who res-
ponded to the 4900 block of Greenspring
Avenue found Agent Bennett lying face
down in the middle of the street. He had
been shot in the back, Agent Bennett,
still conscious but not able to move,
told officers that he had the assailant’s

driver’s license and registration card in
his hand. (The license and registration,
in fact, belonged to a third party not
directly involved in the incident,) A
Baltimore City Fire Department Am-
bulance transported Agent Bennett to
Sinai Hospital where he is under treat-
ment for the gunshot wound.

Invesligation revealed that a 63 year
old West Baltimore man had stopped
his automobile in traffic at Mosher and
Fulton Avenues shortly before 10:00
o’clock the night before, when two men
forced their way into his vehicle at gun-
point. He was forced to drive into an al-
ley and was then prodded, at gunpoint,
inlo the trunk of his own vehicle. The as-
sailants then apparently drove randomly
for about an hour before firing three
shots into the closed trunk. The vehicle'’s
owner sustained a gunshot wound of the

left hand.

The suspects then drove for approxi-
mately six hours until they encountered
Police Agent Bennett in the 3800 block
of Greenspring Avenue.

Officers from the Northern District
immedialtely began a search for the sus-
pects wanted for the shooting and abdue-
tion, Slightly more than an hour after
the shooting occurred Officer Richard
Lear of the Northern District saw a male
subjeet edging out of the wooded area
at Northern Parkway and the Jones
Falls Expressway. The suspect’s cloth-
ing was partially mud-covered.

receiving a description and a nickname
of the person thought to be the second
assailant.

Shortly after 5:00 a.m. a Western
District Police Agent received a report
from a 45 year old taxi cab operator
who related that he had picked up a fare
at Fulton Avenue and Reisterstown Road
and taken him to the 700 block of Mc-
Kean Avenue. According to the driver
the fare then got out of the vehicle, pro-
duced a small ealiber handgun and an-
nounced a robbery. The victim turned
over $5.00 in currency and at the same
time he alertly grabbed the suspect’s
gun and stepped on the accelerator
causing the vehicle to lurch forward at
the moment the assailant discharged
his weapon. The projectile narrowly
missed the victim and smashed his ve-
hicle’s front windshield. The taxicab
driver was net injured.

After receiving a description of the
assailant in the hold-up and noticing
the similarity in the description to those
given after Agent Bennett was shot a
descriplion was broadcast which linked
the two incidents. Policz from the Hom-
icide Unit and the Western District then
began an intensive search in the West-
ern District for the wanted assailant,

Police searched, without success for
nearly five hours before arriving at a
residence which is located in the 700
block of North Monroe Street. After re-
ceiving information to the effect that
the wanted person was inside the resi-
dence officers entered and arrested the
suspect without further incident.

Detectives investigated both subjects
thoroughly and with the advice of the
Violent Crimes Liaison Unit of the
State’s Attorney’s Office placed th> fol-
lowing charges against the suspects:

Since July of 1977 members of the
Crime Resistance Unit have been en-
gaging in various aclivities in an effort
to enlist universal community support
for eflorts to reduce crime in the city.

The Unit’s Mobile Instructional Unit,
a specially equipped van, has in the last
nine months, visited 113 locations
throughout the city. To date nearly
52,000 people have walked through the
vehicle, with its displays of locks,
alarms and crime prevention parapher-
nalia.

Members of the Crime Resistance
Unit have made more than 150 separate
crime resistance presentations before
audiences in schools, community groups

and fraternal organizalions. More than
6,000 people have attended these presen-
tations.

Crime Resistance efforts touch many
areas of city life. More than 350 security
surveys of businesses have been under-
taken. The businessmen are told how to
make their business safe and how to
avoid certain types of crime.

The Unit has also designed and dis-
tributed more than 365,000 pieces of
literature. Pamphlets and brochures
deal with the prevention of lurceny,
burglary, vandalism and auto theft.
Other specialized literature even in-
strucls victims of crimes on what to
look for in order to maximize the oppor-
tunities for the police to apprehend the
assailant.

More than 1,000 posters, writlen in
Korean, are about to be distributed to
Korean businessmen and merchants.
These Korean language posters will
assist the merchants in the event of a
robbery or larceny inside their places
of business.

One of the more unusual projects
undertaken by the Crime Resistance Unit
was the manufacture and distribution
of 10,044 colored stickers which were
affixed to every parking meter in Balti-
more City. These brightly colored “car
key” stickers are placed near the coin
slots on the parking meters and carry a
message to remind the driver of the
vehicle that he should be sure his car is
locked and to keep valuables out of view.

Radio and television appearances by
members of the unit have helped keep
its visibility high in the community. To
date members have appeared on the
following radio and television stations:

Officer Friendly

The Fifth Eastern Regional Officer
Friendly Conference is set for next
Monday through Wednesday at the Holi-
day Inn Downtown. This conference
which involves law enforcement agencies
from throughout the Eastern Region of
the United States is designed to give
the participants an opportunity to share
ideas and to learn from the experiences
of other Departments,

The Officer Friendly program, which
is funded through a grant from the Sears
Roebuck Foundation, aims at school
children, For many youngsters it pro-
vides the initial contact with a law en-
forcement officer in & non-emergency
situation.

Visiting the school in the city the
Officers Friendly introduce children to
the police officer, explain his funclion
and give the children the chance to ask
questions. For the children this ex-
perience often forms the basis of their
conception of law enforcement, and
law enforcement officers.

Officer Friendly coloring books, de-
signed for the primary grade student,
show the Police Officer as a friend to
children, The child, as he progresses in
school, is exposed to follow-up visits
from Officer Friendly so that by the time
the child has reached the sixth grade
level he or she has had several op-
portunities to learn about the police of-
ficers and what they do in the com-
munity.

This year’s Regional Conference will
feature discussion groups, films, and
guest panels. Speakers and panelists
will try to show those involved in the
program what types of activities are
achieving the best results in their own
particular area.

Special instruction has been given
by members of the Crime Resistance
Unit to students at Johns Hopkins Uni-
versity, Loyola College and at both cam-
puses of the Community College of Balti-
more. Additionally, crime resistance in-
struction has been given to students at
various high schools and junior high
schools throughout the city. Members
of the Patrol Division have also bene-
fited from specialized instruction from
the unit.

The effectiveness of Crime Resistance
activities can be measured in a number
of ways. One tesl of the impression the
program is making is reflected in the
number of inquiries the unit receives
from other law enforcement agencies.
The Baltimore Police Department’s unit
has advised and given certain lechnical
assistance to local police departments as
far away as Sunnydale, Washington.
Assistance has been provided, on re-
quest, to the U.S. Customs Service and
the Military Police Detachment at Fort
Meade,

In the near future look for the Crime
Resistance Unit to cmbark on several
new programs in an effort lo support the
Patrol Division’s crime prevention ef-
forts. One of the next projects for the
unit will be to mount a campaign de-
signed to prevenl larcenies and other
types of crimes in the Inner Harbor's
new marina,

Bumper stickers and posters will also
be appearing soon all over the city. The
purpose . . . lo enlist everyone's partici-
paticn in the crime resistance effort.

FTO’s Complete
Training

A young man or woman who comes
to the Baltimore Police Department to
become a police officer gets the finest
training available in law enforcement.
This Entrance Level Training is designed
to prepare the officer for all of the varied
problems and responsibilities to be faced
in serving the citizens of an urban city.

A highly structured training schedule

provides the new officers with education
spanning not only the law, but psy-
chology, safe driving and ecrisis inter-
vention as well. Bul to the newly re-
cruited police officers the part of the
training they most look forward to is
“held training.”

During the *“field training” phase of
their entrance level instruction the offi-
cers are actually put on the street with
specially selected and trained Field
Training Officers. It is during this time
that they first have the opportunity 1o
translate classroom instruction and

theory into the practical application of
skills in an actual situation.

In ceremonies last Friday al the
Department’s Education and Training
Center, 21 Field Training Officers com-
pleted a specially designed 40 hour
program designed to engrain them with
the specific skills needed in order that
they might be effective “street instruc-
tors” for Entrance Level police officers.

Since the trainees spend 120 hours
with their Field Training Officers it is
essential that each FTO be effective in
methods of instruction as well as be a
first class police officer.

Those selected to be Field Training
Officers are the result of a careful de-
signed screening process. District Com-
manders nominate those members of
their commands who are deemed to be
superior in their professional activities.
Additional screening limits the number
of possible candidates whe actually par-
ticipale in an interview with members
of the Education and Training Division’s
Staff. The candidates who actually under-
go training as Field Training Officers
represent only one out of ten who are
initially nominated.

The intense training program calls
for all of the professional skills and ex-
perience of the Field Training Officer.
Each receives intensive instruction in
areas such as Court Testimony, Child

Abuse, Officer Safety, Mediation Tech-
niques and the rules of Probable Cause
In order 1o make them effective instruc-
tors the FTQ’s receive training in the
Psychology of Learning, Field Instrue-
tion, Perception of Trainee Tensions and
Interviewing Techniques.

Upon graduation from the 40 hour
intensive training program the Field
Training Officers return to their Districts
where they will actually participate in
the training of Entrance Level Officers.

A Field Training Cfficer can be easily
identified because he is entitled to wear
a special FTO insignia. It is worn on
the right side of the uniform, centered
14 inch below the name plate. Officers
are authorized to display the insignia
for as long as they remain active in the
Field Training Program.

The Bahimore Police Department’s
Field Training Program began in 1974.
The 20 men and the first woman to
become a Field Training Officer, Police
Agent Margarel S. Mullen of the Western
District, bring the number of active
Field Training Officers to 71.

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Critique

The following letter to the Newsletter
was submitted by Sergeant Warren V.
Moore of the Northwest Distriet.

“I had the privilege of being present
to chserve the action of the men and
women of this department immediately
after the shooting of Police Agent Law-
rence Bennett.

“It was not the first time I have seen
such activity and probably will not be
the last. But, 1 believe that the personnel
of this department should be able to
read an account of their actions as seen
through the eyes of a fellow member.

“Immediately after the shooting of
Agent Bennett, units from Western,
Northern and Northwest Districts;
joined by K-9, E.V.1i. and the Maryland
State Police Helicopter, began a search
for suspects and evidence. All this ac-
tivity was coordinated through the dis-

patcher on City-Wide,

*“The stress and high emotions involv-
ed in the shooting of a brother officer
were no less present here than in any
other department where the same inci-
dent has occurred. But, the presence of
these factors did not prevent the well or-
dered approach that [ observed.

“The men of the Communicalions Di-
vision maintained the control of ground
units. Their responses were calm and
they direcled each unit with firmness,

“The cooperation of the various units
actively engaged in the search left litile
to be desired. Although from different
assignments, lhree different Districts,
K9 and E.V.U. each proved that they
are one department and all professional

Police Officers.

“The end resull of the actions of those
involved is known to each of us. What
is just as important as the results is the
manner and method of its accomplish-
ment. All of the officers involved showed
determination, job knowledge, coopera-
tion and the professionalism which
should be a source of pride to each and
every one of you. There is no one who
can point a finger and say you lacked
discipline; your actions were disoriented,
or that you over-reacted. You had a
difficult job to do. It was done well.
You acied with courage and resolution.

All of you were louched by the unde-
finable emotion which is present when a
brother officer has been attacked, but it
did not bring about any actiens which
could over-shadow the excellent job you
did.

“] am proud to be able to say that I
can work among officers such as you.”

Tunnel Topics

Members of the Department assigned
to or traveling through the downtown
area see ample evidence of the new con-
struction for the Baltimore subway.
Motorists wind their way East of Balti-
more Street finding barricades by the
side of the right of way.

There has already been one emergency
involving some workers who were tempo-
rarily trapped when a cement casing
collapsed. They were extricated quickly
and received the necessary medical treat.
ment.

The Mass Transit Administration says
that the subway system in the downtown
area from Charles Center to the Lexing-
ton Market to Bolton Hill and to Laurens
Street is being constructed under com-
pressed air conditions.

Two compressed air tubes running
parallel from 60 to 120 feet under-
ground with a diameter of 20 feet will

contain the pressurized air.

MTA cautions that since the tunnels
contain combustible air in the amount of
one pound per square inch there is a
chance of fire from accidental sources
such ns heat, sparks or friction.

Additionally members of the Depart-
ment have been advised that to enter the
tunnels without the prescribed precau-
tionary measures could become physi-
cally incompacitated due to a “bends”
type of effect which has been experienced
by scuba and deep sea divers. They
warn that exposure to this almosphere
for an extended period of time conld also
result in oxygen poisoning or baro-
trauma.

Members of the Departnent are ad-
vised that should they receive an emer-
gency call for service involving a subway
tunnel the area should be secured im-
mediately. The Communications Division
will then contact the proper authorities
within the Mass Transit Administration
who will respond with teams which are
specially trained and equipped for rescue
operations within the tunnel.

The Mass Transit Administration ad-
vises additionally that any special pecu-
liarities which concern the construction
of the underground tunnels or siations
will be brought to the Police Depart-
ment’s attention immediately.

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Ist Quarter Crime Down 6.2 Percent

Police Commissioner Donald . Pom-
erleau has released statistics for the frst
quarter of 1978 which reflect a decrease
of 6.27% in the number of Index Crimes
which occurred in Baltimore when com-
pared with the same period of 1977.

Viclent Crime showed a decrease of
8.7% when compared with the first three
months of 1977, while there was a de-
crease of 5.4% in the number of Pro-
perty Crimes.

During the first quarter of this year

the clearance rates for Index Crimes
remained impressive. The clearances
were above the national average in all
seven Index Crime Categories and the
rates were substantially higher in sev-
eral areas.

Members of the Baltimore Police De-
partment achieved a clearance 17.2%
higher than the national average in Rape
Cases. The clearances were 10.4% high-
er in Burglary, 8% higher than the na.
tional average in Larceny cases and

14.69% higher in Auto Theft.

Lon F. Rowlett

At 10:00 a.m. Monday, April 24, 1978,
Major Lon F. Rowlett, the Director of
the Baitimore Police Department’s Per-
sonnel Division, passed away at the
Greater Baltimore Medical Center. He
was being treated at that facility for
complications of Leukemia which he
contracted several months ago.

LON F. ROWLETT

Major Rowlett’s professional career
began with his enlistment in the Marine
Corps as a Private, at the age of 2l.
After Boot Camp and Sea School in Sep-
tember of 1937, he sailed with the Sixth
Marines to Shanghai, China, for a tour
of duty which included operations in the
Defense of the International Settlement
and assistance to the civilian police force
in maintaining order in the settlement,

He served in the Pacific Theatre of
operations during World War II, again
in China immediately after World War
11, and was in Korea in 1950-51.

After leaving the Marine Corps the
Rowlelts spent several years on a small
farm in Texas. Then in the summer of
1960, at age 43, Major Rowlett enrolled

as a Freshman at North Texas State
University in Denton, Texas. Three years
later, he received his Master of Arts
Degree in Government with a minor in
Economics.

Major Rowlett accepted a position as
Instructor at San Antonio College in the
Fall of 1963. He taught at the institu-
tion until February of 1967 when he
came lo Baltimore at the invitation of
Police Commissioner Donald D. Pomer-
leau, He first met the Police Commission-
er in 1947 when he reported to the
Marine Corps Recruiting Station in
Houston as District Sergeant Major. The
Police Commissioner was, at that time,
the Commanding Officer of the Houston
Recruiting District.

When Major Rowlett assumed the Di-
rectorship of the Personnel Division
there were more than 400 vacancies in
the Patrol Division. His task was formi-
dable but after 30 months the vacan-
cies no longer existed.

Talking about that monumental re-
cruiting effort in the Fall of 1969, Major
Rowlett said that . . . many times during
the 30 months of long days and some-
times nights required to fill the vacan-
cies, the question of ‘Why does an in-
dividual leave the quiet and comjortable
atmosphere of academia to become in-
volved in an almost impossible task?" —
the answer still has to be ‘there was a
challenge and opportunity to make a
contribution to the improvement of law
enforcement — in my judgment, one of
the most important facets of our society

today’.
“Now that the vacancies are filled and
a waiting list for the position of Patrol-
mea has been established, we are evalu-
ating methods, procedures, and the re-
sults of our recruitment programs.”

During the subsequent years most of
the goals mentioned above were met.
Additionally Major Rowlett’s leadership
and direction assisted the Department
in a variety of other ways.

Major Rowlett resided in North East
Baltimore with his wife, the former
Dorothy Gerland of Houston, Texas. He
is survived by two sons Lon and John,
and a daughter, Mary.

He will be missed by all of us.

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MARNIS

A Cooperative Effort

A Northeastern District Police Officer
is responding to a Hold-up in Progress
near the Baltimore County Line. As he
nears the scene, he hears the description
o} a get-away car crackling from his ra-
dio. He then observes the suspect speed-
ing north on Belair Road passing Glen-
more Avenue. The Officer notifies his
dispatcher that he is following the sus-

ect vehicle and requests Foxtrot to
despoud. He also requests that Baltimore
County be notified.

Quickly the unique alert tone pierces
the radio and a dispatcher says. “We
are in a MARNIS Contact, all units in-
volved switch to City Wide. All other
units stand by A short time later
the Baltimore City Unit is in direct voice
contact with a Baltimore County Unit
in position for an intercept. Moment by
moment information is exchanged be.
tween the Units and an apprehension is
quickly made.

A futuristic form of communication
between Police Departments? No. The
system is called “MARNIS” and it is
in service between the Baltimore Police
Department and other local jurisdictions
in the “Metro-Net” system.

The Mutual Aid Radio Network Inter-
face System, or “MARNIS” permits the
City-Wide radio dispalcher to connect
either City-Wide I or II to the Metro-
Net radio system. This connection or
“interface”, allows all communications
—on the affected City-Wide channel to
e heard by all Metro-Net jurisdictions
and allows units on the city wide channel
to hear all transmissions from any Met-
ro-Net station.

When an emergency situation arises

in which there is a need for direct
communications between field units of
this Department and field units of an-
other jurisdiction, “MARNIS” may be
utilized.

“MARNIS” is the latest development
in cooperative communications aid be-
tween the Baltimore Police Department
and its neighboring agencies.

Because of the high mobility of the
modern day criminal, it was realized
that a more efficient communications sys-
tem was needed among the various
neighboring Police Agencies. Therefore,
in the latter part of the past decade,
Law Enforcement Agencies in the Bali-
more metropolitan area jointly created
a common radio network called “Metro-
Net”. This network is used for the in-
formation exchange of common interest
between the communications dispatchers
of fifteen agencies or substations.

The “Metro-Net” subscribers are com-
prised of six state police facilities, four
local police agencies, two toll facility
units and the military police, civil de-
fense agency and Maryland Port Au-
thority Police.

With the use of “Metro-Net”, an of-
ficer of one law enforcement agency
needing assistance or information from
2 neighboring agency, would radio his
local dispatcher who copies the message.
This dispatcher would then radio via
“Metro-Net”, the neighboring agency,
repeating the message. The dispatcher
of the neighboring agency also copies
the message and in turn contacts his
field unit again repeating the message.
In case of a pursuit, assist-an-officer

Unwelcome
Visitors

A sure but unwelcome harbinger of
Spring is beginning 1o show evidence
of its arrival in Baltimore. Each year
groups of “gypsies” arrive in our area
intent on cheating residents out of their
money in one way or another.

According to Sergeant Jon Grow of
the Crimes Against Property Section of
the Criminal Investigation Division,
groups comprised of two or three women
will knock on the door of a resident.
When the occupant arrives, they claim
that one of the women doesn't feel well
and ask if the resident could get her
a glass of water. While the good inten-
tioned homeowner goes to the kitchen
to pour a glass of water, the “thirsty”
women steal currency, jewelry and small
valuables within reach and escape, us-
ually to a waiting automobile which
has been parked nearby. These women
will force their way in occasionally and
will become violent if needed to effect
their escape.

Groups of men are now approaching
various Baltimore area residents, at their
homes to offer extremely low prices on
various “home improvements” or re-
pairs. Among the “rip offs” typical to
this group, according to Sergeant Grow,
are offers to reseal an asphalt driveway
or roof. A thin coating of dark colored
liquid is then quickly applied. The “coat-
ers” collect their money, move into an-
other neighborhood, and kit other home
owners who are looking for a bargain,
When it rains, the victims soon learn,
their newly re-coated driveway or roof
returns to its former worn locking con-
dition as the bargain price coating runs
off with the excess rainwater.

Officers noting trucks with out-of-state

or an airborne search, precious seconds
and minutes have been lost during each
relay of information to the emergency
at hand.

The implementation of “MARNIS”
now permits field units of one agency
to communicate directly with the feld
units of another agency. The dispatchers
of both jurisdictions can monitor the
exchange of information, but would
not have to repeat il. This expeditious
relay may enhance the apprehension of
suspects and could be instrumental in
preventing serious injury or death of
citizens as well as police officers.

The “MARNIS” system was devised
by Radio Maintenance Foreman David
J. Wise, Communications Division, Ra-
dio Maintenance Section and utilizes the
Metro-Net as an interface of Radio chan-
nels from various agencies regardless of
the radio frequency on which they oper-
ate, The initiating dispatcher simply de-
presses a butlon and the Metro-Net is
in operation. Should the called Metro-
Net agency, or any agency moniloring
the channel wish the Metro-Net traffic
to be heard by his field units, he merely
engages “MARNIS”. A wwo way “Mar.
nis” exchange is now in operation.

The “MARNIS” system came about
as the result of a series of meetings be-
tween “Metro-Net” subscribers. At later
meetings the technical planning, logis-
tics and procedures were worked out.
For the rest of 1977 and early 1978 the
actual modification of communication
hardware in the various agencies was
carried out. After much successful test-
ing the system was recently declared op-
erational.

At this time full “MARNIS” capabili-
ties are possible with the following
agencies; Anne Arundel County, Balti-
more County, State Police Headquarters
and Howard County.

Should an officer find himself in a
position in which “MARNIS” is to be
utilized, a few basic procedures should
be followed to alleviate misunderstand.-
ings belwen jurisdictions. Because there
are variations in 10 codes between
agencies, plain language is to be used.
All transmissions should be prefaced by
the jurisdiction and then unit number,

i.e. “Baltimore City 822 1o Baltimore
County 143”; “Baltimore City 935 to
Anne Arundel 243, the suspect is south-
bound on Route 2.” Wait one or two
seconds before transmitting after an-
other unit. This is due to the size of
the network and the electronic hard.
ware involved. A momentary pause is
necessary for the elecironics of the sys-
tem 1o change from a reception to trans-
mission mode. A large number of units
may be involved in any situation in-
volving the use of “MARNIS”, there-
fore, transmissions should be kept to
a minimum,

With the advent of “MARNIS”, a
state of the art combination of science
and cooperation has unified the Balti-
more Police Department and its neigh-
boring agencies in their law enforcement
efforts.

During the last six months, a flim-
flam artist who plays on the goodwill
and sincerity of religious leaders has
been working in the Baltimore Metro-
politan area, This man, a male in his
early 20's, often uses the names Rev-
erend Harry Cole, James Hall or Frank
Hall. His usual approach is to accost
a minister saying that he's trying to help
a poor man get his life straightened
out. He'll ask for money to put the
man up in a room and provide nourish-
ment during the period until he can ob-
tain employment for the man. He is
known to extract amounts of $50,00 and
more from unsuspecting members of
the clergy.

According to Sergeant Grow, he had
used this ploy successfully in Baltimore
City and the surrounding area. It is
helieved that he may have been success-
ful in obtaining money from many
clergymen who have never reported

their loss to police because they really
didn’t realize that they had been bilked.

Airport Emergency

On Fridey, May 17, 1978, an airliner
was taxiing on a runway at Beltimore
Washington International Airport. On
board were more than two hundred
young people awaiting to take off on a
weekend excursion. Suddenly, at the in-
tersection of runwaey 22 and 33R, the
pilot noticed a fuel truck, obviously out
of control, careening toward h'm. The

A runawoy fuel fruck struck an airliner and
initiated the “Airport Emergency PFlan.”’

pilot attempted desperately to take eva-
sive action, but to no avail. A crunch of
metal, shattering glass end a tiny spark
erupted the scene into a blazing holo-
caust. Miraculously the majority of the
passengers and crew were able to escape
the inferno and spill out onto the run-
way. Some died, many were suffering
from painful burns and shattered bodies,
still others less seriously injured wan-
dered about the scene in shock and dis-
belief. The once proud, white airplane
was reduced to a blazing hulk. The once
happy young faces were twisted in hor-
ror.

Seeing smoke from the field, the con-
trol tower implemented the Airport
Emergency Plan. A short time later
fire apparatus arrived on the scene and
quickly brought the fire under control.
Medical personnel arrived and began
to evacuate the injured via ambulance
and helicopter. Two vans arrived at the

scene with dish antennae on their roofs.
Highly trained technicians hastily point-
ed an antenna marked “"COMSAT™ sky-
ward and set up TV cameras and moni-
tors. Victims brought to an area near the
vans and cameras were closely scru-
tinized, their wounds being examined by
medical specialists nationwide. All of
this by 11 A.M., just an hour after the
disaster.

It didn’t “really” happen. The dis-
aster was actually a simulated mass
casualty incident to evaluale the pre-
paredness of various Maryland agencies
to manage large numbers of casualties
in a disaster situation. The “Emergency
Management at an Airport Catasirophe”
exercise was conducted by the Maryland
Institute for Emergency Medical Ser.
vices in conjunction with Maryland De-
partment of Transportation. The Balti.
more Police Department, along with 30
other participants, played an intricate
part in the day long event.

Lt. Regis R. Raffensberger, Tactical
Section, Helicopter Unit, was Chairman
of the Aviation Unit for the exercise.
Members of the Helicopter Unit were
responsible for a number of duties which
they would also perform if an actual
disaster would occur. Their first responsi-
bility was to establish a suitable land-
ing sight for rotor-craft responding to
the scene with medical personnel or for
casualty evacuation. This area was main-
tained by the members who directed the
landing positions of the airships and
designated off loading areas for am-
bulances with victims to be air-lifted out.
Because of the nature of the injuries a
team of burn specialists from City
Hospitals was air-lifted by a department-
al helicopter to the crash site at B.W.I.

The Trafic Division was given the

responsibility of transporting emergency
medical teams or “Triage” from Univer-
sity Hospital via patrol car to the acci-
dent site. As with the Helicopter Unit,
units of the Traffic Division are also
assigned to the “Airport Emergency
Plan™ in case of an actual disaster,

In order Lo evaluate and to better pre-
pare the department for an actual emer-
gency, members of the Command Staff
were on hand as observers.

COMSAT

The carefully staged exercise used a
number of techniques and props to add
an awesome reality to the scenario.
Drama students from area high schools
were the “victims” and were made up in
“moulage.” This technique involves the
use of latex and make-up to give the real-
istic effect of severe injury. Scores of fire
apparatus and ambulances from varicus
agencies were brought to the scene along
with medical personnel from area hos-
pitals to treat and evacuate the injured.
As part of the exercise, helicopters from
the State Police and United States Army
247th Medical Detachment, Ft. Meade,
evacualed seriously injured by air.

One of the highlights of the “disaster™
was the use of satellite consultation with
distant medical centers. The system,
developed by the National Aeronautics
and Space Administration (NASA), al-
lowed direct televised satellite trans.
mission to medical experts at the Brook
Army Medical Center, Burn Unit in San
Antonio, Texas. Through this system,

-medical personnel, more than a thousand

miles away, were able to offer instantane-
ous diagnoesis and treatment recommen-
dations to on the scene paramedics. The
transmissions were also monitored by
various medical centers throughout the
country,

Recent large air disasters have em-
phasized the need for a pre.established
plan to manage and treat viclims of these

tragedies, The Baltimore Police Depart-
ment with its neighboring agencies is
prepared to control and resolve the situa-
tion if it were to occur in or around the
metropolitan area.

In 1975 a conceined group of citizens
in a Northern District neighborhood met
informally to discuss how they might
make a contribution to the safely of the
communily in which they live. Th= group
was rather unique in their relationship
to each other. Although they had talked
to each other on many occasions and
knew each other well, very few of th=m
had ever mel. Their friendship and
community interest was borne through
their use of personal Citizens Band
Radios. Some of the group in fact,
didn’t know the other person’s name
other than by his “handle.” They finally
did meet, however, and recognized how
a combination of their hobby and spare
time could be put to work for the com-
munity. The citizens organized them-
selves into a team which they designated
the “Northern Emergency Team™ or

“NET.”

As the team grew, Councilman
Thomas Waxter (5th District) assisted
them in becoming a Chartered Non-
Profit Organization. The Team, newly in-
corporated, continued to act on an in-
formal basis, providing “Patrols” in
the Hampden - Woodberry - Remington -
Midfield areas, reporting via CB any
activity needing the attention of the
Police Department, Fire Department and
other agencies.

In May, 1977, Sergeant Edmund L.
Bossle, Northern District Community
Relations, attended a meeting of “NET.”
As a part of Sergeant Bossle’s overall
Community Relations and Crime Re-
sistance activities, he agreed to act as
the Police Coordinator of the Team.
Sergeant Bossle helped the Team to
establish guidelines for assisting the

Components For Life

On any given day at the Baltimore
Regional Red Cross Blood Service, a
person can be seen lying on a bed in
a brightly colored room overlooking
Charles Sireet. Over the entrance to the
room is a large block letter sign that
says “PHERESIS,” Inside, th: donor
casually watches television and chats
with the nurses whe are constantly in
the room. The person is so pampered
that if he is hungry or thirsty he is
literally f.d. Beside th> “patient” is a
strange looking machine. From it pro-
jects two tubes, one is attached to the
right arm, the other to the left. Only a
slight hum can be heard from the
machine. This procedure involves a

relatively new technique in blood dona-
tion called PHERESIS,

PHERESIS is an innovative method
of bloed collection which supplies needed
blood components — white blood cells
and platelels — that are crucial in treat-
ing patients suffering from blood dis-
orders such as cancer and leukemia.

PHERESIS is & safe procedure which
allows the donor to make a very unique
blood donation. Instead of giving a pint
of whole blood, as in a regular blood
donation, only the blood component
that is desired is extracted. Whole blood
is drawn from one arm, spun in a centri-
fuge to separate the desired component,
and then the remaining bloed com-
ponents are mixed and returned to the
donor in the other arm. This entire
operation is done automatically and
and continuously by the PHERESIS
Machine.

The components which can be separ-
ated and collected by PHERESIS are
platelets, used to help stop bleeding; and
leukocytes, used to fight infection.

Patients who may need one of these

Department. The Team acts only in a
reporling function, taking no police
action on their own. All members are
required to abide by all applicable Fed-
eral, State and local laws in addition
to Federal Communications Commission
Regulations concerning CB Operators.
Members meet monthly at the Northern
District.

Since Sergeant Bossle’s involvement
with “NET” it has grown to sixty-five
members. In addition to “Patrol” func-
tions, members have been active in com-
munity affairs. During the Christmas
Season they assembled more than a dozen
food baskets for needy families. They
also came lo the aid of a Hampden
family which was left homeless by a fire
which killed one of their children. The
Team conducied two fund raising events
for the benefit of a Baltimore Police
Officer’s son who was terminally ill,
“NET” has assisted numerous disabled
motorists on the Jones Falls Expressway,
often in extreme weather conditions and
located, reported and assisted at the
scene of many accidents, fires and
crimes,

The Team's activities have caught the
attention of the News Media and Govern-
mental Leaders of Baltimore. In 1977
they were awarded a citation for their
community interest by Mayor William
Donald Schaefer and a similar citation
from the Northern District Community
Relations Council. They have received
many letters of commendation from
political fizures and from persons whom
they have directly assisted,

It is difficult, if not impossible, to
statistically document the effect that
“NET" has had on crime. However, in
Sergeant Bossle’s contacts with various
communily organizations, he has learned
that local “troublemakers” have come
to recognize the Team as an informal
arm of the Police Department and dis-
perse at the frst sight of a Team mem-
ber.

Sergeant Bossle feels that the North-
ern Emergency Team, Inc. exemplifies
the slogan of the Mayor’s Anti-Crime
Campaign: “Baltimore and You . .
Partners Against Crime.” Members o[

the Team, giving their time, efforts and
energy for the betterment of their neigh.
bors, constitute a prime example of
positive citizen involvement in our com-
munity.

blood components are not only leukemia
patients, but also other cancer patients,
bone marrow transplant candidates and
recipients, and patients who are unable
to ward off infections even with the
assistance of anlibody therapy,

Through the PHERESIS process the
same quantily of a specific blood com-
ponent oblained from several regular
blood donations can be collected during
one PHERESIS procedure, making it a
more efficient collection process. So
efficient in fact that up to ten regular
one pint donations of whole blood would
be needed to collect the same amount of
blood components from one donation by
PHERESIS, In addition, a donor can be
Pheresed as often as three times a week
in an emergency situation. Normally,
however, donations are scheduled on a
monthly basis,

Donors must be between 18 and 55
years of age, a whole blood donor and

have no health problems in order to
qualify for PHERESIS,

Donations to the PHERESIS Pro-
gram will be credited to the Depart-
ment's Blood Assurance Program.

Department. On Wednesday, June 14,
1978, Police Commissioner Donald D.
Pomerleau took the oath of office during
ceremonies at City Hall.

The oath of office was administered
by Judge Anselm Sodaro in the Cere-
monial Room of the Mayor’s Office as
Baltimore Mayor William Donald Schae-

/" fer and scores of dignitaries looked on.

This appointment, to the third six year
term of office for the Police Commis-
sioner, was occasioned under the terms
of a state law which transferred the

m Sodoro, Chief Judge of the Suprama Bench of Baltimors City, administers the

appointment authority to the city this
year. Since the Civil War the appoint-
ment authority had rested with the
Governor of the State of Maryland.

The Police Commissioner was ap-
pointed to his initial term of office on
September 22, 1966 by Governor J.
Millard Tawes. Governor Marvin Man-
del re-appointed him on July 1, 1972,
The Police Commissioner’s third term
will expire on June 30, 1984.

A Co-founder of the FBE National
Executive Institute, he graduated from
its first session in 1976 having previously
graduated from the 55th Session of the
FBI National Academy. He is also a

RTORAS

“No Turn On Red” is a new traffic
sign that officers are now seeing at
many intersections throughout Balti-
more.

On Saturday, July 1, 1978 at 1201
A. M. Maryland will become the 48th
State to allow “Right - Turn - On - Red -
After - Stop” (RTORAS) at most inter-

sections.

Between 20 and 30 per cent of the
State’s signalized intersections will be
posted with the “No Turn On Red” signs.

Baltimore is installing approximately
1500 “No Turns On Red” signs at about
50 percent of the city’s signal controlled
intersections. RTORAS will be prohi-
bited at all signal controlled intersec-
tions in the Central Business District,
bounded by Pratt Street, Greene Street,
Center Street and the Fallsway. Such
turns will also be prohibited at other
intersections throughout the City where
pedestrian traffic is especially heavy; at
intersections which also serve as school
crossings; and other intersections where
special problems, such as poor visibility
or unusually hazardous conditions exist.

Members of the Department should
be aware of certain provisions of the
new law. Unless otherwise posted, RTO-
RAS will be permitted, but is not com-
pulsory. The driver ahead may want to
go straight on green. Drivers desiring
to make a RTORAS must come to a
complete stop before executing a right
turn. Pedestrians and oncoming traflic
still have the right-of-way.

After 1201 AM. on July 1, 1978
violators of RTORAS may be charged
from the Maryland Transportation Act
under §21-201 A, which states in part,
“obedience required . . . The driver of
any vehicle, unlesa otherwise directed

by a Police Officer, shall obey the in-

structions of any traffic control device
applicable to the vehicle and placed in
accordance with thz Maryland Vehicle
Law.™ A traffic control device is defined
under §11-167 as, “. . . any sign, signal,
marking, or device that: (1) is not in-
consistent with the Maryland Vehicle
Law; and (2) is placed by authority
of an authorized public body or official
to regulate, warn, or guide traffic.”

The suggested wording for a Uniform
Complaint and Citation is “Failure to
obey a traffic control device,” A $30.00
payable fine may be noted if applicable,

A Way Of Life

Although great strides have been
made in the curing and treatment of
cancer patients, there are still more
than 350,000 deaths resulting from can-
cer in the United States each year.
While there is no cure, as yet, for all
cancers, many patients may be treated
with Chemotherapy or Intense Radia-
tion Therapy.

Baltimore has become well known
for its outstanding cancer units, treat-
ing not only patients from this area
but from many other areas as well. The
latest addition to the array of services
for the Baltimore Regional Red Cross
Blood Program is a program of Pheresis
Donation. The donor does not give
whole blood as in a normal donation but
donates a special component such as
Platelets (Plateletpheresis) or white cells
(Leukopheresis).

Adding a Pheresis Donation Program
to the existing blood services was made
after careful consideration of both the
need for supportive services for cancer
patients in the Blood Program Area and
the value of such vital services for these
same patients,

The use of Special Blood Components

for the benefit of patients undergoing
cancer therapy and those who have leu-
kemia is an established medical proce
dure. When such patients are treated
with Chemotherapy or Intense Radiation
Therapy, the patients body chemistry
may be affected. Due to either the acute
phase of their disease or the effects of
the therapy, many patients die who
might have survived because of over-
whelming infection or hemorrhaging.
The white cell production of the patient
may drop to a dangerously low level due
to conventional treatment methods leav-
ing the patient prone 1o infections.

Another danger is that the patient
may lose his ability to produce plate-
lets. Since platelets are necessary for the
ceasation of bleeding the patient runs
the risk of hemorrhaging from the slight-
est injury, either external or internal.

There are several advantages in pro-
viding these specific blood components
for cancer patients through the pheresis
donation method. One advantage is that
this type of donation allows for large
quantities of platelets and white cells
to be laken from a single M.B. donor
at one drawing.

Normally, when a blood donor gives
blood, the procedure is to lake one pint.
In that single unit of whole blood, there
are enough red cells for a single trans-
fusion, but less than one ounce of
platelets, and even less white cells. A
normal platelet transfusion requires six
or eight whole blood donations, white
cells require literally dozens. With the
pheresis method of donation, a single
donor provides sufficient white cells or
platelets for a transfusion for the patient.
Pheresis draws off only about 1% of
available white cells and platelets in the
body. These components are fully re-
placed in 24 - 72 hours.

Police Officers have traditionally been
leaders in the community when human
needs arise. Perhaps there can be no
greater contribution that can be made
to the community than an actual part of
the body given freely to preserve the
life of another human being., Pheresis
provides the personal satisfaction and
knowledge that the components donated
are in critical need at that moment by
a special person in the community. The
pheresis donation also provides assur-
ance that needed blood or blood com-
ponenls will be available to the donor's
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family if needed.

Members of the Department who de-
sire to participate in this humanitarian
program may obtain details from the
Departmental Blood Bank Program at

Police Memorial

The “Police Memorial”, located in the
Shot Tower Park will be officially dedi-
cated during ceremonies this Friday,
June 23, 1978. Officials of the State and
City governmenis, members of the Balti-
more Police Department and citizens of
the community will be on hand with
Police Commissioner Donald D. Pom.
erleau to dedicate the unusual “living
monument” 1o members of the Depart-
ment.

The “Police Memorial” comprises the
entire western section of the Shot Tower
Park. An engraved plaque mounted on
a gray granite wall marks the center-
point of the memorial.

With nearly fifty trees, flowering
shrubbery and sculptured art, the mem-
orial affords members of the Depart-
ment and the community an appropriate
setting for remembering those who serve.

Dedication ceremonies, which will be-
gin promptly at noon, will feature the
Baltimore Police Department’s Honor
Guard, music, and comments by the
community’s leading citizens,

The soon to be dedicated *“Police
Memorial” is one of the more notable
police monuments in the United States.
It recognizes the contributions made
not only by Police Officers who have
served in the past, but also those who
are serving today and those who will
answer the call to community service in
the future.

The Indictment

On Wednesday, June 14, 1978, indict.
ments handed down by a Special Balii-
more Grand Jury were opened revealing
16 separate charges against Lieutenant
Colonel James H. Watkins, Deputy
Chief of Area II. Charges include Non-
feasance in Office, Obstruction of Jus-
tice, Extortion, Bribery and Malfeasance

in Office.

The charges, contained in 10 sepa-
rate indictments, followed an 18 month

investigation by the Baltimore State’s
Attorney’s Office and the Baltimore Po-
lice Department.

In a press release which revealed the
action last week, Deputy State’s At
torney Mary Ann Willin emphasized
that the probe was conducted with the
full knowledge and cooperation of Police
Commissioner Donald D. Pomerleau.

The Police Commissioner stated that
the revelation of the charges against
Lieutenant Colonel Watkins marked,
“ a sad day for law enforcement in Balii.
more”. He repeated a statement he has
often made 1o government officials, mem-
bers of the Department’s Command
Staff and to the media saying, “. . . 1
trust everyone, however I will not hesi.
tate to investigate anyone (within the
Department}”.

Lieutenant Colonel Watkins is sus-
pended from duty without pay. Arraign-
ment in the case will be held in the Balti-
more Criminal Court on July 17, 1978 at
9:30 AM.

Following the suspension Commis-
sioner Pomerleau named Eastern District
Commander, Major Edward V. Woods
as Acting Deputy Chief of Patrol Area

II. Additionally he selected Assistant
Eastern District Commander Richard A.
Lanham to be Acting District Com-
mander of the Fastern District.

For Firearms

The Firearms Unit of the Baltimore
Police Department’s Laboratory Division
is currently participating in a protolype
program, in cooperation with the Federal
Bureau of Investigation, which is de-
signed to greatly aid in the identification
of firearms,

The Criminalistics Laboratory Infor-
mation System, known as CLIS, is a com-
puterized operation designed to improve
the efficiency and effectiveness of Crime
Laboratory functions, CLIS provides
immediate access lo scientific reference
information at a centralized data bank
located at the Federal Bureau of Investi-
gation in Washington, D.C. The system
disseminates information to Federal,
State and local Crime Laboratories
throughout the nation. CLIS utilizes the
telecommunication lines of the National
Crime Information Center (NCIC) Sys-
tem and functions as a third priority,
with the Computerized Criminal History
File (CCH) as a second priority, and
the NCIC Operating Files as a first
priority. Processing a CLIS message is
estimated to require approximately 5
seconds to 1 hour or more depending on
NCIC, CCH and CLIS user activity.

A bullet or cartridge case has physical
impressions left on it after it has been
discharged from a firearm. The bullet
will have evidence of the rifling, known
as lands and grooves, that was cut in-
side the weapon’s barrel at the time of
manufacture. The cartridge case will
also have markings left by the firing
—mechanism. These may include marks
‘rom the firing pin, cartridge extractor
and ejector. By utilizing CLIS, these
markings are translated into a form that
can be utilized by computer for a
possible identification of the type of fire-

|dentification

arm which may have fired them.

If, during the course of an investiga-
tion, a bullet or cariridge case is found
pertaining to an incident, it is forwarded
from the Evidence Control Unit to the
Firearms Unit of the Laboratory Divi-
sion for analysis. If a weapon is not
recovered and information concerning

the possible type of firearm is needed,
CLIS may be used.

To examine a bhullet the technician
uses a device known as a Measuring
Projector. This machine allows a pre-
cise measurement of the “land” width,
or the distance between the sides of the
lower impression made by the firearm
rifling. The groove impression, the high
impression made by the rifling is also
measured. The direction of “twist” is
noted, Rifling is cut into the barrel of a
firearm to spin the projectile as it leaves
the barrel. The land and groove impres-
sions in the bullet therefore will appear
to slant to the left or right depending
upon the direction of the spin. The
number of lands and grooves are also
counted because manufacturers cut dif-
ferent numbers of lands and grooves
for their weapons. Finally, the tech-
nician identifies the material from which
the projectile is made. This may be
solid lead, copper jacketed lead, steel
jacketed lead, etc.

The collected information concerning
the bullet is converted 1o a binary code
which is acceptable to a computer. The
information is sent via a computer ter-
minal in the Police Services Section at
the Communications Division to the
F.B.1. in Washington. Here the infor-
mation is processed and the data bank

A Commentary:

Our Memorial

Recently the Shot Tower Park and
Baltimore Police Memorial were dedi-
caled. A long time in the talking and
planning stages our Memorial is now a
reality.

June 23, 1978 marked the official open-
ing of the truly unique memorial dedi-
cated to Baltimore Police Officers who
have served us honcrably in the past,
those who toil tirelessly for our com-
munity teday, and those who will serve
proudly in the future.

This monument is a living thing. As
the years pass it will grow and with each
cycle of the passing seasons it will en.
hance itself. As one strolls through the
pathways, among the trees and shrub-
bery, looking west towards the Head-
quarters building, the War Memorial
and our City Hall, we can appreciate the
significance of the park’s setting,

It comes to mind that all of us, our
police officers in particular, are mati-
vated by a number of things. Among
these is faith, spirit and dedication.

As Police Officers we must have faith
in our fellow man. We must have faith
that we will be able to assist the citi-
zens of Baltimore. We must have faith
that the community wants and needs the
service we are called upon to deliver
twenty four hours a day.

Members of the Baltimore Police De-
partment, collectively and individually,
display a great spirit. It is a spirit which
has compelled them to accept a law en-
forcement career. This same spirit has
led our officers into burning buildings
to save lives. And it has caused some of

searched. From the information of more
than 23,000 different makes of firearms
stored in the computer, those that may
have fired the bullet, based on the exa-
miners description, are noted. The in-
formation is then sent back to the origi-
nating agency,

Cartridge cases are processed in a
similar manner. The most obvious mark.
ings on a cartridge case are left by
firing pins. Depending upon the manu.
facturer and the type of ammunition
(rimfire or center fire), the cartridge
may be struck in various places on the
rear with a variety of impression pat-
terns. Some paltterns may appear to be a
bar, a circular depression, a double im-
pression, & “V" shape, etc. The impres.
sion may be in the middle of the casing
or anywhere off center or near the edge.
With the Measuring Projector, the
shape, size and location of the firing
pin impression is carefully measured.

Other markings may also appear on
the cartridge case. Depending upon the
weapon, marks left by the cartridge
extractor and/or ejector may appear on
the cartridge rim. These are also meas-
ured for size and position for the com-
puter.

The markings on the rear of the
casing are transposed onto a drawing
which is called the Orientation Index.
This index.is a circle with eight segments
eminating from the center. It resembles
a pie cut into eight pieces, Each line
radiating from the center has a numeri-
cal designation. The position of the fir-
ing pin, extractor and ejector are noted
on the diagram using the lines as refer.
ence points. This method allows precise
translation of impressions to a cor-
responding written code acceptable to
a computer.

The CLIS System will soon be fully
operational and will begin a new chapter
in Forensic Science. CLIS will allow in-
vestigators to concentrate on a few
probable firearms in their investigation
and rul= out probable thousands.

The CLIS System has already proven
itself to be astonishingly accurate in wea-
pon identification, In a recent report of
CLIS usage by another agency, their
laboratory submitt=d a bullet description

for probable weapon identification. The
computer responded with a number of
possible firearms. As the case progressed
a cariridge case was discovered. The
analysis of the casing was submitted in
conjunction with the bullet analysis. The
computer returned just one of the pos-
sible 23,000 firearms on file as the most
probable weapon. As the case progressed
further a handgun was recovered. The
weapon was the exact make, model and
calibre handgun that the CLIS computer
had named!!

During the second International Sym.
posium on Criminal lustice Information
and Statistics Systems Conference held
in the Spring of 1974, Director Thomas
M. Muller, Laboratory Division, ad-
dressed the meeting concerning CLIS.
At the conclusion of his address he
stated, “. . . the implementation of the
Criminalistics Lahoratory Information
System will enable eriminalists to dis-
card their cumberson filing system and
provide them with all the fundamental
reference material necessary in their
daily activities. . . . the pooling of in-
formation will accelerate the progress
of criminalistics in the United States and
raise the quality level throughout the
System.” It is hoped that in years to
come, a number of Forensic Science
disciplines will be added to CLIS for

even greater investigative flexibility.

cenies was offset by a reduction of 608
Auto Thefts.

The Clearance Rate for Index Crimes
during the first half of 1978 continued
substantially above the National Aver-
age. A total of 9,200 crimes or 30% of
all major crimes reported to police were
cleared during the first six months of
this year. Nationally, law enforcement
agencies were able to claim a clearance
rate of 21% for the sam= period.

The Police Commissioner, in releas-
ing the Index Crime Statistics for the
City of Baltimore, praised the men and
women of the Dzpartment for their out-
standing performance and attention to
duty. “Members of the Department,”
he said, “are called upon to perform
many services which are really not
related 1o enforcing the law. It is to
their credit that our officers are able to
be helpful to our citizens in so many
ways and at the same time continued to

was in the emergency room of Mercy
Hospilal when an employee rushed in to
say that ther= was an armed man in an
upstairs examining room. The Agent was
led to the room where he found himself
face to face with a man pointing a gun
al him. The closeness of the situation
prevented Agent McGowan from using
his own weapon. The suspect stated
that he didn’t care and the Agent should
go ahead and shoot him. Agent McGowan
reevaluated his sitvation and decided to
try and negotiate the suspect into sur-
rendering. For nearly an hour Agent
McGowan engaged the emotionally dis-
turbed person in a rambling conversa-
tion. The Agent gained the suspect’s
confidenc: who eventvally surrendered
without further incident. As a result of
Agent McGowan’s coolness under stress
coupled with his imagination and per-
severance, an extremely dangerous situa.
tion was resolved without bloodshed.

BRONZE STAR

The Bronze Star is awarded when the
circumstances involved in the police
action exceed those set forth for the
Regular Commendation Award, but do
not fully meet the requirements of the
Special Commendation.

While on routine patrol, Police Officer
Albert N. Bleakley and Police Agent
Michael D. Bass, Tactical Section, ob-
served flames rolling from the doors
and windows of an apartment house.
The officers quickly called for fire ap-
paratus and were informed that an elder-
ly person was still inside. The officers
entered the rear entrance and on their
hands and knees dragged a semi-con-
scious man from the building who was
lying just ahead of the onrushing flames.

Simultaneously Police Officers Ken-
neth A. Mellott and Walter H. Harmon,
Southeastern District, evacuated two
elderly residents from a house next door,
who were unaware of the fire and to
whose home the fire was spreading.

While off duty with a neighbor, Police
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Officer John P, Grosskopf, Southeastern
District, was altracted by cries for help
coming from the vicinity of a nearby ice
covered creek. Rushing to the scene after
notifying the county police and fire de-
partment, the Officer saw that six chil-
dren had fallen through the ice. As the
officer and his friend ventured onto the
ice, the neighbor fell through also. Em-
ploying ice rescue techniques of distri-
buting his weight over the ice, Officer
Grosskopf successfully rescued all seven
persons from the icy walter.

Sergeant Charles J. Hood, along with
Police Officers Steven R. Ossmus, Rich-
ard L. Sprouse, John B. Smith, Sr.,
Charles W. Baker, Hillard R. D. Fritz
and Police Agent Steven L. Glasser, Cen-
tral District, were commended for their
action at the scene of a multi-alarm
apartment fire in which a Police Cfficer
lost his life. These officers entered the
burning building to evacuate the tenants,
In spite of the intense heat and heavy
smoke the officers made a door to door
search resulting in the evacuation of all
residents.

Assigned to investigate a hit and run
accident in which the driver had fled
into a house, Police Officer Melvin L.
Utz, Southwestern District found him-
self confronted by a rifle as the door
of the suspect’s home was opened. Upon
the arrival of back up units the suspect
again pointed the weapon through the
door opening at which time Officer Utz
grabbed the barrel, overcame physical
resistance and aflected an arrest.

While on Patrol, Police Officer James
F. Uhlik, IIT, Northern District, noticed
smoke coming from an apartment house.
After nolifying the fire department, he
went inlo the building and escorted six
occupants to safety. He returned into
the building and found himself trapped.
He was finally able to escape by jumping
through an open outside door.

Meanwhile Police Officer Bobby L.
Jones, Northern District, responding and
after arousing people on the second floor,
found himsell trapped. Officer Uhlik
ran lo a rear stairway leading to the
second floor where he kicked in the door
allowing Officer Jones and the several
people with him lo escape.

Police Officers Glen D. Sauer and
Robert L. Brown, Western District, were

commended for saving the life of a fire
victim trapped on the second floor of a
burning building. The rescuz of the
elderly victim had to be accomplished
by forcing entry into a second story
window accessible only from th= roof.
The officers crawled through the build-
ing and assisted firefighters with carry-
ing a victim through the window and
down a ladder. As & result of their
actions, both officers suffered smoke in-
halation and were placed on medical
feave,

Police Officers Timothy E. Greffen and
Ronald L. Daniel, Western District, sur-
prised two suspects who were in the
process of committing an armed robbery
at a gas station. Both suspects were
arrested without further incident.

The Summer Of '78

The warm months of Spring and Sum-
mer are sorely awailed by Baltimoreans
to shake off the cold greyness of the
past winter. The firat few warm weeks of
Spring bring a rejuvenation and return
to the activities of the outdoors,

Children clean and oil the bicycles
that have for so long sat idle in base-
ments and storerooms. Housewives place
flower pols and hanging plants oulside

~to brighten up their porches and win-

dows. Lawn furniture is put in front
and back yards where family members
will enjoy the cool stillness outside on a
warm summer’s evening. Families all
over Baltimore are actively preparing
for the aclivities of Summer.

Another group is also active this time
of the year. The group that lends itself
to mischief and thievery.

For many years, between May and
September, the Northeastern District has
experienced numerous stolen bicycles,
lawn furniture and plants left unattended
outside by home owners.

In the warm months of 1977 the
Northeastern District experienced 355
larcenies of bicycles, lawn furniture and
plants for a monetary loss of $26,000.00.
During the Spring of 1978 indications
were that this trend would continue.

Crime analysis disclosed that there
was no paitern to the thefts. The inci-
dents were wide spread at various time
frames which, in effect, greatly inhibited
traditional effective preventive deploy-

ment.
o

In the early Spring, District Com-
mander Richard L. Connelly and his
staff instituted an innovative program
that would utilize citizen involvement in
a unified effort to curb these types of
crimes. Citizen awareness and crime

resistance strategies and methodologies
were instituted throughout the District
to solve the problem.

At regularly scheduled Northeastern
District Community Relations meetings,
special emphasis was given lo crime
resistance techniques to help citizens
help themselves from becoming victims
of the targeted larceny types and periods
of instruction were offered to numerous
communily organizations in the North-
eastern District by police personnel.

Bicycle theft represented the largest
single targeted larceny type. Successful
citizen involvement in this area begins
with the children who ride bicycles, All
elementary, secondary - Public and Paro-
chial schools in the Northeastern District
were contacted. School principals and
teachers were instructed and provided
with educational aids to help their
students become aware of their part in
crime prevention. In addition to the
schools, all recreation centers and retail
outlets for bicycles were contacted.

In cooperation with the Crime Re-
sistance Unil, numerous bicycle theft
alerts and unique anti-theft fliers were
distributed to all 39 Improvement Asso-
ciations within the Northeastern District
as well as the schools. In addition to
bicycle theft alert literature, also dis-
seminated were more than 6,000 appli-
cations for bicycle registration through
the Maryland Department of Transporta-
tian. The instructional aids were so high-
ly received that there is a constant de-
mand for additional copies.

The program of citizen awareness has
also generated additional publicity in
area civic association newsletters and
at Parent-Teachers Association meetings,

Twenty-three Baltimore Probationary
Police Officers and one Annapolis Police
Officer graduated from the Department’s
Education and Training Division on
July 28, 1978. The ceremonies marked
the end of an intensive nineteen week
training program designed to prepare
the new officers for their law enforce-
ment careers.

The Commencement Address was
given by Dr, H. Mebane Turner, Presi-
dent, University of Baltimore. Follow-
ing his address, Dr. Turner assisted
Deputy Commissioner C. Jared Glauser
in presenting the officers their Certifi-
cate of Graduation. During the cere-
monies Officer Jonathan R. Sheehan re.
ceived the Commissioner’s Award of
Excellence. The Award is presented to
that member of the graduating class
who, in the judgment of his classmates,
best exhibits those characteristics which
comprise a professional police officer.

One officer was unable to attend his
graduation from the Academy. Officer
Dennis Pender, Annapolis Police Depart-
ment, nolified his Class Advisor just a
few hours before he was to graduate
that he would be unable to attend. His
wife, Patsy Pender, had given birth to
their first child, Cheryl Marie, shorlly
before 6:00 A.M. that morning.

At the conclusion of the graduation
ceremonies, eight Baltimore Police Of-
ficers and seven citizens received awards
for outstanding service to the com.
munity.

(Continved from page 1)
eighty members of the Department who
achieved an academic degree since June

SPECIAL COMMENDATION

Responding as a back-up unit, the
vehicle operated by Officer Albert M.
Diggs, Southeastern Dislrict, was struck
by a bullet. Officer Diggs saw a man
standing in the roadway firing 2 gun at
Officer Clayton H. Wright, Southeastern
District. The officer exited his vehicle
and fired a shot at the assailant that
drew the suspect’s attention away from
Officer Wright. The suspect fled the scene
and was pursued into an areaway where
he was arrested. As a result of this inci-
dent Officer Wright received treatment
for gunshot injuries.

Responding as a search unit to a purse
snatch call, Officer Joseph E. Wolfe,
Northeastern District, observed a person
who fit the description of one of the
wanted offenders. As the officer ap-
proached the suspect from the rear, the
person turned, fired three shots at Off-
icer Wolfe and fled. One of the shots
struck the officer in the right forearm.
Officer Wolfe, although wounded, re-
turned shots with his right hand and then
his left hand and pursued the suspect.
As assistance arrived, Officer Wolfe was
able 10 apprehend and disarm the sus.
pect who was in the process of com-
mandeering a cab.

BRONZE STAR

Hearing street rumors that iwo sus-
pects arrested for assault and armed
robbery had not in fact committed the
offense, Sergeant Robert D. Edwards,
Western District, initiated an investi-
gation with the assistance of Officers
John McAndrew and Lawrence E. Mize,
also of the Western District. In the
course of the investigation, conducted
on the officers own time, they were able
to learn the identity of the real suspects
and located some of the stolen property.
The suspects were then placed under
arrest. Bringing this matter to the at-
tention of the State's Attorney’s Office,
the officers were given additional time
to secure corroborating evidence and to
locate the victims who had moved leaving
no forwarding address. After a week
long search, three of the victims were
found who identified the stolen property.
The fourth victim, who had been serious-

ly wounded during the robbery, could
not be immediately found, The investi-
gation finally led to a funeral home
where the victim’s body was being held.
He had died as a result of the blows
he had received during the robbery. As
a result of the officers persistence, the
persons held for the crime they did not
commit were released. The actual perpe-
trators were charged with multiple of-
fenses including homicide.

In April, 1978, Officer Bobby Poits,
Northwestern District, responded to the
scene of a shooting and found two per-
sons shot, one of whom later died. After
obtaining information from one of the
victims, an arrest was made of a female
suspect who had fled from the scene a-
long with two male companions. Through
skillful interrogation, the suspect gave
the names of the two men who were
later arrested for the shootings. As a
result of his efforts, Officer Potts deter-
mined the two male suspects were also
wanted for a previous shooting and hom-
icide, and in a separate incident for the
armed robbery of the Mondawmin Office
of the Maryland National Bank.

Observing a person fitting the des-
cription of a robbery suspect, Officer
Richard C. Fahlteich, Southwestern Dis-
trict, approached the individual who
had turned a corner. The Officer stepped
around the corner and was immediately
confronted by the suspect pointing a
sawed-off rifle at him. Without hesita.
tion, Officer Fahlteich kicked the wea-
pon from the hands of the suspect and
took him into custody.

With complete disregard for his own
safety, Officer Wesley M. Ormrod, Jr.,
Northern District, climbed almost to
the top of a 350 ft. T.V. Tower 1o talk
to a highly distraught person who was
threatening to commit suicide. Through
a patient and intelligent dialogue, Of-
ficer Ormrod was able to dissuade the
person from jumping and to descend the
tower with him. While descending the
person again threatened to jump but
Officer Ormrod was again able to calm
him and they continued until safely
reaching the ground. It was later found
that the person was having domestic
problems and had been drinking heavi-
ly and was using “PCP” before this in-

cident.

Many citizens of the Northeastern
District do not attend civic meetings or
have children who attend schools, but
they have not been forgotten in the crime
resistance effort. A continued door to
door campaign is being aclively followed
by the Community Relations Section of
the Northeastern District in cooperation
with the Northeastern District’s Explorer
Scouts.

After receiving a two hour block of
instruction, the volunteer scouts go into
selected neighborhoods and present to
each household instructional materials
on crime prevention. The scouts have
distributed not only literature pertaining
to bicycle theft but will eventually de-
liver 20,000 anti-theft fliers relative to
lawn furniture and plants.

Citizen involvement will indicate an
increase of reported larcenies, All fol.
low-ups in the targeted categories have
been assigned to two officers of the
Northeastern District Special Operations
Squad. The Squad has been progressin
in its investigative efforts and has re-
portedly made inroads into the identi-
fication of possible chronic offenders.
In addition to their efforis, bicycle
checks by the patrol officers have heen
increased.

When a crime is prevented, everyone
benefits. The officers and Command of
the Northeastern District have taken a
major step in reducing the possibility
that their citizens will have anything but
pleasant memories of the Summer of
"78.

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Crime Laboratory Technicians Lt Karner Appointed

Complete Training

Highly trained personnel are essential
to Law Enforcement. The most obvious
result of training to the majority of the
citizens of Baltimore is the professional-
ism of the uniformed patrol officers and
detectives with whom they are in daily
contact. The Entrance Level Training
these men and women receive at the out-
set of their career and the continued in-

= service training they continually receive

plays an instrumental part in making
the sireets safer for Baltimoreans.

There is, within the Baltimore Police
Department, another highly trained
group of people which are on the street
daily but who are not often noticed by
our citizens. Members of the Mobile
Unit of the Laboratory Division are an
integral part of any criminal investiga-
tion. Their training and service is criti-
cal to case preparation.

On July 26, 1978, nine new Crime
Laboratory Technicians completed 84
hours of intensive criminalistics training
to prepare them for their role in the
criminal justice process,

The individuals participating in this
program come to the Department with a
sound educational foundation. To qualify
as a Crime Laboratory Technician, a
prospective candidate must possess a
Baccalaureate Degree in Criminalistics,
Biology, Chemisiry, a related Physical
Science or an equivalent combination of
education and experience.

The training curriculum recognizes
that the collection, identification, treat-
ment and preservation of evidence are
basic investigative techniques. The col-
lection, or gathering of physical evidence
is usually accomplished through a search

of a crime scene. A crime scene examiner
must approach the search of a crime
scene with a realization that the solution
to the crime could very well depend upon
what is found. Teamwork, thoroughness,
accuracy, adherence to procedures and
conscientious attention to detail are
essential,

The training is designed to graphically
demonsirate to the technicians what

evidence is and what it can reveal when
submitted to the various tests and ex-
aminations the Laboratory Division is
capable of performing. The trainees were
exposed to a number of units in the
Laboratory Division which relate closely
to the Mobile Technicians daily duties.

A mock homicide crime scene is photographed
by a student technicion.

Crime scene sketching and photogra-
phy introduced the technicians to the
types of drawings and photographs re-
quired. Instruction was also given in the
practical application of the use of de-

partmental cameras. Latent fingerprint
processing and handling was demon-
strated as well as casting techniques for
footprints, tiremarks or toolmarks. Other
areas of identification and sample col-
lection of evidence were stressed, such
as; firearms identification, glass, hair,
fibers, blood, semen and paint samples.

Preper dusting for fingerprints can be crucial to
on investigation.

A lecture and demensiration session
examined the use of microscopic evi-
dence and how various types, when used
in conjunction with each other can prove
a case in court.

Near the conclusion of the classroom
curriculum, the students received train-
ing in the submission of controlled
dangerous substances wherein they work
closely with patrol officers in the chain
of evidence. During this time, exposure
to carbon monoxide testing of depart-
mental vehicles was taught as well as
proper radioc communications techniques,

At the conclusion of classroom work,
a “practicum” was held at the United
States Army Ordnance Depot. During
this exercise the students were tested on
their ability to actually process mock
crime scenes.

Under the careful scrutiny of Mobile
Unit Supervisors, the students were
placed into selected scenarios where they

located, collected and processed evidence.
The practical application of this exer-
cise was closely linked to the problems
that the technicians are likely to en-
counter when they qualify for actual
duty.

Deputy Commissioner Bishop L. Rob-
inson, Services Bureau, congratulated
them and also presented certificates of
completion to the new technicians.

Training does not stop for the new
Mobile Unit Technicians; during the
first few weeks of their duty they are
accompanied by experienced veterans
who help to perfect the techniques of the
new members,

In 1977, the Mobile Unit of the
Laboratory Division answered in excess
of 15,000 calls for service. The training
and support that the Baltimore Police
Department rendered to this unit well
prepared the techn'cians for their criti-
cal role in crime solution and prosecu-
tion.

goes. This is one reason why we must

{Continved from poge 1)
the escape.

In the 2400 block of East Coldspring
Lane, the suspect lost control of his
motorcycle and it overturned throwing
him to the ground. At this time he lost
possession of his .38 calibre automatic.
Sergeant Ellwood pursued the suspect
on foot to the rear of the 2400 block
of East Coldspring Lane, and lost sight
of him.

Officer D. K. Qssmus of the North-
eastern District, responding as the re.
sult of Sergeant Ellwood’s communica-
tions on the direction of travel of the
fleeing suspect was stopped by a dis-
traught citizen who told him that a man
fitting the suspect’s description had just
taken his automobile from him at gun-
point. The citizen accompanied Officer
Ossmus and at Gilray Drive and South-
ern Avenue they recovered the stolen
automobile which was parked at the
curh. At this point Cssmus spotted the
suspect as he forced another citizen at
gunpoint out of a van parked on th
East side of Gilray Drive.

As Officer Ossmus gave chase the van
accelerated at a rapid rate. Keeping his
radio dispatcher informed of the chang-
ing routes of the suspect’s vehicle Officer
Ossmus gave other responding police
units the opportunity to establish a road-
block at the intersection of Roland Ave-
nue and Northern Parkway. The suspect
approached the police roadblock at =
high rate of speed and in an atlempt to
drive around the stationary police ve-
hicles he lost control and collided with
a utility pole. Officers who had estab.
lished the road bleck took him into
custody as he attempted to leave the
van. At this time Officer James' service
revolver was recovered.

At Parkside Drive and Sinclair Lane
a man told Officers who were assisting
the wounded Officer James that he had
been the victim of a kidnapping and that
he knew the identities of two of three
of the assailants,

He said that when the vehicle, in
which he was being held at gunpoint.
stopped at the intersection he observed
Officer James with a stopped civilian ve-
hicle on Sinclair Lane. Fearing for his
life the kidnap victim had escaped from
