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Attempts To Bribe Police Officers
Result in Indictments

On Tuesday, December 18, 1979, Police
Commissioner Donald D. Pomerleav and
Mr. Edward M. Hegarty, Special Agent in
Charge, Federal Bureau of investigation,
Baltimore, Maryland, conducted a press
conference at which it was announced that
17 persons had been indicted on either
Federal or State charges following a
lengthy investigation. The indictments al-
lege that these individuals had attempted

= to bribe Baltimore City Officers in order

‘to protect illegal gambling operations.

The Police Commissioner opened the
conference with a statement which is
excerpted below:

I wish to announce that Agents of the
Federol Bureauv of Investigation and mem-
bers of the Baltimore Police Department in
cooperafion with the United State’s At-
torney for the District of Maryland, Mr.
Russell T, Baker, Jr., concluded a 16-month
investigation by arresting 10 persons for
violations of the “Racketeer Influenced
and Corrupt Orgonizations” statute. Spe-
cifically, these individvals are charged
with violations of Title 18 of the United
States Code, Section 1962 (d), Conspir-
acy to Commit Racketeering; Section 1962
{c), Racketeering; and Title 18 Section 2,
Aiding and Abetting, in on cttempt to
bribe Balfimore Police Officers in order
fo protect illegal gambling operations.

Those indicted are «all civilians, There
are no police officers involved other than
the investigators who worked long and
hard to bring the case to this point.

| wish to emphasize that the actions
result from on extensive investigotion
which commenced in August 1978 by
members of the Baltimore Police Depart-
ment. Specifically, we allege that persons

reflected in the indictments were attemp-
ting to bribe Baktimore City Police Offi-
cers for the purpose of protecting gambl-
ing interests; however, what the corrup-
tors did not know was that the money
ond other pertinent information were
being compiled as evidence in this case.

Activities of this investigution indicate
the district possibility of violations of the
Federal statutes, Having reached that con-
clusion this department requested the
assistance of the Federal Bureau of In-
vestigation and the United States Ator-
ney. After review their assistance wos
forthcoming.

The cooperative efforts of the Office
of the United States Atiorney, the Federal
Bureav of Investigation and the Deputy
State’s Attorney for Boltimore, Ms. Mary
Ann Willin, with members of the Baltimore
Police Department were outstanding,

1 have stated previously, and | reiterate,
this department will do everything within
its power to bring before the bar of
justice those persons who would corrupt
or attempt to corrupt my police officers.
Let the word go forth once again that it
is a violation of the law to bribe o police
officer; and, our reactions to such activity

In an in-
stant both suspects were virtually on
.op of the officer in their escape attempt.
Officer Letmate attempted to grab one
of the suspects but lost his grip when
the other suspect struck him in the chest.
The officer fell to the ground with this
suspect and physically subdued the
struggling man. As Officer Letmate was
arresting his suspect, the other one ad-
vanced on the officer with a gun. This
suspect was subdued by a security of-
ficer who was assisting Officer Letmate
during his search of the waste contain-
ers. Both suspects were taken into cus-
tody without further incident.

Responding to a call for a disorderly
man, Officers Gary W. Dresser and Ger-
ald E, Roman, Northern District, were
advised that a man was holding a two
year old child captive in an aparlment.
The Officers knocked on the apartment
door at which time the suspect opened
it slightly. At this time they saw that
the intoxicated man was holding the
child in his arms with a knife at her
throat threatening to kill her. The Of-
ficers backed off and started talking to
he suspect through the door. As one of-
ficer stayed in contact with the suspect,
the other established a command post
in an adjacent apartment and called for
appropriate supervisory personnel. After
almost two hours of dialogue, the officers
persuaded the suspect to surrender with-
cut harming the child, The suspect is
presently under psychiatric care.

While investigating a prior incident,
Officers Claude Merritt and George Mit-
chell, Western District heard a loud ex-
plosion a short distance away on Pen-
nsylvania Avenue. Responding to the lo-
cation they found three collapsed build-
ings and a strong odor of natural gas
at the site. After calling for fire appara-
tus, the officers immediately cleared the
street of nearly a hundred people and
then evacuated an additional 10 to 15
elderly residents of an apartment build-
ing across the street. Officers Merritt
and Mitchell returned to the explosion
site and physically restrained a number
of workmen from entering the damaged
building from which gas was pouring.
While forcing the wortkmen away, the
suildings caught fire and exploded not
10 feet away from them. By their de-
cisive actions, Officers Merritt and Mit.
chell averted what could have been a
major loss of life in this incident.

System

The following was broadcast by WJZ-
TV on December 2, 1979 and is repro-
duced with permission.

Remember Wendell Beard? He's
the one who escaped from police four
times, was convicted of manslanghter,
theft, and robbery, and later placed in a
halfway house. While he was assigned
to the halfway house and free to come
and go, he was arrested and charged
with a second killing,

For more than four months, we've
been talking about prison overcrowding,
an overburdened court system, and prob-

lems with halfway houses. The state has
some real problems to solve, soon,

Just look at this halfway house thing.
The I-Team discovered that in the first
ten months of this year, six murderers,
15 rapists, and almost a hundred armed
robbers escaped from halfway houses or
other community based prison programs.
Literally walked out.

Tighter security isn’t the answer.
Keeping violent criminals out of half-
way houses is. Programs like halfway
houses are meant for non-violent offen-
ders. Not for murderers, rapists, and
armed robbers. Commissioner Pomer-
leau said it, time and time again. We've
said it, time and time again,

Why hasn’t the state of Maryland
done something about it? And what is
Governor Hughes going to do? No more
talk. We need action.

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CO.D.E.... Out To Get Them!

Activities in the illegal narcotics trade
are of significant concern to everyone
involved in law enforcement. It is a
generally accepted fact that those in-
volved in illegal narcotics activities also
commit other crimes, thereby victimiz.
ing the community in several ways.

The Deputy Commissioner of the
Operations Bureau, Frank J. Battaglia,
in October of 1979, authorized Qperation
CODE (Concentration on Drug Enforce-
ment).

A special Task Force, comprised of
members of the Criminal Investigation
Division and narcotics enforcement offi-
cers from each of the nine police dis-
tricts, began concentrated patrol on
October 28, 1979. By the end of the

program on December 22, 1979, these
officers had arrested 519 individuals,

Deputy Commissioner Battaglia’s order
to blend District and Criminal Investi-
gation Division members resulted in a
unit with specialized expertise in both
narcotics enforcement and street crime
enforcement.

By utilizing the technology and re-
sources provided by the Planning and
Research Division CODE members were
able to ascertain when and where illegal
narcotics transactions were most likely
to occur. Similar definitive information
on other crimes, notably assault and
robbery incidents, supported the theory
that the narcotics activity and street

Helicopter Unit
Sets New Record

The Baltimore Police Department’s
Helicopter Unit continues to be the
national paceselter in airborne law en-
forcement safety. By late November of
last year the Unit logged 30,000 hours
of accident free operation. By the year’s
end they accumulated 30,460 hours.

This milestone represents the longest
continuous accident-free record of any
law enforcement aviation unit in the
United States for a nine year period.
The flight time recorded by the unit is
equivalent to more than 31% years con-
tinuously spent in the air.

During 1979, the Unit responded to
13,268 calls and assisted ground units
in 564 arrests. These figures also are the
highest single year totals since the unit
became operational in October, 1970.

The Helicopter Association of Ameri-
ca has recognized the Unit on numerous
occasions during the past decade by
conferring upon it their Safety Award.
In addition, the airborne officers were
singled out in 1975 to receive the Hughes
Law Enforcement Award for making
the most *, . . worthy contribution to the
advancement of the crime suppression
concept of the Helicopter Patrol Ser-
vice . . .” in the nation.

The plaudets given to the Unit were
not easily won, however. The selection
process and training of beth pilots and
aerial observers remains one of the most
stringent and rigorous of all law en-
forcement agencies, The dedication of
mircraft personnel, support staff end
ground maintenance crews is a tribute
to the rapidly developing heritage of
this relatively new unit.

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crimes were occuring in the same area.

Patrol Officers in the Districts and the
Tactical Section, and members of the
Traffic Division also were able to pro-
vide information and assistance during
the program.

The 519 arrests made by CODE par-
ticipants resulted in 729 separate charges
being placed. Drug violations (469)
made up the bulk of the charges. But as
had been expected, those same individu-
als were charged with numerous other
crimes. There were, for instance, 63
Handgun Violations, 30 charges of
carrying a Deadly Weapon and 121
additional Index Crime charges. Of
particular interest is the fact that CODE
arrests resulted in 10 charges of Armed
Assault and Robbery, 8 Unarmed As-
sault and Robbery, 2 Attempted Assault
and Robbery, 2 Burglary charges, 8
charges of Assault with Intent to Murder
and 6 individuals who were charged for
having escaped from a correctional
facility. Ten individuals were arrested
on warrants for varicus charges.

Those arrested included 407 adults
and 112 juveniles.

Illegal drugs recovered included Hero-
in, Opium, Cocaine, Marijuana, Metha-
done, Barbiturates, Hyodan, Ampheta-
mine, Methamphetamine, Qualudes, Pre-
ludin, Vallium, LSD and glue.

Officers and detectives involved in
operation CODE also witnessed, first
hand, evidence of the propensity for
violence which is common to narcotics
violators. Police recovered 43 guns dur-
ing the program. Three of those weapons
were shotguns.

The Chief of the Criminal Investiga-
tion Division, Colonel William F. Roch-
ford is extremely pleased with the re-
sults of CODE. He praised the efforts of
the Officers and Detectives who partici-
pated and the support given by the Pa-
trol Divisien. “CODE proved that not
only do narcotics violators participate
in other crimes,” he said, “but that a
concentrated task force approach to
these problems can be highly effective.”

Apparently those involved in illegal
narcotics activity on the streets of the

community also got the message. The
large number of arrests and the large
number of Officers and Detectives pa-
trolling areas where this activity was
occuring caused shock waves which are
still reverberating. Some *hot spots”
of narcotics activity dried up. Others
had to find new areas and ways in
which 1o operate.

Trials for the hundreds of individuals
who have been arrested and charged are
still pending, But there is no doubt that
each of these miscreants will remember
Operation CODE and its effects for a
long time to come.

The high level of productivity and
continued safety record of the Helicop-
ter Unit also depends upon replacement
of aircraft on a regular basis. To this
end, the Department took delivery of
two new helicopters from the Hughes
Corporation in California on November
30, 1979. The two Hughes 300-C, cur-
rently designated as 90 and 96 Foxtrot
were flown cross-country from Califor-
nia in 8 days and will go “on line”
over Baltimore shortly. The new aircraft
replace 56 and 58 Foxtrot.

The Helicopter Unit has proven itself
on hundreds of occasions to be a vital
part of the Department’s law enforce-
ment efforts.

During Rell Call at the Central Dis.
trict last week, two officers were pre-
senled the Mount Vernon Improvement
Association’s 2nd Annual Edgar J.
Rumpf Award for outstanding service
to the Mount Vernon community.

The Award is named in honor of
Polics Officer Edgar J. Rumpf who died
in February, 1978 while evacuating resi-
dents from a burning apartment building
in the Bolton Hill area.

Police Officers Gary J. Fischer and
Steven R. Ossmus were the recipients of
the Award. They were singled out for
their commendable work in curbing an
assault and robbery and burglary prob-
lem in the District.

Officers Fischer and Ossmus volun-
teered to work a Plainclothes Detail
during the early part of 1979. After 10
months the officers effected 87 arrests
of which 64 were Index Crimes. In ad-
dition there were a number of arrests
for handgun violations, nareotic vicla-
tions, arson and 2 escapes. The officers
have successfully taken more than 95%
of these cases through court with con-
victions.

Officer Fischer, a seven year veteran,
has previously received 7 Official Com-
mendations including a Bronze Star. He
is married and is the father of two sons.
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Officer Ossmus has received 5 Official
Commendations including a Bronze Star.
He has also received the Medal of Honor
from the Baltimore City Fire Depart-
ment. The Award was conferred on him
for his heroic actions during the Beet-
hoven Apartment fire in 1978. This fire
is the samz one in which Officer Rumpf
lost his life,

The Officers received their Award
from executives of the Mount Vernon
Improvement Association. In addition
to a plaque they also received a mone-
tary gift. On hand 1o congratulate them
were Major Leon N. Tomlin, Command-
er, Central District, Captain Robert L.
DiStefano and Lieutenants Charles J.
Key and Gary W. Woodcock. Three
very special pguests also participated,
Mrs. Judy Rumpf with children Peter
and Clinton.

Dear Major Bolesta:

During the crush of this busy holiday
season, | would like to take this oppor-
tunity to say thank you to the Baltimore
City Police Department.

I moved to the city in mid-September
of this year from a far distant suburb in
Maryland and almost a whole lifetime
spent in living in the suburbs.

After 214 weeks in my new neighbor-
hood, I awoke one morning to find my
car missing. I called the Police Depart-
ment and had help in just a few mo-
ments. The car was found later that
afternoon, relatively unscathed. In the
next three weeks (I believe) there were
two more attempls to steal the car that
were unsuccessful.

The last attempted theft occurred at
12:15 a.m. Again, the response was
extremely fast. One of the officers investi-
gating this incident was the first officer
who had helped when the car was actu-
ally stolen. The other officer asked for
my car keys, went to the car and came
back a short time later. He asked if I
would be up and dressed by 7:30 that
morning. When I said yes, he handed

e a cable from the car, said it could
not be started without that cable and
that they would be back at that time to
show me how to put the cable in. Also,
that the only solution was to alarm the
car and put a cut-off switch; that until

the system was installed, I was to re-
move the cable every night.

In short, that is what I did until the
weekend following when the alarm sys-
tem was installed. Since that time, the
car has been left alone.

My experience with police departments
has been very limited, but my conviction
is that Baltimore has not only the nicest
but one of the very best. Certainly I
would not feel as comfortable living in
this city without the kind of protection
that you afford. Incidentally, my pocket-
book was stolen in Reisterstown in the
midst of all this and that bothered me a
lot more than having the car problems.

When the firearm i3 put back together the user merly pulls back on the top of the cane, which is spring
loaded, and releasas it, firing the weopon. The device is unique in that it also is equipped with a safaty.
A smoll knob ot the top, whan turned, pravents the firing pin from siriking the shell primer, The suspect
was unwilling to disclose where the weapon came from or how it was made.

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Yearly Crime Report

Commissioner Donald D. Pomerleau
announced last week that Index
Crimes, reported to Police, increased
6.2% for the 12 months ending Decem-
ber 31, 1979, as compared with 1978,

Violent Crimes — Murder, Rape,
Robbery and Aggravated Assault, in-
creased 59%. The rise in Property
Crimes — Burglary, Larceny and Auto
Theft, was 6.2%.

These statistics, there were 73,744
Index Crimes reported, represent a
reduction of 9.6% when compared to
1970 which is used as the base year
for crime trend comparisons.

The amount of increases in Index
Crime last year actually indicates a

Crime Statistics

moderation in the crime trends. In the
tirst quarter of 1979 crime had in-
creased 21.4%, by the end of the first
six months that increase had modified
to 14.1% and the statistics after three-
quarters indicated a lowering of the
increase rate to B.9%.

The number of individuals who com-
mitted additional crimes while on Pa-
role, Probation or Escape status is
significant. In 1979, 5,649 persons who
were on Parole, Probation, Probation
and Parole or had Escaped from Cor-
rectional Facilities were re-arrested
and charged with additional crimes,
representing 13.4% of all adults ar-
rested. Of these arrestees, 1,640 were

Schaefer testified at a hearing o} the
Senate Committee on Budget and Taxa-
tion on January 23, 1980.

The Mayor’s support for the Baltimore
Police Department was plainly demon-
strated in his remarks to the Committee
and from his testimony in support of
Senate Bill 166, That statement appears
below:

MAYOR WILLIAM DONALD SCHAEFER

Senator Levitan and Members of the
Committee:

I want 10 thank Senator Conroy for
prefiling Senate Bill 166. This measure
has our wholehearted support. It would
increase State aid for police by 10%
for every political subdivision. This is
precisely the same as the measure re-
ported out favorably by this Committee

charged with Index Crimes, repre-
senting 14.0% of all Aduit Index Crime
Arresis.

During 1979, 947 persons were
charged with committing crimes while
they were on Parole from a Cor-
rectional Institution within the State of
Maryland. There were 4,360 persons
charged with committing a crime while
on Probation after conviction of a
pravious crime.

Of the 4,360 persons arrested while
on Probation 1,226 were subsequently
charged with the commission of seri-
ous crimes, 356 of which were violent
crimes.

Of the 947 persons arrested while
on Parole status from Correctional fa-
cilities 382 were subsequently charged
with serious crimes, 138 of which were
violent crimes.

The types of crimes committed by
Parolees continues to cause alarm.
This Department arrested and charged

Arrest Statistics

382 Parolees as follows:

16 murders
7 rapes
83 robberies
32 aggravated assaults
244 property crimes

What causes grave concern is the
tact that six of those charged with
Murder were on Parole after having
been convicted and sentenced for
committing a previous murder! Thirty-
nine of the Robbers were on Parole
from sentences received for being
convicted of previous robberies. And
four individuals who were on Parole
for Aggravated Assault were charged
with an additional Aggravated As-
sault.

Arrest statistics show that during
1979 juveniles accounted for 46.2% of
all Index Crimes for which arrests were
made by police.

The 18,409 juveniles taken into po-
lice custody last year exhibit a com-
bined criminal history of 47,509 prior
arrests.

Of the 18,409 Juvenile Offenders
arrested, 10,018 were taken into cus-
tody for Index Crimes:

28 were arrested for Murder
97 were arrested for Rape

last year and funded in the Governor’s
1980 budget. It is needed even more
urgently today than last year.

More State aid for police protection
is needed in order for us to be able to
maintain, and hopefully improve, the
level of crime control, not only in Bahi-
more City but in other areas of the
State. In Baltimore, we have had very
serious morale problems resulting from
inadequate salaries, even after the pay
adjustments we made on July 1. ..

I am sorry to report that the incidence
of crime has risen. While I am not
attributing this to the vacancies, it is
clear that a smaller police force is not
the prescription to remedy the problem
of increased crime. Improvements in the
City police force will have spillover
benefits 1o our entire metropolitan area.

We must rely upon the State for
financial assistance in dealing with this
problem. Baltimore City’s resources are
already strained by its $5.95 tax rate,
our low taxable property per capita,
law yield from the piggyback income
tax, and the necessity to maintain an
acceptable level of public services in
the face of constant inflation,

Police protection is the second largest
expenditure of the Baltimore City
government. Only Education has a
larger budget. In 1980 Fiseal Year,
our police budget is slightly over $103
million.

Attached to this testimony is Table
1 which shows the proportion of local
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police budgets which is supported by
the State. When the expenditures for the
State Police Department are apportioned
to the 23 counties in which the Depart-
ment operates, you will see that the
State pays for 31.9% of all police pro-
tection within the City. This is slightly
less than the Statewide average of
34.9%. It is interesting to note that
the City ranks 22nd in proportion of
Siate support. This is far from the
general misconception that Baltimore
City receives a disproportionately large
amount of State support.

In terms of local tax effort made by
the populous subdivisions, there are
some figures below which reveal the
number of cents on the tax rate it takes
for them to finance their police depart-
ments.

You can see that the City’s lax equi-
valent of $1.99 far exceeds that of any
other subdivision.

Mr. Chairman, I want to inform the
members of the Committee that Balti-
more’s police requirements serve a large
number of county residents. There is a
net daily inflow of about 135,000 com-
mulers coming inte the City to work,
And that figure does not include the
large and increasing numbers who visit
the City less regularly to do business,
attend the colleges and universities, go
to art galleries, concert halls, theatres,
attend conventions and sporis events,
use the City’s medical facilities, stores
and restaurants, This is an added burden
borne by the City Police Department
and not duplicated elsewhere.

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"The Hidden Handicap”

“Deaf or hard-of-hearing people do
not like to be called stupid or retarded.
They are just like you, except that they
have hearing problems. Deaf people
work, eat, sleep, love and play, just like
hearing people. Hearing persons need
to learn to speak more clearly, not loud-
er, in order for the deaf and hearing
impaired to have complete understand-
ing of what is being said. For example,
some people in the community think I
am stupid or retarded because I have
a speech problem and they do not under.

~ stand that I have a hearing problem.

That is why sometimes I say the words
wrong. It is because I ecannot hear my
words as I talk so I say it incorrectly
or words are out of order in the sen-
tence. People who take the time to
listen to me usually understand me”

These comments, are those of 2 per-
son who suffers from what has been
labeled “the hidden handicap”, a hear-

ing loss or impairment.

Citizens of Baltimore who are handi-

capped are often faced with tremendous
difliculties when trying to cope with
everyday situations which non-handi-
capped persons take for granted. In
recent years, however, a number of old
cbstacles to the handicapped have been
broken down. Throughout Baltimore the
special needs of the handicapped are
being recognized and steps are being
taken to completely mold them into
society, Sidewalks have been lowered
at corners; doors to buildings have
been widened; steps have been replaced
by ramps; buses have now designated
priority seating for the handicapped;
special parking permits have been is-
sued; elevators and room numbers have
been marked in braille.

Changing physical surroundings have
benefitted thousands of handicapped
persons, For the hearing impaired citi-
zen, however, the mere changing of
buildings, sidewalks and buses does not
help them in leading a normal life. Ta

careers,

The Commencement Address was de-
livered by Doctor Rafael Cortada, Presi-
dent of the Community College of Balti-
more, Harbor Campus. Following his
remarks 1o the Graduating Officers and
their guests, Dr. Cortada assisted Deputy
Commissioner C. Jared Glauser, Ad-
ministrative Bureau, with distributing
Certificates of Completion to the Gradu-
ates. Officer Paul N. Drain was also
presented the Police Commissioner’s
Award of Excellence. The Award is
given to that member of the Class who,
in the judgment of fellow classmates,
best exhibits those characteristics of a
professional police officer.

At the conclusion of the graduation,
eight officers and a civilian were public-
ly commended for their outstanding
service to the Department and com-
munity.

assisl the deaf, people have to change,
not places.

According to recent figures, approxi-
mately 58,000 Baltimoreans have a hear-
ing disability, with 7,500 of them to-
tally deaf. The “usual” procedure of call-
ing a police department for assistance
was a barrier to those with speech or
hearing impediments. To provide ser-
vice to this segment of the community,
the Baltimore Police Department's Com-
munications Division installed a tele-
type system for the deaf in 1978. This
telephone-activated system allows the
deaf to engage in immediate two-way
communications for emergency service.
But what happens when the officer ar-
rives on the scene? How does the of-
ficer quickly gather information for a
description or ascertain if the person
is injured or gather facts for a report?
Too often there has been frustration for
both the victim and the officer.

Unfortunately, the Department had
few individuals who could totally com-
municate with the deaf in ways other
than in writing. This situation is chang-
ing rapidly.

In the spring of 1979 a program was
formulated by Sergeant Mercedes V.
Rankin, Community Relations Section,
to teach incoming Probationary Of-
ficers at the Education and Training
Division how to recognize and communi-
cate with the deaf. This instructional
program, the only one known to exist
in any police agency in the nation, is
designed to create an awareness of the
special communication needs of the
hearing impaired, teach the ability to
recognize deaf persons, teach officers
finger spelling and basic sign language
and finally to instruct the deaf as to
services the Department can provide, so
they in turn can teach other deaf citi.
zens,

The program became a reality early
last summer when Sergeant Rankin was
introduced to Mr. Theodore D. Byrd.
Mr. Byrd is deaf. At the age of 27 he
suddenly developed a dramatic hearing
loss waking up one morning completely
deaf. He decided to use his experience
as a tool to instruct others in combating

the “hidden handicap”. Mr. Byrd be-
came, of necessity, fluent in finger spell.
ing and signing. In the past 8 years,
Mr. Byrd has become a Deaf Liaison
Teacher with the Baltimore City Schools,
Knowing personally the problems faced
by Police Officers and deaf persons
he agreed to instruct Police Trainees
in the communicative skills necessary
to recognize and deal with deaf citizens.

On July 24, 1979, the 25 members
of Class 79-7 became the first officers
to be formally trained in fundamental
sign language by the Department
through Mr. Byrd. Since then 80 officers
have completed the course with more
than 100 still in training, By years' end,
hundreds of officers will be trained.

The course involves repetitive prac-
tice and retention of the hand alphabet,
Each student is supplied with a chart
of the letter signs which Mr. Byrd dem-
onstrates, As he displays the signs, the
students mirror his actions. He constant.
ly corrects and encourages the officers
with an interest and humor that are
uniquely his own. Once the students be-
come proficient with the alphabet they
move on to “signs”. With these simple
gestures a deaf citizen can convey such
terms as “accident”, “injury”, “tele.
phone”, “hospital” and more. Also pro-
vided to the officer is a special set of
illustrated signs that he or she wonld
most likely need to use. Signs for

“ambulance”, “where”, “who”, “with",
“license”, “registration”, “what happen-
ed” facilitate conversation between the

officer and citizen.

The eight hours of instruction that
the trainees receive will obviously not
make them fluent in sign language. The
basic fundamentals of the “language”
however, can be retained well enough
to give the officer an important ad-
vantage in what could be an emergency
situation.

The need for officers to be cognizant
of the unique needs of deaf citizens and
an ability to communicate with them is
obvious because hearing impaired per-

SPECIAL COMMENDATION

While working as an Officer-in-Charge
Officer William R. Surratt, Western
District, heard gunshots coming from a
nearby tavern. The officer had no way
of knowing that moments before, an
armed person had entered the establish-
ment and fatally shot a patron. Seeing
a person walking quickly from the
tavern, Officer Surratt left his patrol
vehicle and ordered the suspect, who
was reaching into his waistband, to stop,
The officer drew his service revolver,
commanded the suspect to stop for a
second and third time. At this the
gunman stopped walking, turmed com-
oletely around and fired a shot at Of-
dAcer Surratt, striking him in the left
side. Officer Surratt stumbled forward

momentarily and returned fire. The
suspect who was struck, fell to the side-
walk. The officer, who's soft body ar-
mour absorbed the impact of the sus-
pect’s bullet, was able to approach,
disarm and arrest the suspect. Officers
responding as back-ups found Officer
Surratt standing in the middle of the
block along side his prisoner. He was
taken to a nearby hospital where he
was treated for a relatively minor blunt
trauma laceration to his abdomen.

BRONZE STAR

While responding to an armed rob-
bery in progress call, Officer Wendell
Marshall, Southern District, observed
three suspects fleeing the scene in an
automobile. Giving chase, Officer Mar-
shall followed the vehicle until it was
forced to stop at a deadend street. The
occupants then “bailed out” and con-
tinued to flee on foot. The Officer gave
chase also on foot and as he was about
to over take one of the suspects, the
man turned and pointed a handgun at
him. The Officer fired his service re-
volver at the suspect who dropped his
weapon and surrended. Responding units
arrived and the other two suspects were
quickly apprehended.

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Crime and punishment

A cop is more

than a badge
and a gun

Netionally syndicated writer Jim Bis-
hop is the son of a New York City Po.
_lice Officer. He often displays a keen in-
ight for problems faced by those in the
law enforcement prafession. The article
which is reprinted below appeared in
the February 15th edition of the Balti-
more News American. It is reprinted
twith their permission.

A policernan is one half of an illicit
love affair. The other half is the depart-
ment. No matter how good he is, no
matter how honorable, the time will
come when the thing he loves — the de-
pariment — will break him in half,
wreck his will and toss him and his
pension out in the gutier.

I know. I was the son of a cop; the
grandson of a cop. Policemen and their
wives had dinner at our house. They
talked politics and sports, interchange-
ably.

Bitterness becomes dominant when
they start to buck for a pension. Then
the love affair with the uniform and the
shield breaks up. They begin to do time,
Hard time.

For a few gifted men, it is a lovely
dream all the way. These are rare —
misfits in a way. A good policeman is
a lot more than a uniform, a gun and
nattering knowledge of criminal law. It
is more than muscles and authority.

It is, first and always, dedication. It
is a clean hot flame of desire to keep
the lawless from the throats of the lawful.

Time warps the young cop as time
bends all noble aspirants. He is stunned
the first time & moving violation offers
a $20 bill; the first time he hears that
a fellow officer is involved with a wom-
an not his wife; the first time he is
advised not to press charges by “higher-
ups.”

He is sickened the first time he
lcarns that a fellow officer rifled the
pockets of a heart attack victim, or that
he is entitled to a one-third cut on a
drug dealer bust that didn’t quite come
off. A cop can’t slay sick and stunned
forever,

Sooner or later, logic takes over. He's
just & pippin in a big barrel of apples,
A few are brown and soft. Some are
dangerously rotten; men who will cripple
or kill without reflection.

Policemen have never been paid ad-
equately. Citizens promise to vote for
an increase in wages and, when they get
behind the curtain, vele no. Years ago,
the risk of life was minimal. Now, in
the age of the junkie, we read of cop
killers who plead that they didn’t know
what they were doing,

At the same time, the courts tendered
more and more rights to the felon. A
cop reminds him that he can remain
silent, that he can make a phone call,
that if he can’t afford counsel, the tax-
payer will give him one free. The crim-
inal cannot be bruised, interrogated
against his will, or be refused the finest
medical care.

Most persons who are skilled law en-
forcement professionals would agree that
much of the work which is accomplish-
ed on “normal patrol” could be describ-
ed as “routine”. They will also agree
that the distance between tedium and
survival is often very slight.

THOMAS H. LEWIS

It started that way for Officer Thomas
H. Lewis of the Northwestern District
as he began his tour of duty on Feb-
ruary 19, 1980. That Tuesday morning
wasn’t even 15 minutes old when the
Officer was stopped by a young man
in the 2700 block of Hilton Street. He
told the Officer that his younger brother,
about a half block away, had a handgun.

Officer Lewis confronted the suspect
who assaulted him with a portable ra-

Many municipal governments are in
a frenzy trying to detect bad cops from
good ones. No profession anywhere is
as jnured to temptations of as many
kinds as the average police departinent.
Any cop who hasn’t been offered a part-
nership in a swindle has never hit the
pavement.

The wonder is that so many police-
men remain honorable all of their lives.
Still, the best will not snitch on the
worst, Some cities have tried civilian re-
view boards, These humiliate most po-
licemen because judgment will be ren-
dered by citizens who know little about
police work.

1's a very old problem. My father
said: “A properly constituted board
should consist of nine persons; three
retired criminal courts judges; three
retired policemen; three former foremen
of grand juries. Pay them on a per
diem basis, only when there is some-
thing worth a departmental trial. Such
things should be done in camera; the
findings should be published.”

Rotten apples are contagious. A de-
cad: ago, a few cops in Denver began
to steal. Within eight months, it was
an epidemic. The joke was that an
elderly woman phoned police head-
quarters and whispered that a burglar
was in her house stealing jewelry. The
cop on the phone said: “We're kinda
busy right now, lady. Just take his badge
number and call back.”

No policeman brags that he puts his
life on the line every day. He doesn’t.
His greatest contribution is that he
is ready 1o put it on the line. Frequent-
Iy, it is not the police who surround a
crowd; it’s the mob that surrounds the
cop. What does the book tell you to do
when they're spitting at you?

I flinch when I spend a social even-
ing and hear anti-police talk. My friends
say it's because I come from a line of
cops. That is untrue. It’s because the
policeman is the most active protection
I have in a vicious world. It doesn’t
matter whether I admire him or not.
If he and all his confreres resign, I
might as well board up the front door
and hide under the bed.

dio, then pulled a concealed 22 calibre
handgun. The exchange of gunfire left
the suspect seriously wounded. The Po-
lice Officer’s “soft body armour” stop-
ped what could have been two fatal
wounds of the chest and abdomen. A
third bullet chewed through his left
arm.

He radioed for assistance and when
additional Officers arrived they found
him still guarding the seriously wound-
ed assailant. Both were taken to near-
by hospitals. Officer Lewis was treated,
released and is presently recuperating
satis{actorily. His adversary was trans-
ferred to a shock trauma unit for treat-
ment of massive injuries,

Soft body armour has, on numerous
occasions, saved the lives of Officers of
the Baltimore Police Department. The
addition of the “garment” to the *of-
ficial wardrobe” of a Police Officer in
1976 was greeted with some trepidation
by several members of the Department.
Its effectiveness, however, has made it
as desirable a piece of wearing apparel
as & good pair of shoes.

You wouldn’t go out without your
shoes on, would you?

award to Officer Frederick V. Koch.

As he was
conducting his field interview he ascer-
tained that his interviewee had mo-
ments before attempled to rape the
woman whose call he was going to.

Officer Koch has been the recipient of
two Official Commendations including
the Bronze Star for his lifesaving actions
during a dwelling fire.

Responding to a call of a man armed
with a gun, Officers Anthony Cannavale
and Richard Morris, Western District,
found an apparenily mentally unbal-
anced individual screaming incoher-
ently and pointing a pump shotgun at
a number of citizens at a bus stop,
People were running from the scene
and shouting while others attracted
by the excitement left stores to converge
upon the scene. Choosing not to resort
to deadly force, the Officers decided to
attempt to disarm the suspect. While
Officer Cannavale approached from the
front to atiract the man’s attention, Of-
ficer Morris approached from the side.
As the suspect raised his wespon and
faced Officer Cannavale, Officer Morris
lunged from the side forcing the shot-
gun barrel downward. A violent struggle
ensued in which the suspect was dis-
armed and taken into custody.

While on normal patrol, Officer
John McEntee, Central District, was
approached by a citizen who stated that
a woman in a nearby auto was having
difficulty breathing. Officer McEntee
found the victim seated in the vehicle
gasping for air. Her pulse was very
weak and body rigid. Recognizing the
signs of a cardiac arrest, Officer Mc-
Entee entered the vehicle and drove

the victim to an area hospital escorted
by a back-up unit. Enroute the officer
notified Communications te have hos-
pital personnel stand by. Upon ar-
rival at the hospital the victim’s body
had relaxed, there were no signs of
pulse. Officer McEntee carried the vic-
tim’s lifeless body into the hospital
where he was met by a standing cardiac
team, After almost 10 minutes the medi-
cal staff was able to restore the vital
functions of the victim.

Recognizing the existence of a crime
problem on their post, Officers Michael
Hires, Steven Lurz and Agent John C.
Gentry, Northern District, initiated an
indepth investigation which extended
over several months. As a result of their
activities, 12 suspects were arrested for
involvement in 15 burglaries, 2 assault
and robberies and 2 larcenies,

Policeman of Year

Police Agent Harlow Fullwood Jr.
says he believes in immersing himself
totally into everything he does.

In the 14 years since he joined the re-
cruitment section of the Baltimore City
Police Department, he has been honored
by the city, the state, local public school
systems, colleges both in and out of
Maryland, civic groups, churches, and
local businesses.

Today, after two previous nomina-
tions, he was named The Evening Sun's
Policeman of the Year for his work in
the community.

Agent Fullwood, 39, has worked as a
recruiter through two of the police de-
partment’s biggest manpower crises: in
the late 60’s, when the force was almost
400 men below strength, and during the
last two years, when experienced officers
have been resigning faster than the de-
partment can find men to replace them.

Yet, his superior, Major Donald
Woods, director of personnel, says he
was nominated for the newspaper’s
award as much for his community in-
volvement as for his recruiting efforts.

“I have always felt that in order to
be eflective as a recruiter, I have to be

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pled persons, living above the stores in
the immediate vicinity, were apparently
unaware of the danger.

The two officers called for fire equip-
ment. They ordered the crowd to keep
back, and began running from store to
store, rousting the occupants.

Seconds after the last people were
evacuated from the building, the gas
ignited in a deafening explosion that
leveled three buildings and erupted into
a stubborn, four-alarm fire.

Police officials estimate the two of-
ficers may have saved as many as 100
lives,

“This job requires you to be a little
bit of everything,” said Officer Merritt.

Officers Merritt and Mitchell are the
real thing,

Assigned as plainclothes officers to
the special operations squad in the West.
ern District, the two men have been call-
ed upon to play as many roles as their
television counterparts.

They have played toughs hanging
out in Pennsylvania Avenue bars; junk-
ies in West Baltimore alleys; father con-
fessora to their many informants.

“They have a unique ability to adapt
to their surroundings, to blend in,” said
Sgt. Howard Peacock, the pair's im-
mediate supervisor at the Western Dis.
trict.

“You can't teach that, and you can’t
order someone to do it. They have to
have it themselves. They are very, very
good undercaver officers.”

Since they were made a team a year
ago, Officers Mitchell and Merritt are
credited with breaking several key cases,
including an inter-state auto theft ring,
four homicides, and several narcotics
cases, They have made more than 300
arresis, and solved an additional 250
other crimes.

Between them they have received 21

Police Department commendations, in-
cluding the Bronze Star. Both men were
recommended for the department’s Med-
al of Honor for their work in the
Pennsylvania Avenue blast,

They say a great deal of their suc-
cess is due to their knowledge of the

streets and of the people who walk
them.

“You have to know what's happening
and where,” explained Officer Miichell,

“If you're playing a junkie, you have
to walk like a junkie, talk the vernacular.
You have to dress like a junkie.

“For instance, junkies, wear long-
sleeve shirts and sunglasses. And they
eat a lot of sweets and drink a lot of
orange juice. You learn these things
through experience.”

“You also have to care,” said Officer
Merritt.

“Nobody cares about the victims of
crimes like a police officer. We're al-
ways the first people on the scene. We
see what happens to the victims, where
the judge and jury might not.”

Officer Mitchell, 34, is an eight-year
veteran with five daughters. He has won
The Evening Sun’s Policeman of the
Year award twice before,

Officer Merritt, 37, has one son and
has been a police officer since 1968,

Each day the men are immersed in
the underside of the West Baltimore
street scene, keeping tabs on the nar-
cotics dealers and the heroin addict
with the §150 a day habit, whose hands
are so shaky that he needs a friend to
help him hold the needle.

Yet, at the same time, the men are
able to see the good parts of West Balti-
more.

Officer Merritt says he has helped de-

liver three babies in his 11 years on
the force.

Officer Mitchell often works closely
with the district's Community Relations
Council, and other concerned citizens.

“I have a lot of pride in what I do,”
said Officer Mitchell,

“I like the feeling that I am help-
ing people, in a way that nobody else
cen,” Officer Merritt added.

Herpel's radio dispatcher sent him to
the intersection of Washington Boule-
vard and Monroe Street for an accident,
A dump truck had struck a utility pole.

the damaged traffic light as he and Of-
ficer Palmisano began to direct traffic,
side by side, in the center of the inter-
section. The officers were directing traf-
fic across the cables when a truck en-
tered the intersection. As the truck
slowly crossed the cable, the rear wheels
became entangled with the wires stretch-
ing the cables. The truck operator, ap-
parently unaware of what was happening
proceeded on, streiching the cable until
it snapped. Two traffic signals, which
were still suspended, hurtled into the
intersection as if hurled by a giant
rubber band, One of the stoplights
struck Officer Herpel directly in the
upper chest causing him to fall back into
the arms of Officer Palmisano. Officer
Herpel was seriously injured. Officer
Palmisano called for assistance and be-
gan to render first aid.

At the University of Maryland Hos-
pital it was determined that Officer Her-
pel sustained a broken neck and bruised
spinal cord.

While undergoing treatment Officer

Herpel's soft body armour was removed.
Once again, this light weight fabric vest
had saved a life. According to one of
the attending physicians at the hospital,
Herpel's soft body armour saved his
life. It has been estimated that the stop-
light hit the officer with about 10001b.
of force. Rather than absorb this impact
in a small area of the chest, the officer’s
“vest” dissipated the energy of the blow
over a wider portion of his body.

Officer Herpel has undergone surgery.
He has progressed satisfactorily enough
to be removed from the intensive care
unit of the hospital.

Officer Herpel continues to show pro.
gress in what will be a long recovery
period.

this action would have an impact upon
overall street crime in these areas.

Ranking members of the Criminal
Investigation Division, Vice Unit, were
selected to formulate the plans into a
viable organization. With the coopera-

tion of the Patrol Division, 29 Sergeants
and Police Officers/Police Agents were
selected to join with 18 Criminal In-
vestigation Divisions Detectives and
Sergeants. Those selected were chosen
for their dedication, knowledge, ability

and motivation,

Due to the areas selected and the
knowledge that the targeted individuals
are notoriously unpredictable, unco-
operative and almost always violent in
their resistance to police, the potential
for danger was everpresent.

On October 28, 1979 the Task Force
known as Concentration on Drug En.
forcement or “Operation C.0.D.E.” was
implemented and continued until De-

cember 27, 1979,

During the 50 days that *“Operation
C.0.D.E.” was in existence, the 49 of-
ficers and supervisors effected 519 ar-
rests. Of the 519 arrestees, 347 had
prior arrests totaling 2,968 charges of
which 1,282 were for Index Crimes.

Officers from “Operation C.0.D.E.”
also recovered a myriad of controlled
dangerous substances including cocaine,
herain, hashish, barbiturates, LSD, op-
ium and a number of abused prescrip-
tion drugs.

In addition, 40 handguns and 3 shot-

guns were recovered.

The success of “Operation C.0.D.E.”
is reflected in a statistical analysis of the
areas involved which indicates & 12%
reduction in targeted crimes.

RATS!!

Police Officers are trained to respond
to and take appropriate actions in a
myriad of situations.

The Police Academy teaches young
officers the fundamentals of traffic ac-
cident investigations, domestic distur-
bances, crime scenes, report writing,
burglary and many more. Once on the
streets, officers quickly become “old
hands” at handling the hundreds of dif-
ferent situations they may be faced with.

Every now and then however, a prob-
lem arises which is both unique and
leaves the officer flatly stumped. Some-
times the most sophisticated equipment
and training takes a backseat to good
old American ingenuity.

On March 19, 1980, Officer Charles
W. Tolson, Eastern District, submitted
the following miscellanecus incident re-
port entitled, “Rodent in Vehicle.”

“While on routine patrol in the 800
blk. N. Central Avenue at about 2100
hrs. this date I heard scratching noises
coming from the floor (front passenger's
side} of my Squad Car - 8855,
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“Upon investigation I cobserved a

-~ small rodent run along the carpet to-

wards the underside of the dash board.
Repeated attempts to chase the animal
from the interior of the vehicle ended
in negative results. I then contacted 320
Unit and advised KGA of the situation.

“] then procured a mouse trap and
baited same with cheese. After about 1
hour the trap was still untouched. I then
advised CP #11 of the situation and
they responded. Their actions had nega-
tive results. Vehicle secured on station
lot. Rodent was seen several times and
same was found to be mouse (not a rat}.

“Request 8 x 4 shift, in the event
that the trap fails, to contact proper
agency and have mouse removed.”

The NEWSLETTER has learned that
sometime between last Thursday and
Friday the suspect creature made good
his (her?) escape.

Wanted for this incident is a small
creature approximately 4 inches in

length, close cropped “mousey” brown
fur, beady eyes, long whiskers and tail.

It was last seen loitering in the area of

he Eastern District stationhouse park-
ing lot. Any information regarding this
suspect will be kept confidential.

NEW TAGS

The Maryland Department of Trans-
portation, Motor Vehicle Administra-
tion, is reminding motorists who antici-
pate receiving their new license plates
through the mail that some mailboxes
are too small to accommodate the tags.
In these cases, new plates must be
picked up at neighborhood post offices.
Pick-up notices are being left in mail-
boxes too small to accommodate a set
of plates.

The Post Office, however, has noti-
fied the MVA that many people are not
picking up their plates, even after they
have received a second notice. Some
people have the mistaken impression
that they must pay some kind of exira
fee 1o pick up their tags at the Post
Office. There iz no extra charge for this

“Tervice.

Under Maryland Law, the new black
and white plates must be displayed on

all cars, station wagons and motorcycles
by midnight, March 31, 1980.

Gesundheit!

The Johns Hopkins Medical Institu-
tions is seeking volunteers, particulalry
Police Officers, to participate in an al-
lergy treatment study.

Treatment for allergies is generally
of the hair-of-the.dog variety. Allergic
people are given injections of the ir-
ritant which causes their allergy, so
that they can build up a tolerance to
the offending substance. Johns Hopkins
allergists think they have come up with
an improvement on this approach and
they’re looking for interested people
to participate in a study to prove it.

The new treatment for ragweed and
hayfever sufferers is a modified pollen
extract which has been inactivated the
same way diphtheria and tetanus are
for use as vaccines. This inactivation
decreases the irritant quality of the
shot, but the ability to evoke the pro-
tective response is the same.

The new treatment, which requires
fewer injections, has already been tried
in 200 people, with better results and
fewer side effects than regular allergy
shots.

Interested members between 18 and
55 with ragweed hayfever, never be-
fore treated by an allergist, should call
Good Samaritan Hospital, (301) 323-
2200, x 458. Participants must be able
to visit Good Samaritan six times this
summer. Volunteers will receive a free
allergy workup and treatment, plus pay-
ment for their time.

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Eastern District Officer
Wounded During Ambush

Police Officer Cherles H. Benjamin,
Eastern District, was wounded on Fri-

day, March 25, 1980 during an apparent
ambush.

At about 8:30 that evening, Officer
Benjamin was on Sinclair Lane, As he
approached Homestead Street he was
flagged down by a citizen., This simple
stop, which has occurred thousands of
times was the beginning of a night-
marish few minutes for the officer.

CHARLES H. BENJAMIN

Officer Benjamin brought his vehicle
to a stop in a nearby parking lot as
~the person came nearer. Suddenly the
man pointed a cloth bag which covered
his hand and demanded the officer’s
portable radio and service revolver. Re-
acting instinctively Officer Benjamin
grabbed his assailant’s arm and pulled

him partially into his radio car.

Gunfire erupted from the bag. Officer
Benjamin drew his service revolver
which the suspect tried to grab with
his free hand. In the struggle the wea-
pon discharged. The suspect wrested
free of the officer’s grasp, backed away
and fired several more times at the
officer,

The gunfire ended, Officer Benjamin
sat in his vehicle, shot in the right hand
and upper right thigh. The bizarre in-
cident wasn’t over.

As he sat wounded he saw an auto-
mobile moving in 8 Westhound direc-
tion on Sinclair Lane from the direction
of Belair Road. The interior and exter-
ior lighting of this vehicle had been
turned off as it cruised toward the
shooting scene. As the car drew abreast
of Officer Benjamin it stopped, the sus.
pect got in, and it again drove in a
Westhound direction,

Officer Benjamin drove his vehicle
across the street and called for help.
Responding officers quickly applied first
aid and rushed the siricken officer to
a nearby hospital. While in route to
the hospital Officer Benjamin gave a
description of his assailant which was
immediately broadecast to fellow officers
throughout the city. Although an inten-
sive search was conducted, the suspects
were not found.

Officer Benjamin underwent emer-
gency surgery. The following day he
was able to assist an artist to draw a
likeness of the man whoe shot him.

Officer Benjamin is presently at home
recovering from his wounds.

Extraordinary Luck
Spares Officer

Last week an Eastern District officer
was wounded during an ambush in
which he had little chance to react to his
assailants actions. On the same day a
Northern District Officer was confronted
by a somewhat similar situation. The dif-
ference between being injured or saved
can be brought about by the most re-
mote reasons. There are some instances
however, when it can be attributed to
nothing but extraordinary luck,

Officer Larry A. Schirmbeck received
a call to Guilford Avenue to take an
aggravated assault report. He was met
by a man who told him that his room-
mate had fired a highpowered handgun
several times at him following an argu-
ment. The shots had narrowly missed
him.

Officer Schirmbeck, along with Officer
Norman Salle, accompanied the victim
back to the residence. They entered the
home, with Officer Schirmbeck leading,
and walked into a dimly lit hallway.
As they slowly neared the end of the
corridor Officer Schirmbeck saw just
a few feet away, a man sitting on the
steps leading to the second floor. Time
seemed to stop in the next few moments.

In the seated man’s hand was a .357
magnum revolver pointed directly at
the officer! Officer Schirmbeck had no
chance to react. He later said, . .. I
could hear the hammer of the revolver
raise and fall . . .”* There came a dull
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‘elick’ . . . then silence. The revolver

failed to fire,

Officer Schirmbeck immediately drew
his revolver and told the suspect to put
the gun down. The suspect laid the gun
next to him and placed his hands in
his lap and was arrested without further
incident.

The weapon was found to be fully
loaded, It was later test fired successfully

at the Laboratory Division, Firearms
Unit,

The suspect was charged with assault
with the intent to murder Officer Schirm-
beck and other related offenses

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Index Crime Down 4.4 Percent

Baitimore Police Commissioner Don-
ald D. Pomerleau recently announced
that Index Crimes, reported to Police,
decreased 4.4% for the first 3 months
of 1980 as compared with 1979,

Violent Crimes — Murder, Rape,
Robbery and Aggravated Assault, de-
creased 15.5%, while Property Crimes

— Burglary, Larceny and Auto Theft
decreased 1.2%.

The reduction of 4.4% in the num-
ber of serious crimes reported to Po-
lice in the first quarter of 1980 re-
presents the first such drop since the

rst quarter of 1978B.

The first quarter of 1979 witnessed
an increase of 2,947 crimes (21.4%).
This year's first quarter decrease was
727 crimes (4.4%).

Crime Statistics

The crime reduction is a positive
reflection on the productivity of the
men and women of the Baltimore
Police Department. It also reflects
increased citizen awareness and their
active participation in crime reduction
efforts.

During the first three months of
1880, 1,408 persons who wers on
Parole, Probation, Probation and Pa-
role or had escaped from Correctional
Facilities were re-arrested and charg-
ed with additional crimes, represent-
ing 14.5% of all adults arrested. Of
these arrestees, 430 were charged with
Index Crimes, representing 8.8% of alt
Adult Index Crime Arrests, a decrease
of 5.2% when compared with 1879.

and her purse taken. The second suspect
was attempting to force the driver
over to the passenger’s side of the ve-
hicle. As Officer Dowdy ran to the vie-
tim's assistance, one of the suspects fled.
The officer went to the passenger side
of the vehicle and, without fear for his
safely, pulled the driver clear and
placed himself between the assailant and
victim. The suspect pointed a revolver
at the officer and pulled the trigger.
The gun misfired. Officer Dowdy grab-
bed the gun but not before the suspect
pulled the trigger again, The weapon
misfired a second time. A struggle en-
sued in which Officer Dowdy successfully
disarmed and arrested the suspect. The
weapon, which was later found to be
stolen, contained two live rounds and
a spent cartridge. One of the live rounds,
as well as the empty cartridge, had
firing pin hits on the primers.

Arriving at the scene of a bank hold-
up, Officer August A. Beyer, IIl, North-
ern District, quickly obtained a des-

cription of an armed suspect which he
relayed to fellow officers. Upon hearing

e radio transmission, Officer Albert
Heinbaugh, also of the Northern Dis-
trict, stated that he was in foot pursuit
of a suspect. As Officer Heinbaugh over-
took the suspect, he turned and con-
fronted the officer with a sawed off shot-
gun. Officer Beyer, who had responded
from the bank, came to Officer Hein-
baugh’s aid approaching the suspect
from the opposite direction. The officers
began yelling at the suspect confusing
him. Officer Heinbaugh closed in and
grasped the weapon. The officers were
able to disarm the suspect and effect his
arrest without further incident.

BRONZE STAR

Police Agent Keith F. Tiedemann,
Southwestern District, responded to a
call for a man armed with a knife who
was walking the street, Obtaining a des-
cription the Agent began canvasing
the area and soon located a person fitting
the description. Agent Tiedemann ap-
proached the suspect from the rear and
ordered him to stop. The suspect sud-
denly turned and lunged at the Agent
with a steak knife. Agent Tiedemann
raised his arms to fend off the blow
and was stabbed in the left forearm. A
struggle ensued during which Agent

Tiedemann wrested the knife from the
suspect. His assailant, however, managed -
to recover the weapon and attempted
to stab the Agent in the chest. Agent
Tiedemann successfully blocked the
thrusts and finally was able to im-
mobilize the knife wielding arm. At this
point a citizen appeared on the scene
and assisted the Agent with disarming
the suspect.

Responding to a call of a man with a
gun, Officer Bonnie J. Brereton, South-
western District, observed the suspect
run vpon her arrival. Pursuing the sus-
pect on foot she was joined by Officer
James A. Stubel and her Sergeant. Of-
ficer Stubel, who was in his patrol car,
soon overtook the person and saw a
handgun in his waistband. Swerving the
vehicle onto the sidewalk the Officer
cornered the suspect between a wall and
a parked truck. As the Sergeant con-
tinued to the scene on foot, he was
confronted by the suspect who raised
his weapon and pointed it at him. The
Sergeant rolled to the ground to evade
the expected gunfire and drew his own
weapon. Before the suspect was able to
fire however, Officer Brereton arrived
gun in hand and diverted the suspect’s
attention by commanding him to
“freeze”, Startled and outnumbered the
man dropped his weapon and surren.

dered.

While returning home from work,
Officer William H. Thrush Sr., Southern
District, saw a building on fire. Stopping
to be of assistance he noticed a young
boy on the upper floor and was told
that a mother and her two children were
still inside. Without hesitation, Officer
Thrush entered the smoke filled building
and headed for the upper floors. Unable
to see through the dense smoke he
shouted out telling the occupants to
come towards the sound of his voice.
The two young children and mother
responded to his cries and were led to

safety.

Responding to a call of an armed
robbery, Officer John J. McEntee jr.,
Central District, was directed to an
armed suspect who fled into a crowd.
An eight block foot chase followed
through downtown streets. The suspect,
in an attempt to lose his pursuer, en-
tered a department store where he dis-
carded his revolver and outer garmet.
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Officer McEntee however, still recognized
the suspect and arrested him as he was
attempting to leave the store in a
crowd.

Officers Richard K. Morris and An-
thony G. Cannavale Jr., Western Dis-
trict, cleared the armed holdup of a
beauty shop through leads developed
by field interviews and area canvassing.
As a result they were able to identify
and arrest the perpetrators. More im-
portantly however, during the investi-
gation they learned that a particular
group of young men were responsible
for a mini crime wave in the District,
Utilizing every investigative tool at
their disposal, the officers, after many
long weeks, arresied ten of the group
members and cleared fourteen addition-
al armed and unarmed robberies.

Assistant State’s Attorney Howard
Gersh, Chief of the Violent Crimes Unit,
Ballimore City State’s Attorney’s Of-
fice along with Detective Sergeant Ray-
mond Laird and Delective Corporal
James Schroyer, Maryland State Police,
were recognized for their assistance in
the homicide investigation of two wo-
men who were brutally beaten and
stabbed to death.

Mr. Gersh provided legal advice to
Baltimore Police Homicide Investigators
concerning the legal guidelines neces-
sary for the securing and service of a
search warrant to utilize electronic sur-
veillance devices. He then obtained this
equipment from another law enforce-
ment agency and spent numerous hours
actually on the surveillance to insure
its integrity and legal use of the equip-
ment.

Detective Sergeant Laird and Cor-
poral Schroyer participated in the ex-
tended surveillance and recorded ne-
cessary evidence in the case,

As a result of this cooperative effort
vital information was generated which
« resulted in the arrest of three suspects.

Your troops should also be com-
mended for taking the time and patience
necessary to answer the students’ ques-
tions which are sometimes hard to un-
derstand, and for showing them a good
time.

Through your efforts in giving our
students some practical “on-hand” ex-
perience, they will have a better under-
standing of the responsibilities placed
upon police officers today and should

have a strong foundation with which
to develop a well-constructed traffic
control program in their country.

Mayor Schaefer Initiates
Arson Task Force

Baltimore Mayor William Donald
Schaefer recently announced that he is
initiating a comprehensive program to
reduce the crime of arson in Baltimore
City. The number of deliberately set
fires has dramatically increased within
the past several years. This problem is
a growing concern to law enforcement
agencies and fire departments through-
out the nation. From 1975 - 1979, the
:rime of arson has caused more than
14 million dollars in property damage
and, more tragically, has resulted in
numerous injuries and fatalities nation-
wide.

Planning for the arson control eflort
began in January, 1980, with the Mayor's
appointment of an Arson Task Force.
Representatives from many city, state
and federal agencies, insurance and
property owners associations, comprise
the Task Force and have met weekly
to develop a coordinated arson control
effort.

The Mayor’s Arson Task Force devel-
oped recommedations for activities
which should be initiated to enhance
arson prevention and control. These
include a comprehensive public aware-
ness campaign, upgrading of arson in-
vestigation and prosecution capabilities,
integration of arson prevention into the
public schools fire prevention program,
and closer cooperation between public
and private sector agencies in arson
prevention and investigation.

To assist in implementing the recom-
mendations the city applied for grant
funding from the Law Enforcement As-
sistance Administration, through the
Maryland Governor’s Commission on

Law Enforcement and the Administra-
tion of Justice. The funding, approved in
April, 1980, will be used to establish
an Arson Strike Force, comprised of the
Police and Fire Departments and the
States Attorney’s Office. In addition, the
Strike Force will participate in efforts
to increase citizen and private agency
involvement in arson prevention and
control.

Last week, a broad public education
program was begun to heighten citizen
awareness of arson. 30,000 “Alert to
Arson” brochures are currently being
distributed to apprise citizens of the
dangers of arson and to publicize the
Tip Award Program as well as the Arson
Hot Line. This will be followed by bill-
board displays, tailboards on MTA buses
and public service announcements on
radio and television.

The Tip Award Program is sponsored
by the Arson Control Association of
Maryland and offers rewards for in-
formation leading to the arrest or
indiciment of a person who has delib-
erately set a fire. This Program is rather
unusual in that it bases a reward on an
indictment, not a conviction.

The Arson Hot Line, 1-800-492.7529,
is a state-wide, toll free' number, which
is operational 24 hours a day and main-
tains confidentiality on all information
received.

Beginning in June, an Arson Preven-
tion Program will be conducted by the
Fire Department in conjunction with
the Department of Recreation. The Pro-
gram is targeted at youths residing in

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New Salary Schedules
Announced

Recently Police Commissioner
Donald D. Pomerleau announced
new salary schedules for sworn per-
sonnel which will be in effect July 1,
1980 through July 1, 1982. The of-
ficial pay tables for Fiscal 19871 have
not yet been published by the City
Department of Finance. The NEWS-
LETTER is publishing the new scales
based upon the best current in-
- formation. The Department believes
the rates quoted to be essentially
correct, but cannot guarantee their
authenticity at this time. Pay tables
for civilian personnel will be pub-
lished in a Police Commissicner’s

Memorandum when the data is avail-
able,

The new salary schedules are
based primarily on an increase of
5% on July 1, 1980; an additional
2% on January 1, 1981; an additional
4% on July 1, 1981; and an addi-
tional 1% on January 1, 1982.

The Classification of Police Officer
Trainee will be eliminated effective
July 1, 1980. All persons currently in
that Classification will be converted
to Police Officer, Step 1. The pre-
viously established promotion date of
former Police Trainees to Police Of-
ficer will be eliminated. The original
entry date (E.0.D.) as a Police Of-
ficer Trainee will be established as
the entry date for Police Officer.

At the same time groups
will be taken on day-long outings at
Camp Walter Perkins in Harford County
where they enjoy recreational activities
on a regular basis throughout the sum-

mer.

Thousands of boys have attended these
camps during the past 26 years. The his.
tory of the camps reflects the Police
Department’s commitment to the youth
of Baltimore.

The story of Camps Ritchie and Per-
kins begins in 1944 with the inception
of the first Police Boys Clubs and Boy
Scout Troope.

According to an article published in

Police Review Magazine in the early
1950°s, & study of life careers of thou-
sands of criminals revealed that about
80% of them exhibited criminal be-
havior during childhood.

The study also revealed a need for a
recreational program for youths who
wouldn’t normally seek supervised re-
creation.

In 1944, according to the 1946 dedi-
cation ceremony program of the South-
ern Police Boys Club, then Maryland
Governor Herbert T. O’Connor, Judge
Charles E. Moylan and Baltimore Police
Commissioner Hamilton R. Atkinson ., ..
conceived the idea of establishing at-
tractive facilities, where boys, ranging
from 8-18 years, could fraternize with
police officers who would, while promot-
ing respect and friendship rather than
fear and resentment, teach and encourage
hobbies and motives for doing good
deeds. The goal was to provide places
where boys would be encouraged to in-
dulge in healthy sports and leisure
activities.

Tent No. 19, was an organ-
ization comprised of motion picture
exhibitors and associate interests with
headquarters in the old Stanley Theatre
Building.

The “new” Camp Ritchie Swimming crec ond

In April, 1944, according to the South-
ern Police Boys Club dedication pro-
gram, nine Police Boy Scout Troops
were organized,

On June 22, 1944, the first link in the
chain of clubs was forged with the open-
ing of the Southwestern Police Boys
Club and a membership of five hundred
boys.

The following years saw the open-
ing of additional clubs. The openings
were important encugh to the com-
munity that during 1946 and 1947 Radio
Station W.C.B.M. aired the dedication
of the Eastern and Southern District
Boys Clubs live.

The Boys Clubs featured libraries,
game rooms and craft shops. Athletics
have always been stressed. New teams
are formed within the Clubs whenever
possible. Through the years many of
the teams bave won championships.

The Department was not satisfied with
just clubhouses. A site at Camp Ritchie,

Maryland was made available to the
Police Department as 2 summer haven
for the Boys Clubs and Boy Scout
Troops. In August, 1946, 494 youths
ranging in ages from 8 to 18 years of
age were the first to spend two weeks
at the camp,

The camp is staffed by Police Officers
who each year trade their service re-
volvers and handcuffs for baseball bats
and KP duty. They serve as counselors,
confidants, instructors, cooks, lifeguards,
medical technicians, janitors and just
plain friends. The emphasis however, is
on the young people. While at camp,
these young men fish, play softhall and
basketball and are instructed in ar-
chery and handicrafts.

A large part of camp life deals with
swimming. Not only does it teach a vital
skill but it also builds self confidence.
Prior to 1947 it was necessary for the
boys clubs to share a nearby motel
swimming area with motel guests and
other local encampment organizations.
This obviously curtailed swimming ac-
tivities due to limited alloted time. After
consulting with the then Post Command.
er, Colonel Leland Reckord, a suitable
site near the Police Boys Club camp was
selected and permission given to develop
it into a swimming area. A pier, rec.
tangular in shape, extending 150° was
constructed by Police Officers at the old
Northwestern District. It was then moved
by trailor-truck to Camp Ritchie. The
structure framed two swimming areas,
one near the shore with a water depth
of about three feet and the other four to
nine feet for advanced swimmers. The
pier and swimming area was judged, at
the time, to be the finest of its kind
along the east coast. A modern structure
is now in use.

In 1954, the Variety Club of Baltimore
began to expand its range of community
philanthropy interests into the area of
handicapped citizens. Many members of
the club however, remained firm in their
commitment to the Police Boys Clubs,
Scout Troops and Camp Ritchie, As a
result they teamed their efforts with
other area businessmen and formed
Buddies, Incorporated. For the past
twenty-six years, Buddies, Inc. has main-
tained its posture of being the primary
funding source for the Department’s
youth programs.

To help reach even more boys, Bud-

dies, Inc. bought Camp Walter Perkins
in 1974. The camp was named in honor
of one of Buddies, Inc. original found:
ers. This enabled boys 8 to 15 years old
to leave the city for a refreshing day
in the country. Youngsters spend their
day playing ball and swimming, free
of charge, Each of the Clubs sends a
group to the Camp once a week. They
receive a light breafast upon their ar-
rival and spend the morning engaged in
activities such as softball or volleyball.
Swimming follows lunch and the taste
of ice cream sweetens the long ride home,
On rainy days they see movies or play
inside games.

Buddies, Inc. has raised hundreds of
thousands of dollars for the Boys Clubs,
Much of this money has been raised by
a cooperative program between Buddies,
Inc., The Baltimore Police Department
and The Baltimore Colts Football Club,
Inc. Sinee 1954 a special exhibition
game has been played between the Colts
rookies and second year men and their
counterparts from other National Foot-
ball League clubs. Originally known
as Colt Nite the game activities have
been expanded into Colt Family Day
where an entire afternoon of picnics,
player meetings and the game finale pro-

vide an active inexpensive day for fam-
ilies and fans. Colt Family Day, cur-
rently held in Annapolis, provides most
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of the funds needed to meet the $78,000

~—~. annual budget of the Department’s youth

programs. Not only does Buddies, Inc.
provide money but they have also do-
nated food and athletic equipment to
the youngsters.

In Qctober of 1978 a historic change
was made in the Boys Clubs. Under the
direction of Colonel James P. Strom-
berg, Chief, Community Services Divi-
sion and Major Patricia A. Mullen,
Youth Section Director, the Boys Clubs
became known as Youth Clubs and their
programs expanded to include girls.

The modifications needed in the form-
er Boys Clubs programs to meet the
needs of Baltimore’s junior ladies have
been completed. Recently Miss Dorna
Farley, daughter of Sergeant Donald
Farley, Youth Section, was the first of
four young ladies to join the South-
western Youth Club (Newsletter Vol
14, No. 11, P. 3). Plans are underway
for these and other girls to be full partici-
pants in the summer camp programs.

The Baltimore Police Department
Youth Clubs and Camps have success-
fully reached out and touched the lives
of thousands of Baltimore’s children.
Many of our business leaders were at
one time Boys Clubbers. Many of our
present Youth Clubbers will someday
be the leaders of Baltimore.

Is this commitment to our youth
worth the effort? Ask Sergeant Don
Farley who belonged to the Boys Club
as a child. He now supervises the Youth
Ciub and Youth Camp activities. Ask
more than 500 present and past Police
Officers whose lives were influenced in
their childhood by the Youth Clubs. Ask
Colonel Ronald J. Mullen, Chief of Pa-
trol or Lieutenant Colonel Edward V.
Woods, Deputy Chief, Area II or Major
William R. Rawlings, Director, Internal
Investigation Division or Lieutenant
Herbert C. Hoover, Education and Train-
ing Division. Ask Baseball Hall of
Fame's Al Kaline of the Chicago White
Sox about the Youth Clubs. They were
all Boys Club members.

Ask the officers who donate their time

~~~and effort to the youth of Baltimore.

Their rewards are the smiles, the thank-
you, the hugs and sometimes the tears
from the kids as the busses pull away
from the Youth Camps to return them
to the inner city.

formance of highly creditable and un-
usual police accomplishment, resulting
in the prevention or solution of a crime,

and the arrest of those responsible.

While assigned to patrol duty in the
Southern District, Police Officer Michael
P. Dunn, Youth Division, stopped a van
for defective tail-lights. As he ques-
tioned the driver he heard a scream from
inside the vehicle. The driver suddenly
displayed a .32 caliber handgun and
fired three rounds at Officer Dunn at
point blank range. The first bullet
struck the officer in the center of the
chest, the second in the upper left arm
and the last round in the lower left leg.
Officer Dunn’s soft body armor absorbed
the impact of the first potentially fatal
bullet that struck him in the chest. The
second and third shots were fired at him
while he was lying on the ground.

Although bleeding from his arm and
leg wounds and knocked momentarily
unconscious, by the chest impact, he
was still able to broadcast a description
of his assailant and the vehicle.

The broadcast led to the sighting
of the vehicle and the arrest of the
suspect. The subsequent investigation

disclosed that the assailent had Lkid-

napped and raped two women and was
still holding them prisoner when Officer
Dunn had initially approached the van.

BRONZE STAR

The Bronze Star is awarded when the
circumstances of bravery, dedication to
duty and general achievement exceed
those standards established as routine
police work.

Sergeant Walter Johnson, Western
District, responded as a back-up unit
to the scene of an arrest in which an
officer was being assaulted by a number
of citizens, As they struggled with the
crowd, the arresting officer’s service re-
volver was forcibly removed from its
holster by one of the participants and
pointed at the officer. The officer shout-
ed a warning and Sergeant Johnson was
able to fire a shot, striking the assailant,
before he could harm the officers.

Upon arrival at the scene of a reported
“family disturbance”, Officers Anthony
Bickauskas and Steven Herstich, South-
eastern District, found two men engaged
in a gun battle on a parking lot. They
ordered the men to cease firing. The
suspects complied with the order and
as one was arrested the other collapsed
with a gunshot wound to the chest, Al-
though first aid was administered the
wounded man was pronounced dead on
arrival at a nearby hospital.

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Department Hosts Project DARE

A new and unique program aimed at
curbing drug and alcchol abuse among
Baltimore’s young people was introduc-
ed at the Baltimore Police Department
last week.

Drug Abuse Reduction Through Edu-
caton or “Project Dare” brought to-
gether more than 30 school officials to
provide them with innovative methods
to deliver drug information to other
educators and students.

Project DARE is a cooperative ven-
ture of the Baltimore Police Depart-
ment, the Maryland Drug Abuse Ad-
ministration, the Department of Health
and Mental Hygiene, the Baltimore City
Public School’s Office of Health Edu-
cation and the Baltimore City Health
Department. Each of these agencies has
joined forces to give up-to-date informa-
tion about drugs and drug education

techniques to teachers and other staff
in order to up-date existing drug edu-
cation programs. The program estab-
lishes a positive relationship between
city schools and city police, while stress-
ing drug law compliance,

The spark which ignited Project
DARE began with Police Commissioner
Donald D. Pomerlean. In 1979 the Po-
lice Commissioner joined other col-
legues on the President’s National Stra-
tegy Council on Drug Abuse and Drug
Traffic Prevention on a fact finding mis-
sion to Europe to study illicit interna-
tional drug trafficking. While overseas
he noted the concern of officials with
accelerating drug abuse among young
people.

Upon his return to the United States
and Baltimore, the Commissioner dis-

cussed aspects of his mission with
Colonel William Rochford, Chief, Crim-
inal Investigation Division. From this
discussion the Commissioner initiated
steps with Colone! Rochford and Ma-
jor Charles Vanderbosch, Director, Edu.
cation and Training Division to develop
a progressive drug abuse education pro-
gram in conjunction with other state
and city agencies that would be com-
patible with the needs of educators.

A curriculum proposal was developed
by the Education and Training Divi-
sion and the Narcotics Unit, of the Crim-
inal Investigation Division. The pro-
gram was predicated on the notion that
the solution to the problem of drug
abuse lies in education and prevention.
Through an educational program pre-
sented to students, the schools can pro-
vide the information necessary to con-
sider allernatives to drug usage, and
play a role in shaping community at-
titudes and ultimately, curbing drug
abuse. The proposal and curriculum was
forwarded to Dr. John L. Crew, Sr.,
Superintendent of Public Educatien for
Baltimere City. Dr. Crew expressed in.
terest in the proposal and the Police
Depariment’s willingness to present it
to educators.

Shortly thereafter ranking officials
from the Police Department, Bakimore
City Public Schools, Maryland Drug
Abuse Administration and the Balti-
more City Health Department attended
a meeting and established a task force
to implement the program.

In January 1980, this group met and
framed Project DARE into a workable,
curriculum. Through many meetings the
Task Force called upon numerous in-
dividuals and organizations for their
expertise and support of this unique
program,

Their efforts were brought to fruition
when the first group of schoo! admin.
istrators and counselors were greeted
last week by Deputy Commissioner Frank
J. Battaglia along with Assistant School
Superintendent Dr. Robert C, Lloyd and
Dr. Richard L. Hamilton of the Mary-
land Drug Abuse Administration, at
the first Project DARE workshop.

For three days the educators were

exposed to a myriad of topics dealing
with drugs, identification of drug
abusers, drug education techniques,
available drug abuse referral agencies
and current drug law.

Project DARE does not rely on “scare
tactics” when dealing with drug and
alcohol abuse. The participants are
learning to lead their students into
recognizing why a person may become
a drug or alcohol abuser and to redirect
them into a constructive activity. The
teachers learned to make drug education
fun without threatening the students, In
addition, laws concerning teacher/pupil
confidentiality are discussed in the event
that the student confides a drug abuse
history.

Through new information, new train-
ing meodels, up-to-date information on
counseling services and an enhanced re-
lationship between education and law
enforcement this pilot program is ex-
pected to accomplish much. At the end
of the three day workshop the partici-
pants better understand the scope of
drug problems in the community, identi-
fy the most commonly abused drugs by
appearance and chemical composition,
identify abusers by physcological and
behavioral traits and treatment facili-
ties to where the abuser can be referred.

Two additional workshops will be con-
ducted for teachers this Fall. These par-
ticipants will return to their schools
and “teach the teachers.”

In the near future nearly every child
in the Baltimore City Public School
system will be exposed to the informa-
tion put forth in Project DARE., The stu-
dents are met with a challenge that is
made clear: if your not an abuser - don't
start, if you are - stop, if you are but
can’t stop - we can help.

He also successfully completed the
University of Maryland’s Law Enforce-
ment Institute in 1966. The Police
Science and Administration Course of

Handguns

According to an article in the June
23, 1980 edition of the Crime Control
Digest, a comprehensive and independent
news summary for the Law Enforce-
ment Profession, handguns were used
to kill 73% of all police killed in the
US. in 1979. Of 105 Law Enforcement
Officials killed in the line of duty, 77
were shot by handgun. Other deaths
included 17 by rifle, 6 by shotgun, 4 by
knives and 1 by bomb. There were 13%
more officers killed by handguns in
1979 than in 1978,

“The officers,” Crime Control Digest
said, “were killed in a variety of situa-
tions: robberies, responding to distur-
bance calls, enforcing traffic laws, in
ambush situations and in attempted
arrests for other than robbery, burglary
or drug-related crimes.”

Last year, 8 Baltimore Police Of-
ficers sustained gunshot wounds in the
line of duty, Two officers died.

While on normal patroel, Officer Robert
Disney, Western District, came upon a
house engulfed in flames, Summoning
assistance, Officers Gordon Gingles, An.
drew Walter and Craig Grossman res-
ponded and began an emergency evacu-
ation of the residents. As a result the
residents were taken to safety. The home
was completely gutted as a result of

the fire.

Given information that a suspect was
using credit cards, stolen in a robbery/
homicide, Detective Thomas Sullivan,
Criminal Investigation Division and Of-
ficer Richard Walsh, Tactical Section,
staked out & concession stand at an
Inner Harbor festival. When the suspect
returned to make a purchase, he and
a companion were taken into custody.
After interviewing the arrested suspect,
the officers located a number of stolen
credit cards and the identity of an in-
dividual inveolved in the homicide who
had given them the cards to obtain goods

d money.

The continuing investigation led to
the arrest of the homicide suspect, a long
sought after felon, the location of a
wilness to the robbery and murder, the
recovery of additional credit cards and
about two thousand dollars in purchased

property.

Police Agent Michael Cassizzi, Officers
Leonard Petrovich, Howard Stansbury
and Sergeant Charles Adams, Eastern
District, were commended for the ex-
ceptional courage and skill they de.
monstrated while serving an emergency
court commitment on a person experi-
encing severe mental disorders.

When the serving officers were re-
fused admission into the men’s room,
following a lengthy attempt to convince
him to cooperate, a decision was made
to enter forcibly. A nearby relative as-
sured the officers that the man had no
weapons. As the door was opened the
man began to fire a handgun he had

__secreted in the room. One shot struck
TMfcer Cassizzi in the lower back.

The officers escaped to the street
where they established a Command
Post and implemented barricade pre-
cedures. Attempts to talk out the man

were fruitless. Each time an officer ex-
posed himself, shots came from the
building. After a number of hours a de-
cision was made to place gas into the
house. A short time later, after 2 final
shot, quick response teams entered the
home. The man was found dead of a
self inflicted gunshot.

Arriving at the scene of a call for &
man committing suicide by hanging,
Agent Roy M. Stevens and Officer Mark
Keller, Tactical Section, found a man
whose head was lodged between two
metal pickets of an iron fence. The man
was hanging, unconscious, with no ap-
parent life signs. The victim was re-
moved and cardio-pulmonary resusei-
tation applied. After sustained efforts
an irregular heart beat retyrned. The
victim was transported 1o a nearby hos-
pital where he later fully recovered.

Investigation revealed that the victim
had not been attempting suicide, but
rather he had slipped while dodging
a rock thrown by a2 juvenile and fell
into the fence.

While on foot patrol Officer Michael
E. Minitor, Southeastern District, heard
sounds of s strupgle and breaking glass
nearby. Approaching the scene he saw
a woman run from a house who appeared
to be severely wounded in the back.

She was being pursued by a man holding
a long knife in his raised hand.

Officer Minitor, service revolver
drawn, placed himself between the as.
sailant and victim ordering him to drop
the knife and surrender. The suspect
hesitated and advanced toward the of-
ficer who again wamed him to drop
the knife or he would fire. The suspect
dropped the knife and surrendered to
the officer. A check of the home from
where the victim fled found the wo-
man’s husband mortally injured from
knife wounds. The incident was ap-
parently predicated on a domestic dis-
turbance.

Ofhcer Charles Eckert, Northeastern
District, responded to the scene of a
shooting where he found a man who
was fatally shot by his wife. As Officer
Eckert atternpted to administer first aid
to the dying man, his wife ran into the
kitchen and obtained a butcher kmife,
A violent struggle ensued and the wo-

man was finally brought under control
and taken into custody.

Officer William Chaffinch, Southeast-
ern District, arrived at a home where
he found a mentally disturbed man who
was threatening his wife with a knife.
Officer Chaffinch removed the woman
to safety and for better than an hour
faced the armed man engaging him in
continuous dialogue. Finally the officer
persuaded the man 1o surrender his
weapon at which time he was taken into
custody.

which they discharged their police duty.

SPECIAL COMMENDATION

The Special Commendation is award-
ed for a display of exceptional courage,
intelligence, alertness or skill in the
performance of a highly creditable and
unusual police accomplishment, result-
ing in the prevention or solution of a
crime and the arrest of those responsible,

As Officer John Heiderman, Trafhc
Division, was standing alongside of a
police vehicle, a cab suddenly stopped
along side. Two shots rang out, one
piercing the left front window of the
police car. Officer Heiderman rushed to
the cab, opened the front doer and saw
the driver and a passenger struggling
for a gun, while a second passenger in
the back seat grasped the driver by the
throat. When the officer leaned inside,
another shot was fired which missed and
the officer returned fire. At that, the
assailants abandoned the cab and fled
on foot. Following a short chase, one
of the assailants spun towards the of-
ficer. Officer Heiderman fired his ser-
vice revolver striking the suspect. The
proceeds of the armed robbery and two
handguns were recovered. Another of-
ficer on the scene arrested the second
suspect.

Responding to a call of a man armed
with a gun, Officer John McEntee, Jr.,
Central District, found a small group of
spectators outside of an office. Inside the
office the officer heard a man’s voice
say that he was going to shoot someone,
After clearing the hallway, Officer Mc-
Entee saw a woman backing out of the
office and heard the man warn her that
he was going to shoot. Looking past
the woman, Officer McEntee saw a man
aboul to fire a gun. There were several
people seated behind the man which
precluded the officer’s use of deadly
force. Officer McEntee pushed the woman
out of the suspect’s line of fire and
grabbed the suspect’s gun. A violent
struggle ensued during which the as-
sailant attempted to fire his weapon,
Officer McEntee however, was able to
restrain and arrest the highly irrational
assailant.

While on foot patrol, Officer John Ru-

pertus, Central District, was told of a
disturbance in a nearby restaurant. As
the officer entered he saw a man pound-
ing a table with his fists and shouting
obscenities. When the officer requested
that he calm down the man leaped up
and struck Officer Rupertus in the face.
The officer was knocked to the fioor and
repeatedly struck in the face and head
by the assailant using ‘a ketchup bottle
as a weapon. During the struggle the
officer was able to call for assistance
via his radic. Officer Pasquale Possi-
dente, Central District, soon arrived and
attempted to pull the suspect off the
fallen officer. In the struggle the man
ripped Officer Possidente’s service re-
volver from its holster and aimed at
him. Officer Possidente grabbed at the
man’s hand and prevented him from
firing the gun, The suspect was able
to pull free however, and then took aim
at Officer Rupertus who was kneeling
several feet away in a semi-conscious
condition. Officer Rupertus was able to
withdraw his weapon and fire two shots,
striking the suspect before he could
shoot. The suspect’s wounds were fatal,

BRONZE STAR

The Bronze Star is awarded when the
circumstances of bravery, dedication to
duty and general achievement exceed
those standards established as routine
police work.

While covering the rear exit of a
building in which a breaking and enter-
ing was in progress, Officer James
Lampson, Southwestern District, was
confronted by & man running out of
the door. The suspect pointed a handgun
in Officer Lampson’s face and threaten.
ed to kill him. Officer Lampson res-
ponded by knocking the weapon from
the assailant's hand with his espantoon
and placing him under arrest following
a brief struggle.

While operating his cruising patrol,
Officer Joseph Schaech, Eastern Dis-
trict, heard a city wide description of
a get-away car used in a bank robbery
that had occurred moments before.
Three hours later, while transporting
some prisoners, he observed a vehicle
fitting the description of the wanted auto.
Stopping the vehicle he informed the
Communications Division of his loca-
tion and ordered the three occupants
out of the car. As the driver opened his
door, money fell out of the car. Upon

closer examination, Officer Schaech saw
more money on the front foor of the-
auto, In company with another officer,
he arrested the suspects. During the
search of one of the prisoners a piece
of paper was found secreted under the
person’s belt. This paper later proved
to be the note that was passed to a bank
teller announcing the hold-up and de-
manding money. As a result of Of-
ficer Schaech’s alertness, the three sus-
pects were charged, the proceeds of the
robbery recovered and seven additional
bank robberies were cleared.

E. Greaves, Jr. was undertaking routine
patrol shortly after midnight on July 17.
He received a call, from the comimunica-
tions dispatcher, that a man with a gun
was standing in the 1300 block of
Bloomingdale Road.

He arrived at the given address, which
houses a tavern, and immediately saw,
among a group of male suspecis, a man
carrying a rolled up blue towel. As
Officer Greaves approached the suspect
the towel was dropped to the pavement
and the handgun rolled out.

Officer Greaves immediately began
the process of placing the young man
under arrest, after recovering the weap-
on. As this was going on the Officer
heard several gunshots heing fired he-
hind him and he immediately felt the
sting of two projectiles as they tore into

his right shoulder and left forearm. He
turned and returned fire.

The 23 year old suspect fell to the
ground, then got up and began running
as additional Officers arrived at the
scene. Officer Greaves was taken, by
patrol vehicle, to St. Agnes Hospital.
Other Officers pursued the suspect
through a series of rear yards in the
1200 block of Poplar Grove Street.

The suspect, who scaled fences in his
attempt to flee police, took off his shirt
and threw it under a bush in the rear
of 1227 Poplar Grove Street. Officers
finally encountered him in the rear of
1215 Poplar Grove Street.

As the Officers approached they or-
dercd the suspect to stay still and not
to move. Disregarding this order the
suspect made a move toward the Officers
and they fired several shots at him. He
was then placed under arrest and was
transported to St. Agnes Hospital where
he ‘was treated for minor gunshot
wounds and was released.

He was taken to the Southwestern

District where he was charged with
Assault with Intent to Murder Officer
Greaves. He will face that charge in
District Court on August 12, 1980.

Officer Greaves continues to recover
from the gunshot wounds he sustained
during the incident.

Commendations

BRONZE STAR

Assigned to investigate a fatal traffic
accident, Officer Earl Boram, Traffic
Division, devoted an entire month to
the case. As a result of Officer Boram's
exhaustive investigation, the driver res.
ponsible for the death of a motoreyclist
was indicted for murder and assault
with intent to murder. This investigation
was outside of the realm of routine
police work in that the operator of the
auto and the surviving motorcycle pas-
senger were uncooperative witnesses, It
was only through persistence and skill
that Officer Boram was able to locate
witnesses and clear the case.

Responding te the scene of a robbery

committed by two armed men, Sergeants
Jeffrey C. Wright and Jay Landsman,
Central District, obtained and broad-
cast the description of the suspects. The
Sergeants undertook a detailed search
of an alley adjacent to the erime scene.
While searching a vacant garage they
saw one of the suspects hiding in the
rafters. They called for additional units
and ordered the suspect to come down.
As he was being direcled to a nearby
wall the suspect lunged for a paper bag
on the floor which was found to contain
a sawed off shot gun. He was success-
fully restrained and handeuffed. During
the arrest, the other suspect, who was
hiding in debris in the far corner of
the parage, jumped up and ran towards
the door but he too was seized and
taken into custody. Subsequent investi-
gation revealed that one of the suspects
was also wanted for two additional
armed robberies and a rape,

Responding to a burglary in pro-
gress call, Officer Paul Levinson and
Frederick H. Taber, Northern District,
arrested two suspects in the act of
breaking into a building. These arrests
opened the door to 2 large number of
unsolved burglaries. The officers con-
tinued investigation of the arrestees
cleared sixty-one residential and com-
mercial burglaries, one auto theft and
one armed assault and robbery.

Following a brutal murder of a tavern
customer during a holdup, Officer War-
ren R. Gadomski, Southeastern District,
volunteered to work on his own time to
assist in the investigation and apprehen-
sion of the three suspects. After a week
of long hours and no results, Officer
Gadomski was contacted by an infor-
mant who told him that he knew the
identity of the suspects. Two days later
the same informant contacted the officer
stating that one of the suspects had been
boasting about his part in the crime.
The information allowed Officer Gadom-
ski and a homicide unit detective to
obtain warrants for the suspects. Two
of the assailants were found at their
homes along with incriminating evi-
dence. The third suspect was arrested
the next day.

While on normal patrol at the Civie
Center, Officer Christopher G. Tolley,
Central District, came across a frantic
woman who told him that her four year
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old daughter had stopped breathing
after choking on some cotton candy.

flicer Tolley immediately held the child
upside down with one hand and slapped
her on the back with the other. The
child coughed and resumed breathing.
As the child was laid on her back she
went into a seizure and stopped breath.
ing again. Officer Tolley applied cardio-
pulminary resuscitation and again re-
stored the child's respiration. He con-
tinued CPR while in an ambulance until
the child was taken to an area hospital.

Responding to a call of an armed rob-
bery, abduction and assault, Officers
Christine Landers and Paul Levinson,
Northern District, observed the vehicle
used in the crime. After a short pursuit
the vehicle was stopped and the opera-
tor arrested. Recovered from the ve-
hicle were personal papers and other
identification belonging to the victim
who reported the crime. Later investi-
gation disclosed that the suspect was on
bail from two first degree rapes in Anne
Arundel County. He was also wanted
in Baltimore County for armed robbery
and abduction.

While enroute to a hold-up call, Offi-
cers Billy R. Anderson and John W.
Macken, Jr., Central District, saw a
man on a nearby sireet, searching
through a wallet. The officers stopped
to investigate and upon their approach

the man threw down the wallet and
ran. The officers gave chase but lost
the suspect. A few minutes later the
officers responded 1o a call for a hold-
up at a bar. As they entered they saw
the suspect they were chasing earlier
holding a .357 Magnum Revolver on
another person, robbing him. The offi-
cers wrestled the weapon from the sus-
pect and subdued him, The officers re-
covered the weapon, the victim’s money
and a wallet belonging to another per-
son. The officers investigated this wallet
and located its owner who had been
robbed by the suspect at gunpoint
earlier in the evening, The owner of the
wallet which the suspect had thrown
to the ground was also identified by its
owner as heing lost to the suspect.
The officers cleared the three armed
holdups perpetrated by the same suspect
within two hours. In addition nearly
all of the stolen property was recovered.

Lieutenant Whyte is survived by three
daughters, a son, a brother, three sisters
and five grandchildren.
