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Telephone Reporting Unit On Line

On Monday a new procedure for re-
porting certain incidents to police be-
came available to the citizens of Balti-
more.

The Communications Division's new-
ly created Telephone Reporting Unit
(TRU) became a prololype program
enabling citizens to report selected in-
cidents of a non-critical nature directly
to a police officer on the telephone.

To do this the caller dials the police
emergency number 222-3333 and the
“mergency Call Clerk, after ascertaining
that the problem is one that can be
handled by the Telephone Reporting
Unit, will ask the caller whether they
want to make the report on the phone.
If so, the call will be swiiched to a
TRU Officer. If the complainant indi-
cates a preference for a personal visit
by an officer one will be dispatched as
was done in the past

Locally, Washington, D.C., Baltimore
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County, Montgomery County and Anne
Arundel County Police Departments
have implemented similar telephone pro-
cedures. The Dallas, Texas Police De-
partment, a city comparable to Balti-
more in population and total Index
Crime, has also organized a telephone
reporting sysltem, These agencies have
experienced success with the procedure.

To determine the types of reporis to
be handled by the TRU, a study was
made of the units in the neighboring
jurisdictions and Dallas. The types of
incident reports recorded by telephone
reporting units in these agencies were
compared with a list of incidents sug-
gested in a poll conducted by the Patrol
Division. Only those offenses or incidents
which would neither hinder police oper-
ations nor decrease the quality of ser-
vice to the public are handled by the
TRU.

Merry Christmas
Michael

The Communications Division receiv-
ed nearly 1.5 million telephone calls last
year requesting police service, Nearly
all of these calls were taken by a group
of dedicated men and women who are
known, in the official terminology of the
Department, as Emergency Call Clerks.
To the hundreds of thousands of citizens
who call however, they are known sim-
ply as, “the police” on the other end of
222.3333. The service requests the Clerks
receive daily are as varied as the people
who make them. There is a thread that
winds its way through all of the calls
however, and that is a plea for help.
The calls sometimes bespeak of violence,
sometimes fear, sometimes loss, some-
times a problem. Often a eall for help
comes from someone who simply doesn’t
know who else to call.

-On December 13, 1981 Emergency
Call Clerk Marvis Merritt answered a
telephone call at 10:30 P.M. with her
usual “Police Radio 122 your cali is re-
corded, may I help you?” On the other
end of the line was a soft spoken woman.
With quiet anxiety, she asked ECC
Merritt for help. During the next few
minutes the woman explained that she
was calling from Virginia about her
son, Michael, who was at a downtown
bus station enroute home. She said that
the 16 year old had arrived by bus at
the station several hours before and had
several more hours to wait for a con-
necting bus to Virginia. The boy had
no money and had not eaten since early
afternoon. The mother had a brother in
Baltimore and asked if he could be con-
tacted to take the young man some
traveling money. Without hesitation ECC
Merritt took the brother’s address to
dispatch a police officer. An officer was

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The following offenses and incidents
are currently eligible for telephone re-
porting:

A. Requests to locate autos no¢ be-
lieved to be stolen

B. Reports of certain types of tele-
phone misuse

C. Malicious destruction and van-
dalism except:
1. automobile or vehicle accidents
2. damage to government property
3. extensive damage ($500.00 or
more)
D. Missing persons and runaways -
unless:
1. response to the scene would
affect the person’s return
2. the missing person has a psy-
chological condition
3. the person is mentally or physi-
cally handicapped
4. circumstances suggest the pos-
sibility of foul play
5. the missing person is less than
16 years of age or elderly

E. Lost property

F. Undelivered mail where no lar-
ceny report is needed

G. Animal complaints except to re-
port bites

H. Calls for advice

[. Certain follow-up coomplaints.

The Telephone Reporting Unit is
manned by officers under the supervision
of a Sergeant. The Unit is in operation
Monday through Friday between 9:00
A.M. and 5:00 P.M. Upon receiving a
call the TRU Officer interviews the
complainant and completes an appro-
priate field report. The reporting pro-
cess is completed by informing the caller
of what action, if any, is to be taken in
reference to their complaint. If a TRU
member believes a call should be handled
by a uniformed officer, in person, one
will be dispatched. If all lines to the
TRU are busy a field unit is dispatched

to the caller’s location.

A study by the Communications Divi-
sion based upon 1979 figures indicate
that more than 14,000 reports could
have been taken telephonically with a
savings of nearly 12,600 man hours.
The study showed that the average time
spent handling a TRU criteria incident
was 73 minutes. The Dallas, Texas
Police Department was consulted to de-
termine the amount of time their unit
spent in handling similar incidents. The
average lime spent was found to be 20
minules — 53 minutes less per call!

The acceptability of a call to the
Telephone Reporting Unit is established
by the Communications Division. The
TRU does not relieve a field officer of
the responsibility of handling an “on
view” complaint, even if the incident
falls within the TRU criteria. Citizens
should not be instructed to contact the
Telephone Reporting Unit to file an in-
cident report.

Telephone Reporting Units have been
successful in other cities and that suc-
cess is expecled in Baltimore. The TRU
again reflects the policy of the Baltimore
Police Department of providing the high-
est quality service to our citizens at the
most cost efficient basis.

After several calls she was able to
make arrangement for Michael to at
least obtain a meal at a restaurant near
the bus station. The restaurant opened
at 7:00 A.M. The young man’s bus was
scheduled to leave a short time later.
This plan would obviously not work,
None of Clerk Dyson’s efforts seemed to
be falling into place.

Police Commissioner Frank J. Battaglia has announced that Index Crimes,
reported to Police increased 1.1% for the 12 months ending December 31,
1981, as compared with 1980.

Violent Crimes — Murder, Rape, Robbery and Aggravated Assault, in-
creased 7.0%, Property Crimes, Burglary, Larceny and Auto Theft, de-
creased 0.5%.

During 1981 Officers arrested 20,950 persons for Index Crimes. This
represents an increase of 2.1% compared with 1980.

Arrest statistics show that during 1981 Juveniles accounted for 36.2%
of all Index Crimes for which arrests were made by Police.

The Police Commissioner says that he is hopeful that increased Narcotics
Znforcement Activity by members of the Department coupled with crime
prevention programs and overtime foot posts will enable the Department
to realize continving moderations in Index Crimes during 1982.

SPECIAL COMMENDATION

The Special Commendation is award-
ed for a display of exceptional courage,
intelligence, alertness or skill in the per-
formance of highly credible and unusual
police accomplishment, resulting in the
prevention or solution of a crime, and
the arrest of those responsible.

On June 14, 1981, severe thunder-
showers with torrential downpours
struck the southwestern area of Balti-
more.

Officer White brought
six people to safety and directed them to
a safe refuge.

BRONZE STAR

The Bronze Star is awarded when the
circumstances of bravery, dedication to
duty and general achievement exceed
those standards established as routine
police work.

Responding to a call for a hold-up,
Officers Franklin G. Barlow, Jr. and
Mark A. Averi, Central District, saw a
person running from the scene carrying
a bag and a gun, This suspect was
moments later joined by an armed ac-
complice who fired several shots at the
officers. Officers Barlow and Averi exited
their radio car and pursued the suspect
who had fired on them. The suspect
attempted to conceal himself behind a
wall. The officers rushed him, wrestled
him to the ground, handcuffed him and
recovered the suspect’s gun. The second
suspect was arrested on a later date via
information provided by the officers.

Assigned to crowd control at the
scene of a dwelling fire, Officer Charles
W. Strachan, Jr., Eastern District, saw
several firefighters attempting to en-
ter the building when an explosion oc-
curred inside accompanied by a large
ball of fire. The impact of the explosion
knocked one of the firefighters over a
fence into an adjacent yard. The fire-
man was completely engulfed in flames,
As other firefighters sprayed water on
him, Officer Strachan began smothering
the flames with his hat and hands pre-
venting the flames from reaching the
injured fireman’s head.

Before Officer Strachan could exting-
uish the flames the fireman’s coat was
burned away along with other clothing.
The fireman sustained only lst degree
burns as the result of the officer’s quick
actions. Officer Strachan sustained minor
burns on both hands but remained on
duty .

~  Officer James M. Skyrm, Northern

‘/)islrict, arrived at the scene of a hos.
" tage situation in which an emotionally
disturbed armed forces veteran was
armed with a gun, threatening his wife
and others.

While assisting with the evacuation
of neighbors Officer Skyrm was con-
fronted at gunpoint by the suspect who
passed him a note indicating his de-
mands. Having successfully established
contact and a dialogue with the suspect
Officer Skyrm returned several times to
him to discuss the situation. Each time
the man confronted the officer at gun-
point. Finally the suspect would talk to
no one but Officer Skyrm. During one
of the dialogues the man’s wife was
successfully evacuated from the home,

Finelly after several hours of nego-
tiation the suspect surrendered and was
immediately taken to a hoapital facility.

Sergeant Alvin A. Winkler along with
Agents Paul E. Davis, Edmond G. Skrod-
ski and Officers Robert W. Leimate, Ed-
ward C. Reisch and Timothy G. Tim-
mons, Tactical Section, Quick Response
Team, were dispatched to a local college
where an escapee of a psychiatric hos-
pital was on the roof of a building. The
suspect was believed armed and had
stated that he would “not be taken
alive” and would kill anyone attempting
to apprehend him.

After being briefed by the on scene
commander the Team was deployed on
the roof where the suspect was located.
The suspect was clearly visible pacing
back and forth, yelling at uniformed

officers on the ground and gesturing
wildly with an object hidden in a white
rag.

The officers reached the roof and
inched their way to the suspect who
continually brandished his “weapon” at
them threatening to shoot. The officers
constantly were ordering the suspect to
drop his weapon. When the suspect
stood and pointed the weapon at Of-
ficer Letmate, Officers Reisch and Tim-
mons rushed him. Officer Timmons was
able to kick the object from the sus.
pect's hand while other officers over-
powered him. The “weapon” was found
to be a “J"" shaped piece of pipe wrapped
in a cloth.

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Narcotics Enforcement —
A Progress Report

On September 14, 1981 Police Com-
missioner Frank ]. Battaglia’s Special
Narcotics Task Force began operations
in coordination with members of the
Patrol Division.

After 147 days the results of the
program are encouraging, As of Mon-
day, February 8, 1982, 3,382 persons
had been arrested resulting in 5,534 sep-
arate narcotics charges.

The majority of arrests (3,010) in-
volved adult offenders.

Commissioner Battaglia, when he an-
nounced formation of the Special Task
Force, was particularly concerned about
other crimes and the preponderance of
violence which is connected with illegal
narcotics traffic. Information resulting
from Departmental Enforcement seems
to support these concerns.

Deadly Weapons

To date 269 firearms and 100 other
Deadly Weapons have been recovered
by Detectives and Officers as they have
arrested narcotics violators.

The Commissioner’s Narcotics Task
Force approaches the narcotic problem
on several levels, The majority of
arrests (2,397) have been by members
of the Patrol Division, the preponder-
ance of those by Officers in uniform.

The Narcotics Unit's detectives had
arrested 985 violators during the same
period.

Narcotics Conhscated

. Narcotics confiscated during this ac-

vity include significant amounts of:
Heroin, Cocaine, Marijuana, PCP, and
LSD. Additionally the various parapher-
nalia involved in cutting and distribut-
ing narcotics have also been seized.

In addition to Narcotics charges some
of those arrested have been charged
with the following: Homicide (1), As-
sault and Robbery (7), Burglary (5),
Larceny (18), Auto Theft (3), Hand-
gun Violations (150), Deadly Weapons
(36) and Escape (2).

More than 150 Search and Seizure
Warrants have been executed resulting
in the seizure of narcotics, narcotics
paraphernalia and records relating to
illegal narcotics activities.

As a result of Task Force Operations
to date Detectives have been able to
identify and impact upon several or-
ganizations which dealt in narcotics
activities. These efforts continue.

Look Alike Law

On February 2, 1982 Criminal Court
Judge John Hargrove accepted a Guilty
Plea from a suspect charged with Pos-
session with Intent to Distribute a non-

controlled substance which was pur-
ported te be L.S.D.

The State recommended not more

than three years. Sentencing has been
set for March 4, 1982,

This case represents one of the first

convictions under Article 27, Section
286N, the new “Look Alike Drug Law.”
The Immediate Future

Police Commissioner Battaglia saya
that enforcement activities to date re-
fleet 2 sincere effort by members of
the Department to focus on the nar-
cotics traffic in our community., He is
confident the continued efforts, by the
men and women of the Department,
will result in even greater numbers of
arrests and seizures of illegal narcotics,

Medical Leave

Police Commissioner Frank J. Battag-
lia recently announced a substantial re-
duction in the use of medical leave by
members of the Department during
1981. Average medical leave was re-
duced from 8.6 days in 1980 to 7.4
days in 1981 for sworn members and
from 9.5 to 7.3 days per year for civil-
ian members. This means a decrease of
16% and 23 % respectively.

Commissioner Battaglia congratulat-
ed the men and women of the Depart-
ment and noted that, *“. . . many of you
came to work on days you really felt
poorly and preferred to stay home.”
The Commissioner went on 1o say that
the overall reduction in medical leave,
“., . . is but another example of how
individual effort has resuited in a col-
lective positive achievement. For the
contribution each of you has made to-
ward achieving this fine record my
sincere appreciation to each of you on
your success.”

A Departmental wide reduction in
average medical leave is omly accom.
plished through the combined energies
of literally hundreds of people. Among
those hundreds are a select few how-
ever who set the standard for others.

The Maryland Law Enforcement Qf-
ficers, Incorporated, Distinguished
Service Award plaques to five outstand-
ing Law Enforcement Officers during
a President Dinner Dance at the North
Point Gardens on January 22, 1982, In.

Officer George J. Francis of the South-

western District,

Officer Francis, a 13 year veteran,
was singled out for his outstanding ser-
vice record and investigative skills.
Known by his collegues as a “‘cop’s
cop,” many of his investigations have
been initiated or followed-up on his own
time with no thought of compensation
or recognition.

Officer Francis’ investigative sense
has enabled him to establish unique

methods of operation which have re-
sulted in a number of arrests relating
to street robberies and sex offenses.
One such arrestee was charged with two
rapes, 2 kidnappings and 7 assault and
robberies. In another case involving
narcotics that he actually smelled, stake.
outs, observations and search warrants
were used to effect an arrest which
netted 733 pounds of marijuana and
96,000 capsules of qualude. Continued
investigation resulted in 3 additional
arrests,

During the past two years Officer
Francis has been able to clear 90% of
the cases assigned to him. During his
career he has received 13 Departmental
Commendations,

Off. Frye Wounded

A few minutes before 2:00 o’clock on
Friday morning, February 19, 1982, 24
year old Officer Charles M. Frye of the
Southwestern District used his Handie-
Talkie to inform the dispatcher that
he was going to investigate what ap-
peared to be an abandoned vehicle
parked in the rear of the West Balti-
more Middle School, located in the 200
block North Bend Road.

He had parked his Patrol Vehicle
about 15 feet from the vehicle and as he
approached a suspect raised up from
the front seat, pointed a 45 calibre auto-
matic at him. Officer Frye was ordered
to put his hands up and turn around.
As he obeyed a second suspect exited
the rear of the auto, took the QOfficer’s
service revolver and placed the harrell
against his lower spine,

At this point the suspect moved the
hammer of the Officer’s weapon to the
“single action” position. Hearing the
click Officer Frye alertly turned to his
right grabbing the barrell with his right
hand, At that moment the suspect fired

Last year Officer Bickauskas effected
arrests in literally every major index
crime category. Several of his arrests
were made during the commission of a
crime or shortly thereafter. In one case
he arrived at the scene of a family dis.
turbance call to find a gun battle raging
on a parking lot. Two armed men were
hiding behind parked automobiles ex-
changing gunfire. Officer Bickauskas
forced both combatants to surrender.
One of the men later died as the results
of wounds received during the incident.

Officer Bickauskas has displayed a
high degree of investigatory expertise.
After a lengthy investigation he arrest-
ed two people for a series of commer-
cial burglaries on and near his post
The investigation later led to the arrest
of four additional suspects operating
a burglary ring in a housing project
on the post adjacent to his,

During 1981 he recovered twelve
handguns and a sawed-off shotgun from
those he arrested on through his in-
vestigations.

The rapport that he maintains with
the citizens in his area has been in-
valuable to him, the department and
the community. He spent more than 400
hours on foot patrel in his area and
devoted many off-duty hours on follow-
up investigations,

In addition to a number of com-
mendatory letters from citizens, Of-
ficer Bickauskas has received three Of-
ficial Departmental Commendations.

During the ceremonies, Officer Bick-
auskas was presented a Commemora-
tive plaque and a monitary award. Po.

striking him in the lower right side of
his back. Officer Frye was able to wrest
his weapon from the suspect as he fell
from the impact of his wound.

The suspect’s automobile moved from
the scene as the victim crawled toward
the safety of his own vehicle, Alert,
although sericusly injured, Officer Frye
was able to use his Handie-Talkie to
call for mssistance and give a descrip-
tion of his assailants and the vehicle
they were driving.

Assistance arrived in seconds and Of.
ficer Frye was taken to University Hos-
pital for surgery to repair the damage
caused by the assailant. Several hours
after the shooting and surgery he was
reported in stable condition with all in-
dications pointing toward an uncom-
plicated recovery.

Officer Frye is married and has been

a member of the Baltimore Police De-
partment for nearly 14 months.

Recruitment Leave

During the summer of 1981 the De-
partment was more than 200 sworn
personnel below strength and was ex-
periencing dificulty in recruiting a suf-
ficient number of qualified applicants.

In 1966 and 1973 a similar situation
faced the Department. Unique recruit-
ment programs were instituted to at-
tract qualified candidates to a career
in law enforcement. One of the most
successful recruitment techniques was
incentive awards to officers who recruit-
ed a person to join the Department. In
just a few months the sworn strength
was near desired levels,

In response to last year’s unaccept-
able vacancy level a modified recruit-
ment incentive program was again in-
stituted on July 1. The program provid-
ed for two days incentive leave for
each qualified probationary officer ac-
tively recruited by a sworn or civilian
member of the Depariment. The leave
would be granted after the applicant
was appointed, successfully completed
entrance level training and assigned to
the Patrol Division,

Members of the Department were en-
couraged to actively recruit friends,
relatives and people they came into
daily contact with. An officer’s conver-
sation with an interested young person
could be the selling point in their choice
of law enforcement as a career.

On October 1, 1981 the incentive pro-
gram ended with spectacular results.
During the 90 days that the program
was in effect, more than 1,200 applica-
tions for Police Officer were received.
More than 25% of those applicants
were recommended by police officers.
The program was so successful that Po-
lice Commissioner Frank J. Battaglia
extended it until December 31 of lest
year.

laws insofar as they apply to the crime,
and apprehension of the criminal.
Whether or not a perpetrotor is appre-
hended ond how quickly he is appre-
hended depends upon the capability of
our law enforcement officers.

We in this country possess a magnifi-
cent democratic heritage. Most of us
who have been born in and have lived
our lives to date in the United States
have never experienced a society in
which the individual citizen is not able
to speak and to move about freely. We
tend to take for granted the democratic
rights which we possess. In the shrunken
world of today — a world in which fast
transit and other wonders of science
have brought almost every point of the
globe close at hand — we must learn to
appreciate and keep always in mind
that in these great United States of
America, we have one of the few places
in the world in which there exist the
rights of individual persons to enjoy
privacy within their homes ond freedom
from electronic and other surveillance
and interference, unless the law enforce-
ment officers have obiained o search
or seizure warrant from a court or are
permitted to take warrantless action be-
couse of the urgencies and necessities
of the moment,

From my point of view, we need con-
tinuously to examine together the de-
mocracy which we have inherited on the
one hand and the crime rampant among
us on the other hand. Our Constitution
purposely mokes if difficult for law en-
forcement officials and prosecutors to
prove any person guilty of a crime. The
reason our Constitution is so constructed
is that we believe that as few innocents
as possible should be convicted even
if some of the guilty go unpunished. We
aiso are committed to prevent, as far as
possible, discriminatory prosecutions, por-
ticularly of those who are palitically,
religiously or otherwise in the minority.
Winston Churchil, who was rather
clearly not a softie, wrote at one time
that when o society provides less than
procedural fairness ta an alleged crim-
inal, that particvlar socielty is on s
way to losing its democracy.

| know that there is a great deal of
dispute concerning the effect of certain
legal doctrines enunciated by the Sup-

reme Court which require, among other
things, that Miranda advice be given be-
fore questioning a person in custody,
that search and seizure warrants be ob-
tained except in a few restricted in-
stances, and that warrantless searches
and seizures take place only when con-
ditions clearly so necessitate. In my
awn view — although | know many per-
sons disagree — those opinions of the
Supreme Court simply require our law
enforcement officers to proceed with
fairness as well as efficiency. | hold those
views no matter what you may read on
a duaily basis in certain comic strips, such
as Little Orphan Annie and Dick Tracy,
and certain nationally syndicated col-
umns. Of course, it is frve that many
crimes go unsolved, but | question wheth-
er that occurs very often because of re-
quirements of law or restrictions inherent
in any legal doctrines. However, when
such a case does occur, you read a lot
about it. On the other hand, you rarely,
if ever, hear about the 99% of other
cases in which apprehension and con-
viction have not been impeded by such
requirements. Nor do you very often
hear about the instances in which those
requirements prevent prosecution and
conviction of the innocent — something
to which law enforcement officers in
this country are just as dedicated, | am
glad to say, as they are to apprehend-
ing and convicting the guilty.

I am sure that each of you ladies and
gentlemen understand that the job of a
law enforcement officer is often not a
safe one. At the same time, the jobs
which each of you will perform are al-
most surely just as important os those
performed by any member of our society,
whether he be a leader in government,
industry, medicine, law or any other
business or profession. The way in which
each of you lodies and gentlemen will
perform and react, not only on a daily,
but an hourly and minute-by-minute,
basis, will aoffect the lives of countless
human beings. Somehow, some way, we
have to create, despite our current bat-
tle with crime, respect and admiration
for our law enforcement officers. Once
again, as in the past, the cop on the
beat must be respected and admired,
ond hopefully loved, by most people with
whom he comes daily info contact, That
meons that each of you will have his
own public relations job to occomplish —
a task which will not be easy in terms
of the attitudes and, to put it mildly,
the insults and adverse verbal threats

which will be directed at you, not only

— the fewer instances of loss of temper
and the like of which we are guilty —
the better chance we have of influenc-
ing others and of obtaining their respect.
| have often wondered how certain po-
licemen on duly in o large crowd be-
fore a football or baseball game at the
stadium can keep their good humor. But
on the other hond, we have esach on
occasion experienced the sourness of a
policeman who, under the pressures of
those kinds of moments, exhibits arbi-
trary unpleasantness toward just about
everyone out of police uniform. | sug-
gest, to the fullest extent that you are
able as @ human being, the more you
are oble to avoid such negative dis-
plays, the more you will accomplish
and the hoppier you and those with
whom you come into contact will be,
Yet, as | have tried to indicate, that is
easy to say but hard to do when you
are taking the risks and guff that a
policeman tokes and when you have to
put up with all that a policeman in this
day and age has directed taward him
or her.

In a sense, sach of us, if we were
going to develop o perspective of our
own roles, must develop a sense of humor
about what we do. There are songs
about policemen — the Gilbert and Sul-
livan ballod about A Policeman’s Life
is not o Happy One — the West Side
Story song about Officer Krupke. Judges
have their moments too. Once, shortly
after | became a judge, | was choosing
a jury. A very good-locking lody arose
to speak. The routine calls for the judge
to ask such a person to identify him-
self or herself by stating his or her name
and jury number. In this instance, |
blurted out — your name and telephone
number please.

| practiced law for 21 years before be-
coming o judge ond have been on the
bench for nearly 15 years. In the course
of one long case involving problems

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and practices within your Police Depart-
ment relating to women ond to minori-
ties, | have come to learn a great deal
about the Department. | have developed
a great respect throughowt my life and
throughout my professional years for
the men and women in the Police De-
portment of Baltimore City. | am more
and more impressed with the impor-
tance of the work which they do —
and of their accomplishments. They are
not perfect and, as with any relatively
lorge group, there are some who do
and say things which are harmful to the
reputation of the others. That is no more
true, | suggest, of your Department
than of any other large group within
any other job group or profession. As a
citizen, as a lawyer in the past, and as
a judge for many years, | think | have
learned firsthand that the extent to
which the criminal process efficiently per-
forms its function almost surely depends
more upon the policeman’s day-to-day
performance of his duties than upon the
work of the members of any other
group to whom are allocated various
duties and responsibilities in connection
with that process.

To my mind, there is nothing more im-
portant than preserving our democratic
heritage for ourselves, our children and
our grandchildren. And yet, we do not
have, in my judgment, the slightest
chance of preserving that heritage unless
we learn to handle better than we have
today, the problem of crime within our
society. That is so becouse the great
majority of our citizenry urgently de-
mand an end to the kind of crime which
is rampant among us. And so we have
the challenge of handling and reducing
such crime and of doing so without the
loss of our basic democratic liberties.
Those who enforce the law have a duty
to ferret out, to control and to reduce
crime, But those who have that duty
have the further duty of accomplishing
their missions within the low ond as
the greatest respectors of the law. If
those who enforce the law do not have
the fullest respect for the law and do
not conform their actions and statements
within the law, then who will respect
the law — and who will live within it?
On a doy-to-day basis, the pressures
~and dangers growing from crime ond
nvolving each of us — private citizen,

“law enforcement officer, political leader,

lawyer, judge — you name it — mount
and subside, and rise and fall ogain, on
a more or less continuous basis. | hope

that each of you will be able, if you
agree with me, and with the thoughts
| am expressing this morning, to mold
your actions and stalements so that
they continue to control crime — and yet
do so within our legal process and in
accord with our democratic traditions,

It is an honor and o pleasure to be
asked today by your Commissioner to
talk to and with you. | wish each and
every one of you successful careers —
careers which will be viewad with pride
by ail of us, by the members of your
family and, most important of all, by
each of you as individuals. Best of luck
to you. Thank you for letting me be here
with you this morning.

Baltimore Mayor William Donald
Schaefer recently announced his partici-
pation with the voluntary sector, busi-
ness community and citizens of Balti-
more in “Blue Chip-in/Summer Jobs
'82,” a program to provide 1,000 new
summer jobs for young people in the
city.

Since 1980, drastic Federal budget
cuts have wiped out 12,000 summer
jobs for needy Baltimore City youths.
The Mayor has issued a call for help
to create at least 1,000 summer jobs for
—inner cily youth.

Discussing the “Blue Chip-in/Summer
Jobs '82" program, Mayor Schaefer
said: “Think back Jor a moment to your
first job. Remember the challenge of
learning new skills . . . the excitement of
bringing home a full day's pay for a
full day’s work?

“This summer, drastic cutbacks in
Federal money for jobs will leave thou-
sands of our City’s youth with nothing
to do.

“The business community, the char-
ities and the citizens of Baltimore are
teaming up with me in a partnership
called Blue Chip-in/Summer Jobs '82.
Our goal is to create at least 1,000 new
summer jobs for young people. If each
City employee were to contribute a mini-
muwn of $10.00, over 400 more kids
could be working this summer.

“As you look around the City, you
know we have lots of useful work for
youngsters to do . . . in our parks . .
in our neighborhoods . . . in our hos-
pitals . . . in our senior citizen centers.

“I know that paychecks are being

On March 4, 1982 Police Commis-
sioner Frank J. Battaglia announced the
Blue Chip-in/Summer Jobs ’82 Incen-
tive Leave Program for members of the
Baltimore Police Department. This pro-
gram provides a one day incentive leave
to Departmental personnel who recruit
members of the business community to
provide & summer job for a needy youth,
All active police and civilian employees
are eligible to participate.

One day's incentive leave will be
granted to an employee who makes one
or more recommendations resulting in
the placement of youngsters in summer
jobs by the Mayor's Office of Manpower
Resources.

Job placement can result from the
employer providing an actual job or a
tax deductible cash contribution of
$700.00 which will, according to the
Mayor's Office, pay for one full-time
summer job.

Not only is the Department partici-
pating in the jobs program through the
Incentive Leave Program but by other
means also. A number of Personnel
Funds and individuals within the De.
pariment have contributed hundreds
of dollars to the “Blue Chip-in/Summer
Jobs '82." The Department knows the
value of having young people involved
in constructive, gainful activities. We
also are made aware too often of the
consequences of idle time and a lack
of jobs.

Off. Rumpf Award

During a recent roll call at the Cen-
tral District, the Mount Vernen Im-
provement Association presented its
Fourth Edgar J. Rumpf Award. The
Award is presented by the Association
o members of the Central District who
have provided exceptional service to
the Mount Vernon community.

The Award is named in honor of
Police Officer Edgar J. Rumpf who died
in February, 1978 while evacuating re-
sidents from a burning apartment build.
ing in the Bolton Hill area.

Officer Richard L. Sprouse, a seven
year veteran, was the recipient of the
Award. He was singled out for his out-
standing major case investigations. Es-
pecially noted was his involvement in
a homicide investigation which claimed
the life of a visiting British antiques
dealer.

The incident occurred last summer
in the Bolton Hill community. The vic-
tim was shot and killed by three young
men as he pursued a fourth suspect
who had just taken his fiancee’s purse,
Officer Sprouse was the investigating
officer on the scene. Obtaining a des-

cription of the four suspects, he began
working on the case. He recalled con-
ducting a field interview of two people
the previous evening who fit the des-
cription. Through the information re-
corded on his field interview cards and
other investigation, the two people he
had stopped and two others wanted for
a killing were apprehended. Officer
Sprouse’s work was instrumental in
solving a case that concerned not only
the citizens of Baltimore but also the
citizens of England.

Officer Sprouse is a member of the
Youth for Christ Club. He spends about
16 hours per week counseling junior
and senior high school young people.
These are youth who have experienced
drug abuse, who are habitual runaways
and have even been victims of child
abuse.

Officer Sprouse’s Departmental Com-
mendations include two Bronze Stars
and the Medal of Valor. He has also
received a Special Commendation from
the Baltimore City Fire Department.

The men and women, ranging in age
from 18 to 63 years had completed
an 8 week training program. All will be
assisting sworn members of the De.

The auxiliary officers wear a
uniform, similar to those of the Depart-
ment’s sworn personnel, but with dis-
tinctive blue stripes, badges and hat de-
vices. These volunteer officers are not
armed,

Both Commissioner Batlaglia and

Mayor Schaefer were delighted that
the new auxiliary officers represented a
complete cross-section of the community.
They also commented on the spirit of
both the graduates and their families.

The 58 graduates represent the frst
of many classes which will be receiving
training as volunteers for the Depart-
ment. On March 30, 1982 80 new Aux-
iliary Officer trainees began their stud-
ies at the Department’s Education and
Training complex.

It is anticipated that the Auxiliary
Officers will be able Lo assist members
of the Department Lo direct human and
vehicular 1trafic at baseball games,
parades and the many festivals which
occur throughout the city during the
Spring, Summer and Fall. Additionally
their training in first aid and Depart-
mental operations makes them a valu-
able resource which can be utilized dur-
ing times of emergency in any area of
the city.

The first class of Auxiliory Police Officers completed eight weeks of intensive training to prepare

themselves for their function of cugmenting the sworn force. More than 500 well wishers were on hand
ot the evening graduation at the Heodguarters Building. Fourteen of the officers were utilized for traffic
control during the Baltimore Orioles Home opener besaball game on April 2, 1982,

Police Officer
Of The Year

Each year a number of officers re-
ceive awards from varicus community,
business and civic organizations. The
awards are always conferred upon those
who bring something extra to the com-
munily that goes beyond their normal
duties,

All of the awards are special and
are an honor to the recipients. One
award however has come to carry a
special significance. The Evening Sun’s
“Police Officer of the Year” is regarded
by most members of the Department as
the most prestigious of recognition
awards. Each year scores of officers
from agencies in and around the met-
ropolitan area are nominated for the
award. The few that are sclected can
truly be said to be the “best” that the

law enforcement profession can offer.

On Friday, March 26, 1982 Evening
Sun announced their Police Officers of
th Year for 1082.

Officer Harry E. Roop, Northwestern
District, received this year’s award for
communily service in recognition of his
involvement with the citizens of the
Pimlico area.

In 1975, after just two years service
with the Department, Officer Roop de.
veloped a special concern in the youth
of the Pimlico area. With about $50.00
of his own money he bought encugh
baseball equipment to organize and
coach a small “sandlot” team of area
children 12-14 years of age. The team
required about 20 hours a week of the
officer’s off-duty time. He soon found
however that he had only just begun.

In 1976 youngsters came to him eager
to participate in sports activities on a

regular, organized basis. With some
financial assistance from area organiza.
tions, he created the “Pimlico Baseball
Association.” Acting as the Association’s
Commissioner, he devoted 1,500 hours
each summer coordinating, promoting
and participating in the baseball pro-
gram. He scheduled and enlisted vol-
unteer coaches and umpires from among
members of the Department. He also
attended games to ensure that all ran
smoothly. Officer Roop involved him-
self in games which were played almost
every day from May through July. The
season always culminated with a parade
and an all star game at Pimlico Junior
High School which was usually presided
over by the Parade’s Grand Marshall,
Mayor William Donald Schaefer.

Last year the baseball program fell
victim to hard economic times. Even
though Officer Roop worked tirelessly
to obtain funds the program was unable
to continue. However, he conltinued his
efforts to gain friends and support for
the league. This Spring the athletic pro-
gram will again serve Pimlico area
vouths.

Officer Roop’s involvement goes be-
yond salisfying the needs for activity
by area young people. He has worked
unselfishly to satisfy human needs also.

For several years he has conducted a
community “Gong Show"” involving
youngsters who attend Pimlico Junior

High School. In October of each year
he prepares and distributes applications
to the students and faculty, During No-
vember and early December he conducts
auditions on his own time until 15
finalists are selected for the show. He
arrives on “Gong Show"” night armed
with trophies that he purchases. He acls
as the Master of Ceremonies and pre-
sents the prizes. Every year the audi-
torium is filled to capacity with specta-
tors who “pay” two cans of food for ad-
mission. The canned goods raised by
his “Gong Show” are used to fill food
baskets. Last year Officer Roop’s ef-
forts resulted in about 1,700 cans of
food and 175 Christmas Baskets for
needy families in the community.

Officer Roop is recognized by “his”
community and colleagues as a police
officer who cares, who will listen, who
can be looked up to and who can be
depended upon. He is especially admir-
ed by the kids whose names he always
remembers. This great rapport is reflect-
ed in the community’s trust in him and
the aid provided by citizens to help him
combat the criminal activity on his post.

Officer Roop is married and has a
son and daughter. Along with all of his
other activities he finds time 1o also be
a Scout Master with the Boy Scouts of
America,

During his years of service he has
received several recognition commenda-
tions including an Official Commenda-
tion in 1974, He received the Northwest
District Community Relations Com-
mendation in 1976 and has five times
been a runner-up for the Evening Sun’s
Police Officer of the Year Award. He
received a Mayor’s Special Citation
Award in 1978 and 1979 and in Janu.
ary 1981 received the Baltimore’s Best
Blue and Silver Award.

In recognition of the honor bestowed
upon Officer Roop as their Policeman of
the Year, the Evening Sun presented
him with a monetary gift and a com-
memorative plague,

Last week Officer Roop accompanied
Police Commissioner Frank J. Battaglia
to a breakfast meeting at the Mount Ver-
non Methodist Church. At that time the
Officer’s commitment to the Baltimore's
youth wes further exemplified when he
donated part of his award to Mayor
Schaefer, who was also in attendance,
to help support a youngster in the “Blue

Baltimore Police Commissioner Frank J. Battaglia announced last week
that Index Crimes, reported to Police decreased 16.3% for the first three
months of 1982 as compared with the some period in 1981.

Violent Crimes, Murder, Rope, Robbery and Aggravated Assault, de-
creased 11.7%. Property Crimes, Burglary, Larceny and Auto Theft, de-
creased 17.7%.

The Police Commissioner is pleased with the reduction in serious crimes
during the first quarter. He feels that the Department’s increased Narcotics
Enforcement Activity, Active Foot Patrols, Neighborhood Watch Programs
os well as programs involving Taxi Cab drivers have contributed to the
decrease. The Telephone Reporting Unit, which takes certain Police Reports
via telephone, has also made Patrol Officers available for more preventive
patrol.

Commissioner Battaglia is hopeful that the decreased criminal activity will
continue through the rest of 1982.

This edition of the NEWSLETTER
chronicles the significant 16.3% reduc-
tion in Index Crime for the first quarter
of 1982 compared with 1981. Many
reasons for the reduction have been
analyized, not the least of which is in-
creased citizen involvement,

One of the most promising of the
citizen involvement programs is Neigh-
borhood Watch. Since January active
recruitment of “Blockwatchers” has paid
dividends many times over.

During the first quarter of this year,
better than 6,300 citizens have been
enrolled in the program.

Captain Mervin L. Spiwak, Neighbor-
hood Blockwatcher Coordinator, and
his stafl are hard at work enlisting even
more people as Blockwatchers. Dozens
of officers assigned to the Education
and Training Division for Entrance
Level Training have gone door to door
in targeted neighborhoods to recruit
volunteers. Civilian members of the De-
partment have been enlisted. Other city
agencies have been encouraged to enlist
their employees.

District Community Relations Ser-
geants have altended scores of meetings
with neighborhood groups promoting
the Baltimore Neighborhood Watch Pro-
gram. Several dozen articles and pro-
grams in the local press and on local
electronic media have focused on neigh-
borhood watch. In short, we are going
to great lengths to involve our citizens
in a program that we know works.

The value of Neighborhood Waich has
already shown results in many incidents.

Block Watcher #4Y511 placed a call
for a suspicious person and provided a
detailed description and direction of
travel. Officers located and arrested a
13 year old attempting to break into a
nearby home. The youngster was later
charged with four additional burglaries
in the area.

Acting on information from Block-
watcher #32047, Officers arrested two
persons in the Eastern District who
were selling narcotics. Forty bags of
heroin and a large quantity of money
was also seized.

On February 5, 1982, Blockwatcher
#50042 saw suspicious activity in a vehi-
cle and alerted police to investigate.
Responding officers found an elderly man
who had been severely beaten and rob-
bed in his car by two young thugs. Al-
though no arrests were made, the
prompt action of the Blockwatcher ser-

ved to secure medical aid for the victim.

During the course of an investigation
of a residential burglary it was found
that several days prior Blockwatcher
#8163 had summoned officers to the
area for suspicious activity. By coordi-
nating the observations of several neigh-
bors with the time of the Blockwaltcher’s
call, officers identified several potential
suspects, Three juveniles were arrested
and much of the property taken in the
offense was recovered.

On March 18, 1982, Blockwatcher
#91432 requested that officers investigate
some people involved in a “street dis-
turbance.” Officers located the distur-
bance and discovered that two victims
had been stabbed during an altercation.
Officers found the suspect still on the
scene and arrested him and recovered
the 8" hunting knife used in the offense.

While out shopping, Blockwatcher
#91215 exited a store and saw 2 juven-
iles break into a nearby business and
remove property. Officers responded to
her call, arrested the two offenders al-
tempting to flee the scene.

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BEST. Goes On The Air

The energy crisis of the early seven-
ties produced the beginning of a new way
of life for most Americans. As the
availability of petroleum products de-
clined, prices rose. We accustomed our-
selves to new terms that soon became
household words and concerns . . . “gas

lines,” “waste watchers, inflation,”

“E.P.A.,” “55 MPH,” and more.

In an effort to find fuel, and to evade
officers enforcing a lowered speed limit,
many truckers formed an extensive com-
munications network using citizen band
radios, A colorful diaogue of slang be-
came the standard CB jargon of the
truckers. The popularity of the CB radio
eventually caught the fancy of a tre.
mendous segment of the general public.
The popularity was such that CB radios
became, for a while, the most popular
electronic gear in the marketplace. They
continue to have a loyal following today.

CB clubs have sprung-up throughout
the country with members becoming
watchdogs of the highways. Stories
abound of the helpfulness of CBers to
accident victims, lost travelers, police
officers or as a friendly voice on a long
trip.

Within Baltimore there are numerous
formally chartered citizen band and ama-
teur radio clubs, teams, societies or
groups. In addition to the fraternal ties
among the group members is an em-
phasis on assistance to the public

For several months, Police Commis-
sioner Frank J. Battaglia has worked
to enlist citizens in the metropolitan area
to aid their Police Department with our
__ various service missions in the com-
1 unity. Under his direction a viable

ﬁuxi]iary Police Force has been given

new life, the Neighborhood Watch Pro-
gram is ever increasing and taxicabs are
playing the streets as extra eyes and

ears. The Departinent’s citizen involve-
ment efforts now turn to the CB radio
enthusiast,

Citizen band radio clubs have been a
valuable asset to the citizens of our city.
In 1975 a group of CB enthusiasts work-
ed closely with the Department in the
Northwest Baltimore area. By enlisting
the aid of all the current radio clubs, a
genuine feeling of omnipresence can be
realized in Baltimore. The anddition of
these groups to the Department’s grow-
ing citizen ranks can increase rapidity
of response to incidents and create more
citizen involvement in the reporting of
criminal acts or other conditions which
affect public safety.

Baltimore has been called “The Jewel
of the Chesapeake.” Our pride in our
city swells as we proudly proclaim that
“Baltimore is Best.” It is only proper
then that this venture be known as the
“Baltimore Electronic Sentry Teams”
or by its acronym BEST.

B.ES.T. is organized in a fashion
which is easily compatible with the vari-
ous radio clubs operations and the De-.
partment’s need.

If a member of a participating B.E..
S.T. organization sees an incident that
needs to be brought to the Police De-
pariment’s attention the member calls
his group’s base station, The base sta-
tion, manned 24 hours a day, then con-
tacts the Department’s Communications
Division via telephone using the emer.
gency number 222.3333. A patrol unit
is then dispatched. As with a Block-
watcher, the base station caller remains
anonymous. Written logs will be main.
tained by club coordinators and Police
Department coordinators to serve as a
ready reference of activities and ser-

}On April 14, 1982 more than 100
youngsters, students of the Northfeld
Elementary School, visited the Baliimore
Police Department to get & first hand
look at how a large urban law enforce-
ment agency functions.

Dear Sir:
On Friday, March 19, 1982 I was
working late as usual trying to finish up
few extra items. At about 6:40 P.M.
ally left the building eagerly looking
forward to the weekend ahead. Unfortn-
nately, as I turned the corner to go down
Davis St. to my garage, a young black

man atiacked me trying to steal my
purse. It was a devastating experience.
I don’t think I've ever been so scared
or upset in my life. I also felt violated,
and therefore very angry. There are only
two things good about what happened.
First, I'm alive and here to tell the tale.
Second, the assailant was immediately
put in jail

The apprehension of the criminal was
a demonstration of cur city’s police force
at its finest. Within minutes there were
at least five police vehicles on the scene
in pursuit of the man, In addition, there
were several plain clothed gentlemen in
pursuit on foot. My special thanks to
Ms. June Malamis, the arresting officer
who reacted quickly enough to follow
the man, apprehend him and recover
the purse. My understanding is that she
was alone at the time she caught him. I
was impressed by her ability to handle
the situation, and am glad she is on the
force.

Additional thanks go to Mr. Dannis
Fulton, one of the plain clothed men on
foot. He is currently a bail bondsman.
Not only was he additional back-up on
the arrest, but he came over to me and
helped calm me down, He then accom-
panied me to my car, rode with me part
way to the station, and offered his assist-
ance in the future if it was needed. He
also said he would do everything he
could to prevent the assailant from get-
ting out on bail.

I was extremely appreciative of every-
one's help. [ only hope that I never have
to go through anything like that again,
I want the assailant behind bars as long
as possible. He now knows my path to
the car, and when its dark, he’ll have a
much easier time finding me than 1 will
seeing him. If he plea bargains for a
short sentence, he might be back on the
streets in a few months. The next time
he might decide to carry and use a weap-
on. Don't let that happen, PLEASE!
The first court session is scheduled for
April 20, 1982, 9:00 AM. PLEASE,
help me send this guy to jail for a long
time.

An initial goal has been reached by
Captain Mervin L. Spiwak and his Neigh-
borhood Watch Program Staff. Early
this week Captain Spiwak reported that
10,000 households have been recruited
as Blockwatchers, This achievement was
npt easy, During the past five months,
Community Relations Officers have met
with hundreds of groups within the com.
munity. Nearly every television sla.tion,
radio station and major newspaper in
the area has featured the Neighborhood
Watch Program. More than 60 Neigh-
borhood Watch stories have been re-
ported in community newspapers and
newsletters.

Thousands of homes have been visited
by officers in Entrance Level Training
informing the homeowner of the value
of the Blockwatch Program to their com.
munity.

Recent figures indicate that the ex-
panded Neighborhood Watch Program
is having an impact upon various com-
tnunities in the area.

Nearly 1,800 calls for service have
heen generated by individual Block-
watchers. As of last week, more than
55 arrests have resulted from these calls.

Nearly 60% of those arrests were for
Part I Offenses!

Caplain Spiwak also reports an un-
expected result of Neighborhood Watch,
One of the unfortunate facts of modern
life is the tendency of people to not know
their neighbors. Because of a common
tie with the Blockwatch Program, many
people are suddenly discovering their
neighbors for the first time. In some
areas this new ‘“neighborhood aware-
ness” has led to the formation of neigh-
borhood associations and coalitions
which never existed before. Because of
the Neighborhood Watch Program, seme
communities are uniting to address other

“No way,” says Captain Spi-
wak, “the Blockwatch Program, along
with other ‘New Mood' programs sup-
ported by Commissioner Battaglia, must
grow Lo involve ALL citizens if Balti-
more is to be a national leader in crime
resistance during the eighties.”

A New K-9 Area

Since its inception in 1957, The K.9
Unit has shared a number of facilities
with other operational forces, most re-

cently those of the Tactical Section.
While sharing facilities has proven to
be adequate, it was, and is not, the ideal
situation, The physical needs of the
canines has long required separate facili-
ties for exercising and kenneling the
animals and maintaining a training and
public demonstration area.

Under the auspices of Mayor William
Donald Schaefer and through the co-
operation of Police Commissioner Frank
J. Battaglia, Mr. Douglas Tawney, Direc.
tor of Recreation and Parks, and the
Park Board, the K-9 Unit will soon have
a facility which meets ils unique needs.

The site is located in Druid Hill Park.
When completed it will not only be
functional to the K-9 Unit but will also
serve as an additional police presence
and public attraction in the park.

The facility will contain office space,
a roll-call room, locker room, showers,
lavatory facilities and kennels in which
the dogs will be housed. An area suitable
for exercise, in-service canine training
and a public demonstration area will he
located adjacent to the new compound.

just “part of the job" it is now known
to be directly related to physical and
emotional problems affecting police offi.
cers.

The causes of stress are identifiable,
the signs of stress are patterned, the re-
sults of stress can be tragic. Stress is not
confined to certain people of positions,
It transends all ranks, from the newest
recruit to top level management.

In an effort to identify and combat
the effects of stress, the Education and
Training Division includes in its current
In-Service Training Program a block
of instruction dealing with stress in
law enforcement.

During the course officers identify
what stress is: the body's physical, men.
tal and chemical reaction to situations
that frighten, confuse, endanger or even
excile a person. All stress, the students
are told, is not harmful. In fact, some
stress in life is inevitable and is often
beneficial. Moderate levels of stress actu-
ally improve a persons performance.
When tension levels, caused by job or
personal tensions begin to rise, without
“stress reducers,” problems can actually
alter a persons physical state.

Through the use of sell evaluations,
exercises, films, and worksheets, the stu-
dent is led to identify his or her own
levels of stress and their particular life-
style which may centribute to it.

Most importantly the course offers
methods by which stress may be reduced.
Stress reducers such as exercise, relaxa.

tion, diet, clarifying life values, pace of
life and more combine to relieve ten-
sions,

Stress . . . ignoring it or fighting it
merely increases it and its consequences.
Coping with stress and even reducing it
can be a valuable ally professionally and

socially,

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Largest Heroin Ring Broken

A nine month investigation by Police
Commissioner Frank J. Batteglia’s Nar-
cotics Task Force resulted in the dis-
semation of the largest Heroin ring ever
known to have operated in Baltimore
on June 4, 1982,

The investigation by police and
State’s Attorney’s Office prosecutors re-
sulted in the indictments, by the Balti-
more Grand Jury, of Maurice D. King,
28, and ten members of his narcotics
distribution organization which did the
majority of its business in East Balti.

"““Fmre.

Investigators said that King's organi.
zation netted at least $200,000.00 per
day selling heroin. They found out that
King supplied mopeds to youngsters who
were paid up to $500.00 a week to pick
up and deliver supplies of heroin. De.
tectives say that the organization, which
also operated two grocery stores, netted

between 50 and 75 million doliars a
year.

Raids conducted on June 4 netted
$176,000.00 in cash, a dozen guns, ten
pounds of cutting material and 414
pounds of high grade heroin which when
processed and packaged for street dis.
tribution would have been worth six and
one-kalf million dollars. Investigators
subsequently recovered another $13,
000.00 from a bank safe deposit box.

Commissioner Battaglia said that he
wanted “to congratulate the men and
women of the Department . . . for their
efforts, for the hours they spent away
from their families and for the profes.
sional way in which they conducted this
investigation.”

So far, because of increased attention
by the entire Department, there have
been more than 6,600 persons arrested

and charged and nearly 400 firearms
and 150 other deadly weapons seized.

The Police Commissioner also restated
a warning that he made on September
1, 1981, when Mayor Donald Schaefer
appointed him, that his committment to
eliminate narcotics from the streets of
our city has not diminished.

The June 4th message was very clear.
Commissioner Battaglia said, “I want to
tell the other pushers who continue to
deal on our streets that we know who
you are. We are watching you and
gathering the evidence needed to effect
your arrests, and hopefully, the courts
will take you off the streets.”

The Commissioner concluded, “The
good citizens of Baltimore will not toler-
ate the dealing of narcotics on our
streets — they are sick and tired of all
of the crime which is connected with this
type of activity.”

ward C, Crowder, Inspectional Services
Division, was informed by a neighbor
that she heard another neighbor next
door screaming. The neighbor was
screaming that she was burning. There
was the odor of smoke in the air. Detec-
tive Crowder ran ouiside and saw
smoke and fire coming from a second
story window. The woman who lived
there had been bedridden for several
months. Detective Crowder entered the
home and was forced to crawl on his
stomach to the victim’s location. He
began dragging the woman, who could
offer no assistance. The detective was
forced to pass under flames that were
near the ceiling. The detective removed
the victim to safety where several other
neighbors extinguished Rames that had
all but consumed the victim’s bathrobe.
Also extinguished were flames on Detec-

tive Crowder’s trousers which had
caught on fire. Even though Detective
Crowder had received minor burns,
he continued to administer the victim
by assisting a responding ambulance
crew with emergency first aid. Detective
Crowder scon recovered from burns to
his hands. The victim however died
from her injuries a week later.

BRONZE STAR

The Bronze Star is awarded when the
circumstances of bravery, dedication to
duty and general achievement exceed
those standards established as routine
police work.

Sergeant Hezzie T. Sessomes, Jr.,
Central District, led a group of officers
for the execution of a Search and Seiz-
ure warrant for narcotics at an apart-
ment building. When the officers entered
the apartment they were met by gunfire
from a man who was standing at the
end of a dark hallway firing a shotgun
at them. One of the officers was struck
in the face by pellets but was able, along
with a second officer, to return fire upon
the suspect. Sergeant Sessomes called
out for the suspect to surrender but was

answered with another shotgun blast.
The Sergeant’s second comrmand to sur-
render caused the suspect, who had been
shot, to surrender to him. The injured
officer soon recovered from his minor
pellet injuries.

Seeing a dwelling on fire, Police
Agent James S. Segeda, Southern Dis.
trict, called for fire apparatus and re-
sponded to the scene to assist with
evacuating residents. When he arrived
he was alerted by a man on the roof
who indicated that several people were
still inside the home. The man could not
escape because of a large sheet of ply-
wood blocking the fire escape. Agent
Segeda climbed the fire escape and
using brute strength, smashed through
the plywood. With the escape route open,
the man dropped a small child to the
Agent before climbing down. After
assisting more than ten residents from
the building, Agent Segeda was assured
by the occupants that all people had
been evacuated. Unfortunately when the
fire was extinguished the bodies of five
children were found inside.

At 9:00 AM. on a rainy Sunday, a
pistol was fired that heralded the start of
of the First Baltimore Police Chase.
The starting gun on June 13, 1982 sent
314 runners from local, state and federal
law enforcement agencies, in addition
to attorneys and families and friends,
on a circutus 10 kilometer (6.2 mile)
route. The course began in front of the
Headquarters building on Fayette Street
and wound its way through downtown
to the Inner Harbor, into South Balti-
more and back to the finish line at the
Shot Tower.

Participants from nearly forty agen-
cies participated in the event from as far
as Virginia Beach, Virginia, to the south,
and Old Town, Maine to the north.
Numerous agencies from adjacent states
including the Federal Bureau of In-
vestigation Nationa! Academy, Maryland
State Police, U.S. Capitol Police, Phila-
delphia Police Department, the U.S.
Drug Enforcement Agency, Pennsylvania
State Police and more, ficlded teams of
runners. Included among the F.B.1L. con-

tingent were Agents from as far as
Hlinois, Missouri and Tennessee.

When the race concluded, 298 run-
ners braved the rain slicked streets and
58 degree temperature to cross the finish
line, The winner of the First Baltimore
Police Chase was David McDonald,
representing the Virginia Beach, Vir-
ginia, Police Department with a time of
30 minutes, 41.8 seconds. He was fol-
lowed by Anthony Grier, Federal Pro-
tective Service, 33:10; Stephen Gun-
zenhauser, Arlington County, Virginia,
Police Department, 33:53; Stephen Gren-
fell, Baltimore Police Department, 34:07
and Dana Johnson, Virginia Beach,
Virginia, Police Department, 34:37, to
round out the top five finishers.

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Battery Danger:

A Word Of Caution

In December, 1978 the NEWS.
LETTER featured an article which dealt
with the potential danger of allowing
service revolver ammunition to come
into contact with the terminals of a
handi-talkie nickel-cadmium battery.

The article described how the Labora-
tory Division, Firearms Unit, duplicated
an experirment, originally performed by
a firearms examiner for a large metro-

The steel spiral in this notebook turned into o
red hot "heating coil’” when it contacted the ter-
minals of @ nickel-cadmium bottery.

7 politan police depariment, in which a

.38 special cartridge exploded when
brought into contact with the terminals
of a nickel-cadmium battery. The ex-
periment graphically demonstrated that
the .38 special ammunition issued by

this agency could explode if handled
improperly. The explosion was caused
by the cartridge short circuiting the
battery causing a rapid heat build up
in the cartridge case which ignited the
propellant powder. The battery itself
became so hot as to distort the case and
render it irreparably damaged.

Officers were cautioned against plac-
ing a handi-talkie battery in pockets
where it could come into contact with
ammunition, keys, coins or anything
metallic,

Last month a bizarre incident oc-
curred at one of the Districts which
again clearly illustrates the potential
hazards of nickel-cadmium batteries.

The following excerpt is from an
officer’s report:

“, . .at approximately 1600 hours on
June 14th, 1982, after completion of
4 x 12 Roll Call, 1 placed my walkie-
talkie battery in my right rear uniform
pant’s pocket. I walked outside to re-
lieve the 8 x 4 officer on the parking lot
of the stationhouse. Approximately two
(2) to three (3) minutes later, while
standing. on the lot, I smelled the
odor of something burning. Seconds
later, I felt a burning sensation te my
right buttock, subsequently I discovered
that my pants were on fire. I immedi-
ately reached into my back pocket,
pulled out the walkie-talkie battery and
threw same to the ground, at the same
time patting my clothing and extinguish.
ing the fire. Investigation revealed that
a small note pad with a metal coiled
spiral made contact with the battery's
terminals, which caused the fire. My
injuries were minor consisting of a
burn blister to the right buttock and to
the thumb of my left hand. My uni-

Presidential
Appointment

President Ronald Reagan has ap-
pointed Deputy Police Commissioner
Bishop L. Robinson, Operations Bureau,
to the Advisory Board of the National
Institute of Justice. The Board, com-
prised of 21 experts from throughout
the nation, recommends policies and
sets priorities for {federal, state and
local focus on Criminal Justice issues.

BISHOP L. ROBINSON

The National Institute of Justice is a
research, development and evaluation
center within the U.S. Department of
Justice. Established in 1979 by the
Justice System Improvement Act, NIJ
builds upon the foundation laid by the
former National Institute of Law En.
forcement and Criminal Justice, the first
major Federal research program on
crime and justice.

Carrying out the mandate assigned
by Congress, the National Institute of
Justice:

— Sponsors research and develop-
ment to improve and strengthen
the criminal justice system and
related civil justice aspects, with

Shortly after this incident, Police
Commissioner Frank J. Battaglia issued
a safely warning concerning the port-
able transceiver and batiery. He warned,

¥, . .in any mann:zr (i.e. pocket, brief-
case, etc.) that would allow any metallic
or other conductive object to make con.
tact with the charging studs. This con.
lact may cause a short circuit resulting
in a fire.”

The nickel-codmium power pock invelved in
this incident became overheoted and irreparobly
domoged.

The NEWSLETTER also repeats its
cautionary statement of four years ago,
“the valve of portable transceivers has
been demonsirated graphically on nu-
merous occasions. Through neglect or
misuse however, the nickel-cadmium
power pack may react with disastrous
results.”

Police Commissioner Frank J. Battaglia announced on July 15, 1982 that
serious crimes reported to police decreased 12.5% in the first six months

of 1982 as compared with the same period last year.

Violent crime, Murder, Rape, Robbery and Aggravated Assault showed
a reduction of 10.9%. Property crimes, Burglary, Larceny and Auto Theft

experienced a 13% decrease.

The Police Commissioner is pleased with the 6 month reduction in serious
crime. He cites increased enforcement of the narcotics laws, continuation of
the “High Crime” footposts created with the assistance of Baltimore Mayor
William Donald Schaefer and a high rate of production by the men and
women of the Department as some of the influences which have reduced

The Commissioner also said that the more than 10,000 Neighborhood
Block Watchers and the successful institution of a new Auxiliary Police
Unit have played a key role in bringing down the number of serious crimes

They spend their day playing ball in
the grass, chasing butterflies, or just
lounging around for a quiet moment,
using a tall shade tree as a backrest.

First Unit Citation

A new meritorious service award,
conceived and authorized by Commis.
sioner Frank J. Battaglia, was issued
for the first time by the Commissioner
during ceremonies following graduation
exercises last week.

The Narcotics Task Force of the Crim-
inal Investigation Division’s Vice Sec-
tion, was singled out to receive the
Department’s first “Unit Citation”,

The Unit Citation is intended to
commend extraordinary law enforce-
ment performance, attention to duty,
or contributions to this agency or to
the general welfare of the citizens of
Baltimore. Any bureau, division, dis-
trict, section, subdivision, unit or squad
of members of the Department is eligible
for the Unit Citation. The criteria for
this award is the same as the “Regular
Commendation” when a group effort is
recognized.

The Narcotics Task Force was singled
out for its remarkable performance dur-
ing the past several months.

Moments after taking his Oath of
Office on September 1, 1981, Commis-
sioner Battaglia pledged to intensify the
Department’s effort to combat illegal
narcotics activity. As a resunlt, The Nar-
cotics Task Force was created on Septem.
ber 14, 1981. Officers from the Criminal
Investigation Division, the nine Police
Districts and the Tactical Section, came
together in a coordinated effort to im-
pact upon illicit drug trafficking in
Baltimore.

The Task Force has attacked the nar-
cotics problem on three levels. First,
the Task Force has increased efforts to
seck out and arrest street level dealers.
Secondly, detectives have successfully
conducted investigations to reach into
the centers of the organizations which

bring narcotics into the area. Just one
of these investigations recently resuited
in the elimination of the largest heroin
organization in the history of the city.
Finally, the Task Force has reached into
the community to offer information and
assistance to parents who believe that
narcotics have invaded their households.

During the past 10 months the Nar.
cotics Task Force has accounted for
more than 1900 drug related arrests
resulting in more than 4100 narcotics
charges. In addition they have seized
more than 450 firearms and nearly 200
other deadly weapons that could have
been turned on law abiding citizens.

Agressive  enforcement, combined
with treatment and prevention pro-
grams, has had a positive impact on
the drug problem. Commissioner Battag-
lia has credited the work of the Task
Force with helping in the reduction of
serious crimes in 1982. The work of the
Task Force has also received consider.
able media atlention reflecting positive-
ly on the Department.

Lieutenant Joseph P. Newman, Of-
ficer-in-Charge of the Criminal Investi-
gation Division Vice Section received
the Unit Citation from Commissioner
Battaglia. In addition, each member of
the Task Force will receive a ribbon
from the Police Commissioner to com.-
memorate the event,

New Traffic
Programs

The Baltimore Police Department is
now actively involved in two programs
designed to make our streets safer for
pedestrians and drivers.

Baltimore's Mayor William Donald
Schaefer has designated 1982 as The
Year of the Pedestrian. Special efforts
have been undertaken to increase safety
for the thousands who walk the streets of
Baltimore daily.

Special signals and enforcement acti-
vators at Light and Lombard Streeis and
at Lombard and Greene have enhanced
the safety of those crossing at these in-
tersections, An average of 100 sum-
monses per month are being given to
motorists who fail to yield the right of
way to pedestrians,

On July 1, 1982 a new State Law went
into effect. This law, Transportation
Article 21-502, requires motorists to
STOP and yield the right of way to a
pedestrian who is crossing the roadway
in a marked crosswalk or in an un-
marked crosswalk at an intersection
which is not controlled by a signal light.

Officers are enforcing this new law
and motorists who fail to yield the right
of way to crossing pedestrians may re-
ceive a summons.

The Department is also cooperating in
a statewide program by the Maryland
State Police involving citizens. Reporting
suspected intoxicated drivers to local
law enforcement agencies, The program
was initiated on July 1, 1982 in an effort
to change drinking and driving habits
by encouraging the public to report in-
toxicated drivers., The hoped for result,
of course, is to reduce aleohol related
traffic incidents.

The Department welcomes and en-
courages any effort to involve our cit-

ing of your Detention Center we will
now be able to explain to our clients the
process that many of them experience,
but are not capable of comprehending
initially.

Our staff was also able to learn about
Emergency Admission Procedures. Be-
cause we offer a 24 hour emergency
screening and evaluation service, we
receive a lot of calls from individuals
seeking psychiatric evaluation and/or
admission for their loved ones. The new
changes in the Emergency Admission
Act are quite significant as they give
our citizens an optional method of
receiving help for those persons be-
lieved to be a danger to themselves or
others,

Before closing, 1 would also like to
extend my thanks to: Officers Stewart
and Mackowski for providing us with
transportation, Lt. Woodstock for the
guided tour of the police station, Agent
Fox, Col. Stromberg, and Capt. Turner
for coordinating our visit.
