More than three dozen children
woke up and rushed down the hall
to the Christmas tree to open a gift
brought especially lor them. It may
have been the only time in their lives
that they have gotien such a present.
The children are al the center due 10
abandonment, neglect, sexual or
pphysical abuse. For a 60 day period
they undergo a series of clinical tests
and an assessment will be made by a
multi-disciplinary team of social
workers, psychologists and other
specialists who will determine their
destiny in a foster care program.

Ounly ten of the 48 children were able

Unusual Fire
Rescue

On November 19, 1990, Oflicers
Terry J. Valentine and Michael D.
Glenn, Northwestern District, and
Officer Trainee William D. Garrett,
Education and Training Division,
were working in the area ol the
Pimlico Race Track when they
noticed smoke in the direction of the
stables. Once inside, they discovered
that bales of hay were fully engulfed
in flames. The olficers could see that
several horses were trapped inside.
The fire was advancing close to the
animals so something needed to be
done immediately.

Without delay, they rushed 10 open
the stable gates but found that the
entrance was partially blocked by a
bale of burning hay. While the [ire
deparument was on the way, the
officers found a narrow passage
through the heavy smoke. Several of
the horses had begun to panic and
reared into the air neighing franti-
cally. The Officers quickly learned
that guiding horses 10 safety was not
an easy task. Each horse had 10 be
individually led out of the barn. Many
of the horses did not have halers so
the officers used the harses’ blankets
to guide them out. Several of the
horses resisted, forcing the officers 10
use their hands as blinders as a method
lo calm the horses down. While using
these techniques, the officers led more
than 20 horses onto the parking lot.
Once out on the parking lot, the horses
had 10 be rounded up again before they
were brought under control.

Fire officials say that the horses
would have perished il it were not for

1o spend Christmas with their fami-
lies. The others spent the day in a
dormitory. Waking up to eat breakfast
in a group followed by games super-
vised by the recreational staff. Dinner
was later in the day and they retired
to bed without a hug or kiss from a
relative.

Their ages range from § months to
14 years of age and many have endured
long periods of abuse or neglect. “We
could never make up what has hap-
pened in their lives but for them 10
receive a present as an expression of
love from someone will make a
difference,” said Ms. Lynne A. Love,
Executive Assistant to the Director.
The Woodbourne Children’s Diag-
nostic Treatment Center's budget
restraints covers only the basic needs
of the children so the gifts donated
by the midnight shift of the Commun-
ications Division were warmly wel-
comed by the stalf.

Police Emergency Dispatcher Cathy
Smith, Communications Division,
said that the members on her shift
wanled to do something different this
Holiday season instead of the tradi-
tional gift exchange among co-
workers. “We know f[irst hand that
there are others who are experiencing
hard umes and would appreciate the
spirit ol fellowship much more than
keeping it among ourselves,” says
Smith,

P.E.D. Smith contacted Mr. How-
ard Qlshanski, Director of the Wood-
bourne Children’s Diagnostic Treat-
ment Center and made arrangements
for the gifts to be delivered to the center
on December 23, 1990. Each member
on the shiflt drew a slip of paper from
a box which had the first name, sex
and age of the child and bought a gift
especially for each of them.

Due to legal complications the
children could not be identified or
personally meet the members of the
shift but the message was still
delivered.

On December 17,1990, members of
the Department's Helicopter Unit
celebrated their Twentieth Anniver-
sary at Martin State Airport located
in Essex, Maryland. The Helicopier
Unit, commonly referred o as “Fox-
trot,” had reached a milestone in law
enforcement history by amassing over
71,642 accident-Iree [light hours while
flying patrol flights over Baltimore.

The ceremony marking this event
was attended by the Honorable Mayor
Kurt L. Schmoke, Police Commis-
stoner Edward V. Woods, Major Regis
R. Raffensberger (Technical Advisor
to the Helicopter Unit), members of
the Command Stafl, distinguished
guests, personnel from Omnillight
Airways who perform the main-
tenance on the Department's five
Schweizer 300C helicopters and pre-
sentt and former members of the unit.

Following the opening remarks, a
Unit Citation was presented to the
men and women ol the Helicopter
Unit for their outstanding work
during the peroid of October 1982,
through October 1980. During this
period of time, the Helicopter Unit
collectively amassed the [ollowing
operational statistics:

SILVER STAR

The Silver Star is awarded by the
Police Commissioner for a great
danger and personal risk without
endangering or jeopardizing the lives
of others and perform in such a
manner as the performance must
clearly indicate that the sworn
member displayed ouistanding ability
and fudgment in the prevention or
solution of a crime, and the arvest of
those responsible, and is thereby set
apar! and distinguished from other
members.

Officer Michael J. Johnson received
a Silver Star for an arrest that occurred
on July 13, 1990. Oflicer Johnson
Jeceived information about a suspect
who was in possession of 50 to 70 bags
of cocaine. He saw the suspect in the
700 block of Chase Street. When
Officer Johnson approached the man,
a struggle ensued. The suspect pulled

a .38 caliber handgun [rom his waist-
band and pointed it at the officer's
chest. Oflicer Johnson was able to
push the suspect’s hands away from
his chest just as the gun discharged.
The gun fell to the ground. Officer
Johnson continued 1o wrestle with the
suspect until help arrived. He was
treated at the nearby hospital for a
gunshot wound to the thigh.

The suspect was charged with
Assault with Intent to Murder, Felony
Handgun Violation, Resisting Arrest
and Possession of Cocaine with Intent
to Distribute.

This
year it was [illed with the same
excitement but the youngsters also
learned that no matier what your
predicament, maybe you can still find
some way (o help others,”” he
continued,

Officer Wagner learned that in the
community of Ravenna, Ky. the
children needed warm clothing, He
developed an idea to help the two
communities.

A box of miuens and hats was
delivered several days before Christ-
mas. Sister Alice Rohe of the Saint
Elizabeth Center in Ravenna wrate,
“Thank you so much for thinking ol
us and our Qutreach Program for the
Mountain People of Appalachia.
Thetr [aces were happy flaces when
they saw the warm clothing, especially
with the cold weather headed our way.
For a week now, we have had flood
watches., The Kentucky River is at
flood level and it flows through this
little mountain town. So besides the
poverty, the weather causes hardships
for the people.”

“The party provided an opportun-
ity for the people of Baltimore 1o gain
self-esteem in [eeling considerate ol
others regardless of their financial
situation and the people of Ravenna
learned the true spirit of Brotherhood
from a community located many miles
away,” said Olflicer Wagner.
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On December 21, 1990, a ceremony was held
at the Memarial Shrine in the lobby of Police
Headquorters Building. Police Commissioner
Edword V. Woods placed a wreath at the
Memaoriol Shrine and was assisted by Major Harry
J. Koffenberger Jr., Commonder of the Southeast-
arn District, (left) ond Mrs. Helen Wheeler,
President of the Southeast District Community
Relations Council.

Effective January 1, 1991, City
employees/retirees will only be
allowed to add dependents under
certain circumnstances.

“Somewhere in Baltimore a
child asks, ‘Mommy, where’s my
daddy? . . . and the mother cries.
This is Police Commissioner
Edward Woods. Mayor Kurt L.
Schmoke and I ask your help in
ridding our streets of illegal guns
and those who use them. The gun
you see today might be used
tonight . . . maybe against your
loved ones. Call 911 to report an

__tllegal weapon. And please . . .

Ytop the tears.”

That message, from the Police
Commissioner, is being broadcast by
Baltimore Radio Stations as part of
a growing campaign to encourage
citizens 10 report the whereabouts of
illegal guns by calling the 911 Emer-
gency Number.

At a press conference Monday,
January 21, 1991, Mayor Kurt L.
Schmoke and Commissioner Woods
displayed 326 weapons, the number
which had come into police custody
since the announcement began airing
on Baltimore Radio Stations on
December 13, 1990. Of that number
16 weapons were recovered by the
police as the result of telephone calls
to the 911 Emergency Number report-
ing, “a man with a gun.”

In his comments to reporters Mayor
Schmoke said, “Disarmament must
begin at home . . . This country must
be ashamed of the amount of guns on

_ the streets today.”

) Commissioner Woods pointed out
that citizens who call the 911 Emer-
gency Number to report an illegal
weapon will not be connected with the
call and will not.be asked to testify

if, in [act, police do recover the
weapon.

Members of the Police Department
are being encouraged to spread the
word throughout the community that
guns they report will be recovered by
police. They need to assure citizens
that they will not be identified and
that they will not be asked to partic-
ipate in the prosecution of the illegal
gun cases.

Last year, members of the Police
Department recovered 2,244 weapons
for all causes. That averages 200 guns
per month. It is hoped that the “Stop
the Tears” campaign and word of
mouth advertising by members of the
Department will encourage even more
calls to the 911 Emergency Number
and will result in an increase in the
number of illegal weapons which will
come into our custody.

In an additional effort to impact
against illegal weapons the Police
Commissioner has announced two
new enforcement initiatives in Balti-
more. One, a partnership between the
Baltimore Police Department and the
Drug Enforcement Administration,
will be aimed at illegal drug organ-
izations which use illegal weapons to
conduct their business.

The second, Project Achilles, will
utilize Baltimore Police Officers and
Agents of the Bureau of Alcohol,
Tobacco and firearms. This effort is
directed at targeting, investigating,
and prosecuting those who qualify for
mandatory sentencing under Federal
statutes.

Those who are convicted will be

sentenced to Federal Correctional
facilities.

Combined
Charity

Contributions Up

The 1990 Combined Charity Cam-
paign which was conducted last fall
drew contributions from 3,056
members of the Baltimore Police
Department. That figure represents
89% participation in the annual
campaign which is designed to sup-
port agencies which support all kinds
of service to members of the
community.

Contributions to the Combined
Charity Campaign in 1990, totaled
$78,675.65 as compared with a 1989
total of $67,687.34, an increase of 16%.

Police Commissioner Edward V.
Woods has expressed his appreciation
to the thousands of members of the
Police Department who responded
favorably to the 1990 Combined
Charity Campaign. Bi-weekly payroll
deductions will enable agencies in
Central Maryland 1o conduct medical
research, treatment, and other services.
Additonally, contributions will be
used to feed the hungry and to house
the homeless.

It is significant that 9 out of 10
sworn and civilian members of the
Police Department were willing to
demonstrate that their concern for the
community they protect have gone a
step further by participating in the
Combined Charity Campaign.

The theme of the 1990 Combined
Charity Campaign was,‘ Caring
Together, We Make A Difference.”

Since 1984, members of the Balti-

more Police Department have worked

and human services to our neighbors.
The Combined Charity Campaign has
special meaning for the 1 in 8 families
in Baltimore City, Anne Arundel,
Baltimore, Carroll, Harford and
Howard Counties who will in some
way benefit from agencies which have
received contributions. More than 217
different social services and health
agencies are supported by contribu-
tions made by members of the Balti-
more Police Department.

A Day at the
Lake

The Marine Battle Guide speaks of
clearing individual rooms very specil-
ically. Marines are to throw grenades
in the room and then follow with burst
of semi-automatic fire to clear them.
This combat in a built-up area sce-
nario has been rehearsed many times
by Marines both in peace time training
and combat. So, the Marines of Echo
Company 2/25 were wondering why
was the Baliimore Police Depart-
ment's Quick Response Team teach-
ing them combat in a built-up area
and more specifically actions in
individual buildings.

What the Marines of Echo Com-
pany 2/25 did learn were reflinements
to those techniques taught in the
battle guide plus additional knowl-

edge and training from the true
experts in barricaded entry, the Bal-
timore Quick Response Team. The
idea for this wraining started months
ago and layed with an Echo Company
Marine, Gunnery Sergeant Kundral.
Gunnery Sergeant Kundrat, is a
member of the Baltimore Quick
Response Team and he saw the
opportunity for excellent wraining for
the Marines and a chance for the
Quick Response Team to share their
wealth of knowledge with some of the
people that might count on that
knowledge. Gunnery Sergeant Kun-
drat approached both of his com-
manding officers; his Marine corps
commanding officer and his com-
manding officer for the Baltimore
Police Department with a novel idea.
He wanted to have Baltimore Police
Department train the Marines of Echo
Company in an area located near
Cheet Lake, West Virginia. This is an
outstanding area as an old out of
service factory was sitting there and
waiting to be used. Both parties agreed
that it was an excellent idea and the
training was born.

The day started with 3 olficers from
the Baltimore Police Department
giving various classes on techniques
of entry, barricades, and individual
movement in the built-up area. The
Marines paid clase attention for these
men had done over 1,000 hostile
entries and had neither a casualty both
on the friendly or hostile side.

The Marines learned a wealth of
techniques from the Israeli shuffle to
mutual support and the entire concept
of flushing out a building. After the
morning instruction, they were eager
to take on the practical application
portion. This portion consisted of an
old office building which the com-
pany staff had rigged with barricades
and flash-bang simulators. The com-
pany was broken down into teams and
now it was lime to put the training
into practice.

Each team went through with an
instructor {rom the Baltimore Quick
Response Team. His critique at the
end of the wzining evolution would
be invalnable.

The training . . . what can we say

about the training? The Marines ate -
it up. The use of live aggressors,
blanks, smoke, and flash-bang simu-
lators added to the realism of the entire
package. The Marines got hot, sweaty,
dirty and some became casualties in

a training sense. The day went well,

the Marines learned much, and teams

volunteered to do another evolution
of the barricaded entry. The Baltimore

Quick Response Team did an out-

standing job and received an immense

amount of satisfaction knowing that
they were training Marines who some
day might go into live combat. The

Marines came away with excellent

training and also renewed respect for

what the policeman on the street must
do when there is a hostage/barricaded
situation.

BRONIE STAR

The Bronze Star is awarded when
 the circumstances of bravery, dedica-

tion to duty and general achievement
exceed those standards established as
routine police work.

Officer Timothy K. Chester, Central
District, responded to the 900 bleck
of Argyle Avenue as a back-up unit

for officers of the Housing Authority
Police who were arresting two sus-
pects who were trespassing and in
possession of nearly $8,000.00 in cash.
When Officer Chester arrived he wa
informed that two additional suspects
began to interfere in the investigation
and when one was ordered to leave,
the suspect went inside an apartment
building instead of leaving the pre-
mises. Officer Chester was joined by
Officer Bryan Donahue to search for
the suspect. Suddenly, the Officers
heard the suspect yell out to them and
then heard the sound of gun [ire.
Officer Donahue was struck and [ell
1o the ground. Officer Chester seeing
this, ran through hostile gun fire to
pull Officer Donahue to salety.

With the assistance of Officer
Chester, medical help arrived to
transport the injured officer to the
hospital for treatment for a gun shot
wound to the leg. The suspect was
later identified and arrested.

Officer Kenneth J. Driscoll, Central
District, saved the life by applying first
aid to a vicim of a serious assault.
The victim received serious injuries to
his face and was choking when the
officer arrived, Officer Driscoll app-
lied the “Heimlich” maneuver and
restored breathing to the injured man.

Officer Robert L. Smith, Central
District, was dispatched to the 600
block of N. Calvert Street, a parking
garage, [or a man attempting suicide.
Upon Officer Smith’s arrival, he was
directed to the top level where he
observed a man walking on the ledge.
Officer Smith cautiously drove
towards the man getting close enough
o talk to him.

He talked to the man for more than
an hour. Officer Smith [inally con-
vinced him to get down from the ledge,
get into the patrol car and be driven
to the hospital [or treatment.

Officers Michael W. Cichowicz and
William E. Walters, Southern District,
received a Bronze Star for successfully
convincing a man to surrender a large
caliber gun during a barricade inci-
dent which occurred in April of last
year. When the officers arrived at the
scene, they were confronted by an
armed gunman who was holding a
woman hostage. The gunman pointed

the weapon at them several times and
continued to point it at the hostage.

Sergeant Richard Koel wrote in the
nomination to the Meritorious Con-
duct Board, that the “officers saved an
innocent citizen from certain bodily
harm or possibly death. By remaining
calm in a situation as explosive as they
found themselves in, the officers were
able 1o defuse the situation with no
harm to the citizen, suspect or any
officer on the scene.”

Officer Avon G. Mack, Jr., Western
District, was given a description of a
suspect who was in possession of a
pistol. With the assistance of Foxtrot,
Officer Mackel located the suspect in
the 700 block of Carey Street. The
Officer followed the suspect into the
building and found him walking up
the stairs. When the suspect discovered
the officer behind him, he suddenly
turned, pointed the handgun at the
olficer, pulled the trigger, and then
ran. The weapon misfired. Officer
Mackel pursued the suspect into an
apartment where he was arrested. An
additional gun was recovered from the
suspect's car.

Sergeant Leslie Edwards, Jr., Offi-
cers Darnell C. Brock, Walter G.
Davis, Shawn T. Gilbert and Louis
H. Hopson, Northwestern District,
were assisting members of the Crim-
inal Investigation Division in execut-
ing an arrest warrant for a homicide
suspect. As they attempted to gain
entrance to the house, the officers
heard gunfire. They immediately
observed several neighbors who were
in the line of fire and began to evacuate
the dwellings as the gunlire erupted
again. The officers were able to get
the occupants to safety, arrest the
suspect and did not have to resort Lo
deadly [orce.

Batiaglia Signal 13 Foundation Scho-
larship Program for the children of
members of the Baltimore Police
Department.

The Signal 13 Foundation was
formed in 1982 to provide assistance
to employees of the Baltimore Police
Department. Through the years the

oundation has been able to assist
members of the Department who were
faced with unexpected expenses
caused by medical and other emer-
gency situations.

The Signal 13 Foundation is sup-
ported by gifts from Baltimore area
businesses and individuals who are
interested in assisting members of the
Police Department in need. This
program has now been expanded to
the point that the Foundation will be
able to provide college scholarship
assistance to children of members of
the Police Department.

The Scholarship assistance will be
available to legal dependents of active
members of the Ballimore Police
Department who have been on active
duty for at least one year, and who
have completed their probationary
period.

Funding will be limited o students
who will be or who are presently
_attending a Maryland College or

“University. Awards may be granted (o
out of state students only if their major
field of study is not offered within the
State of Maryland,

To be eligible students must be

enrolled on a [ull-time basis, consist-
ing of 12 credits per semester in a
degree-granting program. Students
requesting scholarship assistance
must demonsurate financial need as
determined by the Financial Aid Form
of the College Scholarship Service.

Those who will be applying for
scholarship assistance as entering
freshman must meet the admission
standards of the college or university
they choose to attend. Those who are
currently enrolled in college must
have a Grade Point Average of at least
2.50 on a 4-point scale.

Students who wish to apply for a
scholarship from the Signal 13 Foun-
dation must express their interest in
writing, indicating which college or
university they plan to attend. This
letter should contain a statement
granting the college or university the
authority to release need analysis
information from the Financial Aid
Form to the Foundation's Scholarship
Committee.

Families of
City Employees
in Gulf to
get extra Benefits

Mayor Kurt L. Schmoke said that
the City of Baliimore has been con-
tunuing to evaluate ways in which it
can he of assistance to the family
members of City employees who are
serving in the Persian Gull.

“In the wake ol those elforts,” said
Mayor Schmoke, “I am pleased to
announce that we have devised a way
to continue health insurance benelits
to families ol our City employees
called 10 acuve duty.”

The revised policy, which the
Mayor said was developed by his
Personne! Director in conjunciion
with the Department of Finance,
means the City will pay the full cost
of basic health insurance coverage,
exclusive of prescription and vision
plans, for family members of City
employees now serving in the Persian
Gulf. The policy would also apply 1o
those employees who may yet be
activated during the current Gulf War.

“These are trying times for all of
us,”” Mayor Schmoke said, “I'm
hoping that by picking up the otal
cost, that is both the employee's share
and the city’s portion, of health
Insurance coverage, we can make it a
little less burdensome for these fam-
ilies waiting for their loved ones to
return.”

The Mayor said the new policy will
have an immediate impact on at least
20 families who will be reinstated, at
no cost, in the City’s health insurance
benefits program.

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The number ol serious crimes
reporled to the Baltimore Police
Department rose 9.3% in 1990 as
compared to 1989,

Violent crime; murder, rape,
robbery and aggravated assault rose
14.9%. Property crime; burglary,
larceny and auto theft were up 7.7%
for the period.

The number of persons arrested [or
serious crimes also rose in 1990, The
increase was 6.6%. The highest
increase in arrests was in the murder
category. Those arrests were up 41.6%.
The clearance rate for murders last
year in Baltimore was 75.7%. The
national average for homicide clear-
ances was 68%.

Of the 305 murders recorded in
_ Baltimore last year, 207 or 67.9%
involved the use of a handgun. A knife
was used in 53 or 17.4% of the homi-

cides which occurred last year.

Suatistics for 1990 indicate that 166
or 54.4% of the murders occurred
between acquaintances, 4.3% between
boyfriends and girlfriends and 6.6%
among family members.

Baltimore Mayor Kurt L.. Schmoke
and Baltimore Police Commissioner
Edward V. Woods have expressed their
concern over the large number of
illegal guns which are being carried
on the streets. Commissioner Woods'
“Stop the Tears” campaign, public
service announcements on several
Baltimore radio stations, urges citi-
zens to dial 911 Emergency Number
to give information about guns being
carried on the street.

Active attention to illegal gun
complaints is essential if these wea-
pons are to be taken out of circulation.

Officer Completes DRE School

More than 35 thousand people were
arrested in Maryland during 1989 for
driving impaired due to the consump-
tion of alcohol. It is believed that there
are additionally a large number of

people that are driving under the
influence of drugs. According to the
Drug Recognition Experts School
manual, “It is not exactly clear how
many drug-impaired drivers are on

our nation's roads, or how many
crashes they cause. But even the most
conservative estimates indicate that
these drivers kill thousands of Amer-
icans, and injure at least tens of
thousands of others each year.”

Officer Gary O. Green, Traffic
Enforcement Unit, Motorcyle Squad
is the first law enforcement officer in
the Baltimore Police Department and
among the first 6 law enforcement
officers in the State of Maryland who
has completed special training to
detect drugged drivers. He recently
completed a seven day training course
on drug evaluation and classification
called the Drug Recognition Experts
School (DRE).

The DRE School instructs law
enforcement officers on how to exam-
ine a suspect's eyes, look for injection
sites on the arms and legs and take
the suspect’s vital signs to detect
evidence of the various kinds of drugs.
This drug evaluation will not deter-
mine the exact kind of drug used, but
the examining oificer will be able to
classify the suspected drug in one of
seven categories which are stimulants,
depresants, inhalants, hallucinogens,
phencyclidine, narcotic analgesic and
cannabis.

Officer Green explains that the
procedures for examining a suspected
suspect should not be used as a field
sobriety test. It should be used as a
post arrested investigative tool once a
breathalyzer determines that alcohol
is not the drug that is impairing the
driver. The arresting officer will still
use probable cause in making an DWI
arrest but if the arresting officer
cannot determine what drug was
abused, he will call a DRE officer.

Once the DRE program is fully
operational, a DRE expert will assess
distinguishable characteristics of the
different type of drugs. The DRE's
examination of the arrested driver can
be used as an additional aid in case
development like laboratory test
which will still be needed. Officer
Green says that a Drug Recognition
Expert will also assist the olficer in
determining if prescribed drugs were

possibly used to disguise illegal drug
use. Based on the DRE’s knowledge
of how the drug effects the body, he
will be able 10 assess what category
of drug was ingested.

Officer Green is now a Drug Recog-
nition Expert Instructor and is pres-
ently training law enforcement offi-
cers throughout Maryland.

DRE programs have been successful
in other states such as Calilornia,
Indiana, Arizona.

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Mayor Speaks to Graduation
Class

Baltimore Mayor Kurt L. Schmoke
delivered the Graduation Address at
Commencement Exercises of Class 90-
3. Nearly 400 members of the Depart-
ment, relatives of the graduates, and
City Council members attended the
ceremony which took place in the
Headquarters Auditorium on Febru-
ary 22, 1991.

Mayor Kurt L. Schmoke addresses graduating
Police Officers ot Graduotion Exercises last
Friday.

In his address, Mayor Schmoke
shared his thoughts with the graduates
and then asked them 1o remember
several key poims. He said, "Police
work has never been easy, but you have

joined the ranks during an especially
difficult vme.” He highlighted the
budget restrictions during the reces-
ion, domestic violence, increasing

legal narcotic trafficking, and other
crime problems faced throughout
cities in America.

The Mayor emphasized that there
are many people ready to assist the

police officer in his mission to make
the sweets of this ciiy safe. He said
there are 130,000 people in the Neigh-
borhood Block Waich program, and
that crime prevention is everyone's
responsibility and the graduating
police officers will not be lelt to
shoulder the responsibility alone.

Mayor Schmoke said that he is first
among people in the community who
can be called upon 10 help. “I am
promising the people of Baltimore
that 1 will do everything that I can
to help you 10 preserve, protect, and
delend this city, and I intend to work
hard and continuously, in the mis-
sion. It 1s important {or you o
understand that you are not being
asked 1o carry the difficult responsi-
bility ol law enlorcement alone. You
are supported by mysell, the Police
Commissioner, Command Stall, the
States Attorney's Office and your
[ellow officers. But that is just the
beginning, all of Cihty government
stands behind you and so does this
community.

He also told Class 90-3, “Fighting
crime is not the [ull measure of the
duties that you are about to assume.
From this day forward, you are more
than just police officers. You are
symbols, public servants and role
models. And for every life you save
at the scene of a crime or a potential
crime you will save many more by the
example that you set, by the friendship
that you offer, and by the trust that
you generate. You can keep young
people out of trouble and out of jail
simply by being a respected public

In-Service Training
1991

The Academic and Fircarms In-
Service Training for Officers, Agents
and Detectives has begun. This year,
sworn members will have semi-annual
training for two days. The two days
of in-service training will include one
day of classroom training and one day
at the range. According to Licutenant
Michael D. Bass, Academic Section
Supervisor of the Education and
Training Division, this year's pro-
gram will be a condensed, fast paced,
and informative program. “Officers
will recetve the instruction required
by the Maryland Police Training
Commission and additionally they
will learn about current changes and
updates in the law enforcement pro-
fesston,” Lieutenant Bass cohtinued.

The new concept has gotien posttive
response from officers who have
already atiended the sessions.

Topics discussed during the aca-
demic portion of the In-Service Train-
ing are First Aid, Liability and Law
Updates.

One new topic that should provide
helpful information to officers is the
Critical Incident Stress Debriefing
Course, (CISD). The course highlights

A critical incident is any situation
where emergency service personnel are
needed. An example of a critical
incident is a natural disaster, injury
or death, or other tragedies where

He said there is sull suspi-
cion among some people concerning
police ... that at times they leel
belinded and are inmenitonally -
peted. He said thae “Although there
had been good progress he would Iike
to have complete progress.” The
Mayor continued saying, "I is
dilficult percepuon 10 change and
words alone will not bhe enough. It's
going W take a concerted elfort by
police oflicers 10 be seen as fair,
Judicious, and scrupulously unbiased.
That is not to say now that the law
shouldn’t be rigorously enforced. It
should. Tt must be. But how to
canfrom people on the street, how
talk, your demeanor your respectful-
ness, your evenhandedness, your
awareness of people’s dignity, as well
as their rights, will help determine
how the community will respond 10
you. Remember iUs not fear that you
want lrom this community 1t's help
and admiraton. You cannot do the
job without the aid of the people thin
you are charged to serve. Let them
know that they can rely on you to be
fair not just ough. To listen, not just
act. You are police officers now. Tha
puts you in a position to heal wounds
ol mistrust tha still linger.”

After congrawlating the graduates,
he assisted Police Commisstone
Edward V. Woods in presenting
Certilicates of Completion 10 each of
the 33 members of the class.

Several achievemnent awards were
given to classimates. The Valedictorian
and Class Spokesman was Officer Eric
Burns. He graduated with a grade
point average of 98.2.

fighters or lirst responders arrive 10
handle the crisis. Although emergency
service workers e trained o deal with
stress that comes with their jobs, 101
the traumatic sitwation that is phys-
wcatly, emouonally and mentally
draining. Under these circumstances,
workers experience a high amount of
stress which causes the body 10 react.

Sergeant James Shelly, imstructor of
the course said that the result of a
critical incident is “a normal reaction
ol a normal person to an abnormal
incident.” Numbness, crying, [atigue,
change in appetite, irritability, anx-
ety and {lashbacks are some of the
reactions. These reactions can occur
immediately or be delayed by several
days. However, during the course
officers learn that through the debriel-
ing process one can manage the stress.

Critical Inctdent Siress Debrieling
is a discussion with peers 10 provide
support and assure those effecred that
the reaction to the incident is normal.
During the discussion there are no
notes, names or information recorded.
It is not an assessment of whether an
individual can perform his duties and
the discussion is confidential. Ser-
geant Shelly describes the debriefing
process as similar to what emergency
responders do for the public in their
line of work, we comfort, understand
and support. Why not do the same
thing for ourselves?

Senior Crime Lab
Technician Retires

In the 20 years that Crime Labor-
atory Technician Donald Haubert has
worked in the Baltimore Police
Department, he has seen the most
rudimentary 1o the most complex
crimes. He has learned the importance
of the job as a Crime Laboralory
Technician as it contributes 1o the
resolution of a crime. He also knows
that chemisury, biology and physics as
well as good public relations and
quick thinking are needed 1o solve a

case.
On February 20, 1991, Mr. Haubert
retired afier 20 years of service. Mr.
Haubert was the most sentor Crime
Laboratory Technician in the Maobile
Uinit. His Supervisor, Mr. Pawrick
Fernandez sard, “*Mr. Haubert’s relent-
less efforts to recover evidence at the
crime scenes was often a contributing
factor to the arrest of a suspect. There
was no crime scene that was oo
demanding for Mr. Haunbert.”

Colonal Lesn N. Tomlin, Property Division,
presents Mr. Haubert with his Certificate of
Retirement.

In 1985, at the scene of an arson he
was able o gather evidence from a
basernent [illed with 6 feet of water,
and a haole in the ceiling from which
debris was falling.” At another crime
scene he hung down an elevator shait,
being held by two [ltremen to 1ake
photographs. Detective Thomas ].
Pavis, Arson Unit, said “Mr. Hau-
bert's ability to do whatever is neces-
sary to process the scene under the
most adverse conditions meets the
highest standards of the Mobile Crime
Lab and the Baltimore Police
Depariment.”

Although a Mobile Crime Techni-
cian usually arrives alter a crime has
taken place and they work behind the
scenes, Mr. Haubert often [ound
himsell in the middle of the action.
One incident occurred during the
early morning hours of December 28,
1986. Mr. Haubent was driving down
the street when a citizen signaled him
for help. The man was being attacked
by a suspect armed with an ax. Mr.
Haubert drove his vehicle between the
two men and convinced the suspect
to lower the ax moments before
officers arrived av the scene to make
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the apprehension.

Another utme Mr. Haubert was
instrumental in the arrest of a suspect
who was driving while intoxicated
and 1t was later learned that this
person was also involved in a hitand
run accident. Seeing the suspect’s
vehicle being driven in an errauc
manner, Mr. Haubert radioed the
information 1o KGA and oflicers
responded to investigate.

Shorty after that incident on the
same night, he was on his way back
to the Headguarters Building when he
saw a street disturbance, He informed
officers ol the direction of escape of
a suspect who was Later apprehended.

While processing a homicide scene,
Mur.

BALTMONE FOLUCT DEFAATHENT
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Violent Drug Traffickers
Task Force

Murders and other violent crimes
were the chief concerns of Baltimore
Mayor Kurt L. Schmoke and Police
Commissioner Edward V. Woods
during a meeting which was held at
Police Headquarters during the last
hours of 1990.

A number of suggestions were made
by the Mayor and the Police Commis-

—._sicner as a result of that meeting.

Among the proposals discussed was
that additional task forces should be
established to heighten the pursuit of
high-level drug tralfickers particu-
larly those whose violence on our
streets has included the use ol high-
powered weapons.

Commissioner Woods and Mayor
Schmoke have announced that the
“Violent Drug Traflickers Task
Force” is now in place. Joining with
the Federal Drug Enforcement
Administration are members of the
Baltimore Police Deparument, the
Balitmore County Police Department

and the Maryland State Police. This
combination of law enforcement
resources will enable the Task Force
to follow activities of violent drug
dealers in and around the City ol
Baltimore.

Through this Federal-Local part-
nership Federal charges may be placed
against arrested [igures, many of
whom will [ace mandatory prison
sentences in federal cotrrectional
institutions. This will enable the Task
Force 1o arrest lords and their violent
operatives without an additional
burden being placed on local and state
prison systems already facing crowded
conditions.

After a meeting with the Special
Agent-in-Charge of the Baltimore
Field Office of the Drug Enforcement
Administration Jack Taylor, the
Commissioner expressed optimism
that violent drug related murders and
other violent related crimes will feel
the impact of the Task Force’s effort.

“Salely Done In '91"" was the theme
of the year-long emphasis program
which is designed to reduce the
prevalence and severity of motor
vehicle accidents among the city's
29,000-member workforce.

According to a 1988 report in the
Journal of Occupational Medicine,
nearly 2% of the city’'s workiorce
sustained injuries related 10 motor
vehicles annually over a three-year
period. In addition, 12% of all work-
related injuries and 16% of all injury
costs were motor vehicle-related.

Over the next 10 months, the Ollice
of Qccupational Medicine and Safety
in conjunction with the Department
of Public Works and the Department
of Transportauon, will implement an
intensified training module in acci-
dent prevention for some 10,000 city
Approximately 5,000
employees currently operate city

Police Officer Joseph Barns
responded 10 an assault in progress
call. When he arrived he found two
males engaged in a violent altercation,
one stabbing the other. Oflicer Barns
was able to distract the attackers so
that the viciim could move from the
suspect’s grasp. He was also successful
in convincing the suspect 1o surrender
the weapon and be placed under arrest.
Olficer Barns achieved this task
without the use of deadly force,

Police Officer Timothy Gardner
responded 1o an apartment building
to take a malicious destruction report
but the malicious destruction report
proved 1o be unfounded. While at the
location he heard the smoke detector
and learned that there were 5 people
inside and noticed a fire. Officer Barns
quickly rushed into the burning
butlding and escorted the occupants
out safely.

Officers Francis Ruppert, David L.
Brown, and George Grossnickle also
arrived at the fire scene to assist n
the evacuation of additional people
from the apartment complex. Officer
Ruppert had 1o climb up onto the
burning building's balcony to evac-
uate the residents from the upper
floors.

Oflicer Ruppert was directly
responsible lor rescuing six persons
including two small children.

Officer Brown entered three apart-
ments and found an elderly person
who relused 10 leave the burning
building. He had 1o convince her to
leave and then escorted her to salety.

WESTERN DISTRICT

Police Officer Jeremiah Kelly was
on routine patrol when he saw a man
put a handgun into his waistband and
briskly walk into an aparunent build-
ing. Officer Kelly followed the suspect
into the building. As he entered, the
suspect ran up the stairs and avempted

Suddenly another suspect appeared
on the steps and pulled oua 12 inch
butcher knife and threatened Officer
Kelly.

Officer Allen Miskiel, Tactical
Section, arrived within minutes of
Officer Kelly's call for help, subdued
the lirst suspect and placed him under
arrest,

As the [lirst suspect was being
removed from the sieps, the second
suspect reappeared with a knife in his
hand. When Officer Miskiel drew his
service revolver and ordered the
suspect to drop the knife, he retreated
w an apartment on the third floor.

Once the first prisoner was taken
10 a secured area, Officer Miskiel was
able 10 arrest the second suspect only
alter another altercatton. Both the
knife and gun were recovered.

Officers Honored for Heroism  Police Family

The Law Enforcement Technology
magazine selected Police Officers
Thomas R. Wollf, Jr., Tactical Section,
K-9 Unit and Michael Johnson,
Eastern District, as two of the recip-
ients of their 1990 Law Enforcement
Technology Heroism Award from the
P.T.N. Publishing Corporation. The
announcement was made in this
month's issue of Law Enforcement
Technology. LLaw Enforcement Tech-
nclogy is geared 1o mid-level super-
visors in the law enforcement [ields.

The olficers were selected from
among 70 nominees [or the award. Mr.
Steven D. Ryan, Publisher of Law
Enforcement Technology, said that
Officer Wolf was selected by a panel
ol four judges representing the local,
state and federal branches of the
government. The judges were [rom the
states of Louisiana, Iowa, Arizona,
and the District of Columbia.

Mr. Ryan said that the award was
given to the officers to recognize their
“courage and sell-sacrifice beyond the
call of duty.”

Officer Wolf who won the 2nd place
award received it for an incident that
occurred on March 6, 1990 during the
execution ol a search and seizure
warrant. Officer Woll and his dog,
“Salem’ were directed to a residence
to assist in the detection of illegal
narcotics on the premises. Officer
Wolf entered with two other officers
and saw the suspect run up the stairs.
—~JIwo Officers pursued the suspect.

/hen the Offlicers reached the bed-
room which the suspect had entered,
they saw the suspect attempting to
escape through the second floor
window. One oificer not knowing if

the man was armed, drew his service
revolver and ordered the suspect to
stop.

Suddenly the suspect spun around,
jumped on the bed, then lunged at the
officer knocking him to the floor.
When the Officer fell his service
revolver bounced out of his hand and
the suspect retrieved it.

Officer Woll heard the disturbance
and ran up the siairs. The officer
warned Officer Wolf that the suspect
had the service revolver. Officer Woll
noticed that the suspect had the gun
pointed at the Officer. Knowing that
the Officer’s life was in danger, Officer
Wolf rushed the suspect head-on and
jammed his right hand into the
revolver between the hammer and the
frame. This rendered the weapon
inoperable saving the officer's life.
The suspect attempted to fire the
weapont and the hammer fell onto
officer Wolf's hand. Officer Wolf
subsequently disarmed the man and
with the help ol other officers the
suspect was placed under arrest.

Later, Officer Woll with the aid of
Salem detected Cocaine and Mari-
juana in the search of the house.

Officer Wolf was treated at a nearby
hospital for lacerations to his hand.

He has been previously awarded the
Baltimore Police Department’s Silver
Star.

Officer Michael Johnson won 5th
place for an incident that occurred in
July 1990 when he received a descrip-
tion of a suspect that was in possession
of narcotics.

He found the suspect [itting the
description standing in the 700 black

At the time of the inci-
dent, Mrs. Morgan was pregnant with
their fourth child.

Police Commissioner Edword V. Woods pre-
sented Mrs. Morgan with the Cortificate of
Appreciotion to the Sun City Posse Sheriff's
Department.

Mrs. Morgan moved to Sun City,
Arizona, seventeen years ago. Since
moving there, the Sun City Posse
Sherif's Department has helped Mrs.
Morgan as an extension of the law
enforcement family.

When she returned to Baltimore 10
thank the Baltimore Police Depart-
ment for all of the assistance they have
also given her over the years, Com-

BRONZE STAR
The Bronze Star is awarded when
the circumsiances of bravery, dedica-
tion to duty and general achievement
exceed those standards established as
routine police work.

NORTHERN DISTRICT

Police Officer Craig Gentile arrived

on the scene of a fire moments before
the fire department arrived. He
noticed that there was smell of gas
fumes and was concerned that there
might be an explosion. He saw thick
smoke bellowing from the kitchen
window, sparks coming from the
kitchen ceiling and he heard a lady
calling for help. With the concern for
safety of the occupants inside the
building, Officer Gentile decided to
enter the building and attempt rescue.
He quickly found the source of the
escaping gas. He cut off the stove,
opened the windows for ventilation
and searched the house for occupants.
Officer Gentile found a 61 year old
disabled women. Officer Gentile asked
the women once they were out side
if there were any other occupants in
the house but she was unable o reply.
To make sure that every one in the
house was out, Officer Gentile re-
entered the house. He made his way
through the dense smoke searching
each room until he was confident that
there was no other person inside,

Police Officer Joseph Lombardi
was detailed to the Criminal Investi-
gation Division, Homicide Unit to
investigate a kidnapping of a newborn
baby from Sinai Hospital. The exten-
sive investigation challenged the
investigative talents of not only
Officer Lombardi but also a team of
Detectives in the Homicide Unit who
were also assigned to the case.

Alter two months of intensified
research, an arrest was made, the baby
was located and was returned to his
parents.

A second Bronze Star was given (o
Otficer Lombardi for an incident that
occurred in January of 1990. Officer
Lombardi was on routine patrol when
he chserved that a men had climbed
over a five foot fence and was sitting
on a ledge over the southbound lane

of the Kelly Avenue Bridge. The
officer approached the suspect and
began to talk to him. Suddenly the
suspect, who had been drinking, stated
that he was going to jump. Officer
Lombardi had scaled the fence and
was able to lift the intoxicated suspect
to safety just as the suspect released
his grip on the ledge. In order to pull

the suspect to salety, Officer Lombardi

had to lean half of his body over the
top of the fence.

SOUTHWESTERN and EASTERN
DISTRICTS

Officer Andrew Bratcher, Eastern
District, was off duty in his personal
vehicle driving down the 3400 block
of Edmondson Avenue when he heard
the socund of gun shots. Officer
Bratcher stopped at a telephone and
called 911 for additional Officers 10
respond 1o the area. He also told
Officer Larry Holland, Southwestern
District, of the incident and the two
walked in the area where the shots had
been heard. Two suspects emerged
from an alley just as the officers
approached. One of the suspects was
holding a gun in his hand. Both
Officers took cover and with their
service weapons drawn, and ordered
the suspects to surrender their wea-
pons. The suspects complied. After
recovering the weapons the suspects
were arrested.

Officer James Wagner, received a

call for an armed suspect threatening
to kill his mother. When he arrived
on the scene, he heard gunfire coming
from a person seated in a Pontiac
parked nearby.
Officer Wagner recognized who the
suspect was because he has patrolled
the neighborhood for several years.
After several minutes of conversation
the suspect allowed Officer Wagner to
approach the window of the car.

Officer Wagner negotiated with the
suspect. At one point during the
negotiations the suspect pointed the
gun at the officer and swated that he
wanted to be killed by an officer.
Officer Wagner was able to calm the
suspect.

Officer Wagner saw a moment
during the conversation to divert the
attention of the suspect and was able
to reach inside the car to knock the
gun from the suspect’s hand. With the
assistance of other officers the suspe
was arrested.

She was highly
respected, especially among school
children, as the “one women police
officer force and social worker," as she
handled teenage pregnancy cases,
truancy, and other problems faced by
youngsters.

Retired Community Relations Ser-

geant Mercedes V. Rankin, who
worked with Lieutenant Whyte, de-
scribes her as a “proud compassionate
and professional lady,” who often
started her work day at 4:00 a.m. and
who did not go home unitil every detail
of each of her cases were completed.
This hectic work schedule included
Christmas Day when she would dis-
tribute donated clothing and food to
needy families.

She received national notoriety for
unigue methods of convincing child-
ren that life of crime should be
undesirable.

Other awards include the “Woman
of Conscience Award" [rom the
National Council of Women of the
United Siates and she has also been
inducted into the Frederick Douglas
High School Hall of Fame.

Lieutenant Whyte died in 1980 at
the age of 82.

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The Policing Crisis in America

On Tuesday, April 16, 1991, | traveled to New York City to meet with top law enforcement officials from
11 other law enforcement agencies. This meeting was hosted by New York City Police Commissioner lee
P. Brown and it was occasioned by the video-taped beating which took place in los Angeles, California.
The result of the meeting was the promulgation of a Position Paper which sets forth the opinions of those
chief law enforcement executives who attended. It is reprinted below for the edification of members of
the Baltimore Police Depariment. Edward V. Woods

Police Commissioner

The police brutality pictured in the Los Angeles situation has outraged us all. In years to come, it will
be viewed as a landmark in the history of American law enforcement, in that it will hasten changes in

olicing, already begun, that will ensure that such situations do not repeat themselves in our police agencies,
( :ior in others across the country.

We recognize that, as Chiefs of Police, we are ultimately responsible for the actions of our officers;
that we have a responsibility to maintain due vigilance to ensure that our employees have the skill, sensitivity,
vision and commitment necessary for them to act in a respectful manner, regardless of the situation.

We believe there is no place in policing for infliction of penalties. The criminal justice system (prosecution,
courts and juries) is responsible for administering punishment.

The problem of excessive force in American policing is real. It is, in part, related to the nature of
the difficuit challenges faced by the police in our urban centers. Regardless of its cause, it cannot be
condoned and must be actively countered by concerned police professionals.

We recognize that the police are accountable not only to the law but to their communities. Residents
of our cities have a right to expect that we will act in a manner free of unwanted force with a commitment
to constitutional principles. Clearly, the police cannot violate the law in order to enforce it.

We are committed to carrying out the police function in a manner that reflects values that must guide
police actions in every circumstance. The key values to which we are committed are the following:

— The protection of human life as our highest priority;
— Respect for the constitutional rights and dignity of each individual regardless of their acts;

— A commitment to the highest level of integrity in all our actions, avoiding even the appearance
of a lack of integrity regardless of the circumstances;

' ) To support democratic principals as the basis of all our actions;
— To work in partnership with the community to solve the problems of the community;

We will not let the events of Los Angeles take our attention away from a far broader, deeply troubling

series of events that are occurring with or in our cities. Urban decay is rapidly expanding. We see a
crisis of violence, fear and drug dealing in many of our communities.

We see increasing rates of homicides, and other violent crimes with disproportionate impact on the
minority community. We see increased tension related to discrimination with violent acts committed against
people because of their race, religion, ethnicity or sexual orientation.

There are no simple solutions to these problems. Yet, they present our nation with one of the greatest
crises of our times.

There can be no place for excessive force, regardless of the environment or issues faced by a community.
The growth of violence threatens the quality of life in our cities. The police are continually being left
to deal with the aftermath of years of urban neglect, of the rampant drug culture, of increasing criminal
victimization, and of a lost generation wandering the streets without employment or hope of a better
future.

— Communities cannot encourage or condone excessive force as a means to rout drug trafficking
and street disturbances

— Police must always uphold the Constitution of the United States, protecting individual rights
regardless of the circumstances

— Citizens from all walks of life must become concerned about violence, whether it is the illegal
use of guns or the violence pictured on television

We cannot continue to expect our nation’s police officers to handle the crime burden alone.

Police agencies across America are moving toward a community-based style of policing. This style of
policing values partnerships, problem-solving, accountability, and a service orientation to our citizens.
Our hope is for the Los Angeles tragedy to have a positive outcome by accelerating changes towards
this form of policing in order to better serve our diverse communities,

As police executives we re-affirm our commitment to limit the spread of violence and to improve the
quality of police service in our cities. We commit:

— to open, thorough investigation of all citizen complaints of police abuse, and, within the limits
of law, to share the results of those investigations with the complainants and civilians in our
communities.

— to eliminate the code of silence by furthering those values within our profession that clearly
establish the necessity for a personal commitment by every police professional to a reverence
for the law.

— to be accountable for the actions of our employees. Recognizing that most police officers are
dedicated and working hard in what are very difficult situations, we will move decisively against
those officers who violate the trust they have been given.

— to reinforce Robert Peel’s admonition to “keep peace by peaceful means” as the dominant ethic
of police work and search for metaphors that reflect lawfulness, constitutionality, justice and
peace. We reject metaphors such as, “war on drugs” and “war on crime,” that imply violence.
These metaphors send out mixed messages. L

— to enhance the training necessary to deal with difficult conflict situations, ensuring that officers
do not use excessive force to solve problems.

Police cannot solve the problems of violence and crime alone; even with broad citizen participation,
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addressing it will require a national commitment.

We call upon President Bush to focus national attention on this degenerating situation by convening
a new Commission on Crime and Violence, bringing together the best minds from a variety
of disciplines to seek some consensus about what type of national commitment is necessary to
reverse this terrible trend. We cannot tolerate violence in our community or the attitude that
such violence is OK because it is simply “minority violence.”

We call upon the Department of Justice to sponsor a National Conference for police professionals
to consider other steps we can take to address the issue of use of force by police.

We also call upon the Congress to pass, and the President to sign, the Brady bill, and a complete
ban on assault weapons. We urge this country to commit itself to limiting the availability of
handguns to people who either use them to kill in commission of a crime or to unintentionally
kill a friend. America cannot permit either situation to continue.

We call upon the media to assist in providing the public with a more in depth analysis of policing
in America. Such an analysis should provide the public with a better understanding of the conditions
under which our officers must work each day.

We call upon the United States Department of Justice to clarify for the American public its
responsibility, limitations and objectives in researching past and investigating future police abuse
cases and to provide funds for the following initiatives:

— Research in the area of police use of force.

— Development and implementation of a national system to gather data on the use of force
similar to the Uniform Crime Reporting System.

— Creation of a National Center on Community Policing to provide training and technical
assistance to local police agencies.

We will share the results of our deliberations today with our colleagues and other interested persons.
This includes, but not limited to:

Promptly at 6:00 p.m. thousands of
citizens came to their front doors.
Some people stood on their porches.
Others stood on their steps and looked
around to see what was happening in
their neighborhood. Normally this is
notan unusual event in Baltimore, but
on the evening of April 29, 1991, there
was a cloudy overcast which looked
as il it could produce rain at any
minute and there was a damp cool

“wind blowing that standing outside
was less desirable. In spite of these
obstacles, thousands of people
remained outside for more than an
hour to talk with fellow residents.
Some had the opportunity 1o meet
Police Commissioner Edward V.
Woods. This was not a coincidence,
the citizens had a reason to be outside
at the 6:00 p.m. hour and slay outside
for 60 minutes. It was their way to
say they will not stand for crime but
they were standing up to it.

Commissioner Edward V. Woods
developed the concept for, “Don’t
Stand for Crime. . . Stand Up to It.”
He wanted the citizens 1o let the law
breakers know that there are a major-
ity of citizens who will not tolerate
the crimes that are committed by the
few against the many. The law break-
ers were put on notice that many

citizens will continue to work for a
wholesome community.

Coming outside of their homes was

a symbolic message that citizens are

nited although often it is not seen.
Many citizens, individually, report
crime in an anonymous manner.
Often they are unaware that their

neighbors are working hard for the
same cause in making their neighbor-
hoods a better place to live, “There
is strength in numbers,” said Com-
missioner Woods, ‘‘1 wanted the
citizens to know that they are notalone
with their concerns aboult crime, that
their Police Department is with them
every step ol the way in their plight
to rid guns, drugs and other contra-
band from the streets of Baltimore.
The program was also a way for them
to see that their neighbors are equally
committed.”

Pepper Mace

At 4:15 one recent morning a
Southeastern District Officer was on
patrol in his area of responsibility. He
observed what appeared to be drug
activity in the Butcher's Hill Drug
Free Zone which involved two indi-
viduals in the 1700 block of East
Baltimore Street.

The officer requested a back-up unit
and when it arrived each of the officers
approached a suspect. As the officer
who had spotied the violation
approached his suspect, the young
man reacted by punching or shoving
the officer’s chest. The officer attemp-
ted to gain control of the suspect and
a struggle ensued. Both the officer and
the suspect fell to the ground. As they
struggled, the olficer was able to reach
his Pepper Mace and he was able to
spray the suspect once in the area of
his upper torso. The individual
stopped struggling immediately and
the arrest was accomplished without
further incident. The Officer, Johnny
Delgado, reports that he believes
serious injury was avoided by the use
of the newly issued Pepper Mace.

The arrested man was transported
to the Southeastern District where his
face and eyes were flushed with cold
water. The suspect did not suffer any
dizziness or shortness of breath and all
of the effects of the Pepper Mace had
dissipated within 30 minutes of its use.

After an extensive period of research
the Baltimore Police Department
purchased and is distributing Pepper
Mace to replace the standard Chemical

Mace which has been a part of police
1ssued equipment for more than 20
years.

Unlike the old Mace which was
chemical based, the new product
features as its ingredient, cayenne (red)
pepper. The natural cayenne pepper
has been demonstrated to be effective
against animals as well as humans.
Because it is a natural irritant, it
appears to be more effective in sttua-
tions in which a highly agitated
suspect is encountered. It seems to
work well on those who are under the
influence of alcohol or drugs and on
those who are in severe mental distress.

The case cited at the beginning of
this article appears to be a typical one
when Pepper Mace is utilized.

The subject who is sprayed with
Pepper Mace will experience an
immediate swelling of the sinuses,
tearing of the eyes and convulsive
sneezing. This usually renders them
incapable of continuing their
resistance.

Alfter a suspect who has been
sprayed he or she must be removed
to an area of fresh air. Cold water
rinsing will clear the red powder [rom
skin and eyes. The subject should
return (0 a normal condition within
30 minutes of his experience with
Pepper Mace.

The Baltimore Police Department
continues (o update equipment and
procedures so that its members may
more effectively carry out their duties.

The Evening Sun.
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Police Officer of
the Year

At the bottom of her test paper, the
student had written an unnerving
postscript: "I hate life. I hate every-
body. I want to die.”

Officials at Forest Park High School
saw the message and reported the
incident to the child abuse invesii-
gative unit ol the Balumore police
youth section. Detective Agent Lynette
D. Nevins got the case and interviewed
the 17-year-old senior.

What Nevins found was even more
unsettling,

The detective learned the girl, the
youngest of three daughters in a
northwest Baltimore family, had
routinely been sexually abused by her
father for at least three years and had
at least one abortion as a result of their
relationship.

Nevins also learned that the girl's
two sisters — ages 19 and 21 — had
also been sexually abused by their

father, possibly for several years before
the interview with the younger sister.

“She was a bright kid, a sensitive
kid who just couldn’t take it any-

Soys cases are emolionally challenging
more,” said Nevins, a member of the
police Youth Section since 1987. “She
wanted to reach out at that point. She
just had to reach out.”

Nevins launched an investigation
which uncovered that the girl’s
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mother had an active role in the
ongoing sex abuse — and often ook
her youngest daughter 1o her father’s
bed for sexual relations.

She learned [rom all three sisters
that they were required to have sexual
relations with their father. The inces-
tuous relationship with the older girls
produced a combined nine abortions,
each arranged by their mother.

As a result of the investigation,
Nevins obtained signed confessions,
letters of apology and guilty pleas to
sexual abuse from both parents. The
mother was sentenced to a 15-year
prison term, the father 1o 30 years.

For her investigation in this and
work with dozens of other juvenile sex
abuse cases, Nevins today was named
The Evening Sun’s Police Olficer of
the Year for law enforcement.

Nevins, 35, and Anne Arundel
County Oflicer Brandon McFayden,
winner of the award for community
services, each were to receive $1,000
and a plaque today during an awards
‘ceremony.

In the Forest Park case, Nevins said,
none of the sisters knew the others
were being sexually abused. But, after
the older sister learned of the youngest
sister's abuse, “she [the youngest girl]
had their full support.”

“This was hard on them because
they had nowhere or no one to go,”
Nevins said. ““Also, their mother was
taking them into the bedroom.”

The case was one of 114 child abuse
and sex offenses Nevins solved, out of
the 125 cases assigned to her last year.
Of the solved cases, 35 were cleared
by arrest.

Nevins said getting a confession
from a suspect is often crucial to a
conviction,

“Unless you get a confession, il's
hard because the kids don't always
testify [because of their age],” she said.
“Pedophiles are the toughest to get a
confession oul of because they're very
manipulative. They're often very
intelligent.”

It is more emotionally challenging
than anything else. In patrol, you can
leave things behind. In this area, it
nags at you. You wake up thinking,

‘How can I solve this case.’

Nevins said many of the juvenile
victims in her cases are too embar-
rassed or ashamed 1o provide details.
And, if they do, they are often left with
nowhere to go.

“They are just scared and upset
about what has happened," she said.

Her approach to getting inlorma-
tion is to try and develop a rapport
with the victims.

“*We come in plain clothes, not in
police clothes or a police car,” Nevins
said. We make them feel comfortable.
It’s just showing that you care and that
you believe them.”

Sgt. Susan Young, also of the youth
division, said Nevins always puts the
victims at ease,

**She is very soft-spoken and sym-

pathetic towards them. She is able 10
talk to them in a way they feel
comfortable,” Young said.

Nevins said that most often, child-
ren will not make up stories about
sexual abuse. She said only 2 percent
of the sex abuse incidents reported by
children are not true.

“Physical abuse they might make
up, not sexual abuse,” she said.

Last spring, Nevins investigated a
case involving a multiple-offender
pedophile who operated a juvenile
alcohol and drug rehabilitation
center.

The suspect, in his mid-50s, would
initially 1ake boys from the center to
his home and offer them money 1o
clean the house, Nevins said. Once he
gained the boys' confidence, he would
begin o fondle them as a preliminary
to other sexual acts.

The abuse would widen as the man
enticed the boys to provide other
members of the center — both boys
and girls — (o become involved. All
ol the youths were paid for their
services.

Nevins said the investigation was
diflicult because all of the youths
denied participation with the suspect.
“But 1 knew in my heart it had
happened,” Nevins said.

The investigation lasted three
months but culminated in a guilty

plea. The man was later sentenced 10
20 years in prison.

Al the sentencing, Nevins said, she
felt almost equal pity for the perpe-
trator and the victims.

“You just can’t help feeling [or the
suspect because they are often the
adult victims of [childhood] abuse,”
she said. “If we can stop abuse now,
20 years down the road we can put
a dent in the problem. Kids are just
carrying that anger into adulthood.”

— Beware —

Driving a vehicle while under the
influence of alcohol is not only illegal,
it could be fatal. This deadly mixture
is a danger to everyone on the road.

Evidence of how lethal this mixture
can be is indicated in the number of
fatalities on Maryland roadways last
year when 727 fawal accidents were
reported. In more than 40% of those
cases, alcohol was a contributing
factor.

Although there has been an inten-
sive campaign to make people aware
that drinking and driving do not mix,
unfortunately, it still occurs oo often,
Last year, 32,132 people were arrested
and charged with DWI in Maryland.
The Baltimore Police Department
along with other law enforcement
agencies has long been committed to
making the highways and waterways
safer.

The Department has recently pur-
chased a new device that will aid
oflicers to identify drinking drivers. It
is called an Alco-Sensor. The Alco-
Sensor is an investigative tool to assist
officers in detecting whether a driver
is under the influence of an alcohol
substance. The officer still must have
probable cause to stop a car. He should
have observed a traffic violation and/
or erratic driving behavior to stop the
car. The device does not eliminate the
visual observation that is a good
indicator that the driver has been
drinking. Such indicators as red eyes,
slurred speech, the smell of alcohol,
clothing in disarry, and uncoordi-
nated movements and operator de-
meanor should still be used as accum-

ulate information in making the
arrest. The Alco-Sensor does not
replace the field sobriety tests such as
the Walk and Turn and the Leg Stand
test.

Where the Alco-Sensor will b{{
helpful is in those cases where all the
above mentioned procedures have
been done and the oflicer still has
reasonable suspicion that the driver is
impaired. “Tt will help the officer in
detecting the borderline impaired
driver,” said Sergeant Robert L.
Frisch, Tralfic Section. “The border-
line impaired driver is possibly one
of the most dangerous drivers because

their psychological and physical
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“reactions are delayed and they will still

attempt o operate a vehicle. The
excessively intoxicated person may be
able to realize that they are in no
condition to drive and will designate
another person to drive,” said Ser-
geant Frisch.

The Alco-Sensor is a pocket size
breath alcohol tester, weighing 6
ounces, that will give a reading of the
driver’s alcohol blood level. This test
can be done on the road side. The
driver can be requested to blow into
the individual dispensable plasiic
mouthpiece and within minutes a
digital readout will be indicated. It 1s
important not to have the driver drink,
eat, smoke or place anything in the
mouth for 20 minutes before admin-
istering the test.

Once an officer has made an arrest,
it does not replace the post breatha-
lyzer test given by the Crime Labor-
atory Technician.

There were 6 Alco-Sensors pur-
hased to be distributed to selected
units. Within several weeks, more
than 40 members of the Department
will be trained in how 1o operate the
device. Once training has been com-
pleted, and the Alco-Sensors have been
distributed, an officer can request one
ol the Alco-Sensor operators to
respond to the location of the sus-
pected DWI operator to administer the
test.

to the officers. It has been an excellent
way [or the ciuzens o meet police
officers and 1o learn about the Depart-
ment and how it works.

The 20 member teams are not just
show-pieces. The Mounted Units are
on patrol in neighborhoods through-
out the city. Last year, they made 191
arrests of which 20 percent were for
drug offenses. As ol May 27, 1991, there
have been 216 people arrested widh 27
pereent of those cases being drug
related.

Cuolonel Joseph P Newman, Com-
mander of the Special Operations

Division, has deployed a squad of
motorized officers from the Tactical
Section 10 assist the Mounted Unit in
their busy patrol areas.

Enforcing the law on horse back can
be a challenge but also has its advan-
tages. The Mounted Officer is approx-
imately ten feet off the ground. Unlike
a vehicle, the officer is high above the
pedestrian and vehicular trafficenable
him to see about a block away.

Patrol on horseback is excellent in
those instances in which a suspect
auempts to escape on foot, The horse
can be maneuvered easily and can
travel over almost any terrain.

The Baltimore Police Department
is sewing new trends in the techniques
of how a mounted officer makes arrest.
He must adopt unique arresting

It’s a Small
World

The expression “it’s a small world”
has true meaning as many members
ol the Balumore Police Deparument
met with the Deputy Commissioner
Abuyomi D. Onashile, of the Federal
Investigation and Intelligence Burcaun
(F.1.LI.B) of the Nigeria Police Force.
His visit with the Department is part
ol a 12 month wur of the United
States. His special interest in this
agency is the function ol the Labor-
atory Division. He hopes 10 take back
“valuable information that will be
helplul in establishing a crime labor-
atory within the F.ILB.

The F.ILLB. is a department of the
Nigeria’s police force. Nigeria doesn’t
have local police. Deputy Commis-

sioner Onashile describes the F.I.I.B
as being similar to the Federal Bureau
ol Investigation (F.B.1.).

This one hundred and forty thou-
sand member police force is respon-
sible for the protection of more than
one hundred and twenty-four million
citizens of Nigeria. It is a country
about one and a halfl the size of
California and is located on the coast
of west Africa near the Gulf of Guinea.
It is presently under military rule but
preparations are underway to hold
final democratic elections in 1992,

Deputy Commissioner QOnashile
has traveled to the countries of Ghana,
England, Germany, Israel, India, Sri
Lanka and this is his fourth visit to
the United States. He finds that law
enforcement is untversal. ““Police
officers around the world need citizens
to cooperate in order 10 make effective
arrests,”” he said.

Other comparable characieristics of
the law enforcement profession he has
observed are the curiosity and misper-
ceptions the public has about the
police. Deputy Commissioner Ona-
shile says that often citizens don’t
understand the intentions and respon-
sibilities of the police. He feels that
community relations must be an
important part of any police force. He
points out that it is not unusual for
people to become apprehensive when
they find out that you are a police

officer, but once they learn that a
person is behind the badge, a rapport
can be established.

A police officer can be called (o duty
24 hours a day in Nigeria. A ollicer
is required to effect an arrest if a crime
is committed even if that officer is off
duty.

Both male and female recruits
undergo 6 months 1o a year in a
training program that includes studies
in the area of practical police duties,
drills and [irearms training before
becoming a constable, inspector or an
assistant superintendent of police.

After training, the officer may be
issued a @ mm Beretta, .22, .38 caliber
revolver or other firearm. It is illegal
in Nigeria for any person with the
exception ol the police and military
to have in their possession a [irearm.
Permits to have “personal” [irearms
must be approved by the Inspecior
General of Police, the head of the
Nigeria Police.

To have an officer respond to
investigate a crime, citizens call 999.
One of the most common crimes
reporied is robbery. Once a person is
arrested and charged with armed
robbery, they are tried before a trib-
unal of 3 or 4 people, usvally a judge,
amember of the military and an officer
ol the Nigeria police. If found guilty,
the convicted person can face a death
penaly before a liring squad . There
is no probation, no parole and no plea
bargaining in Nigeria. However, a
convicted person can appeal the death
penalty case 1o the Federal Court of
Appeal,

Homicides are rare.

Deputy Commissioner Onashile
holds a Bachelor of Science Degree in
Biochemtistry and a Master of Science
Degree in Forensic Analysis from the
University of Ibadan, Nigeria. He has
also auended Johns Hopkins Univer-
sity. He is 42 years old and has been
on the Nigeria police force [or 14 years.

Duty Commissioner Onashile is
here with the Hubert Humphrey
Fellowship Program and is having his
professional alliliation with the
Department until the second week of
June.

BRONZE STAR
The Bronze Star is awarded when
the circumstances of bravery, dedica-
tion to duty and general achievement
exceed those standards established as
routine police work.

CENTRAL DISTRICT

Police Oflicer Kelvin Vincent was
working authorized secondary
cimployinent at a market on a2 hot
August aflternoon when he heard
gunfire, The market was crowded with
shoppers. Officer Vincent saw groups
ol people scatter lor safety as shots
rang owt. He ran oward the sound
of gunfire. When he arrived at the
scene several citizens identilied the
gunman in the crowd. Officer Vincent

stood between the suspect and citizen,
identified himsel{ as a police officer,
drew his service revolver and ordered
the guniman to stand still. The suspect
grabbed the officer’s wrist and simul-
tanecusly pulled a. 25 caliber hand-
gun [rom his waistband and pointed
1 at the officer. Officer Vincent fired
one shot from his service revolver
causing a fatal wound. No innocent
bystanders were injured as a result of
Ollicer Vincent's quick acuions.
NORTHEASTERN DISTRICT

Police Officers John H. Gipe, III
and James Kulbicki 1esponded to an
apariment building which was on fire
on January 7, 1991. When they arrived
smoke was bellowing from the win-
dows. As they approached the apart-
ment building door the oflicers
learned that they not only had a fire
to deal with but also a suspect inside
the apartment with a knife. A citizen
advised the officers an argument had
occurred just moments belore the
officers arrived and that the suspect
cut him with a knife. The officers also
learned that a 2 year old child needed
to be rescued from the apartment. As
the offlicers approached the dwelling,
they could see through the ground
floor window that the couch and
kitchen were in [lames. They were
confronted by a suspect wielding a
large knile and reflused to follow the
olficers” orders to drop it. The officers
struggled with the suspect and dis-
armed her. The officers found the
toddler asleep in a nearby bedroom
and they ook the child (rom the
smoked-filled apartment. Once the
suspect was under conwrol, [ire fighters
were itble 10 extinguish burning
clothing that the suspect had set
ablaze.

Police Officers Kenneth Lucas,
John Madigan and Craig Singleterry
responded to a house fire in the 1500
block of Winsor Avenue. The three
arrived belore the fire deparument and
discovered that there were several
people trapped in a second {loor
bedroom. Officer Lucas unable 1o see
due to the dense smoke, felt his way
through the apartment and located a
woman asleep in bed. With the help
of Officers Singleterry and Madigan,

they were able to carry the 50 year old
woman who was suffering from smoke
inhalation down the stairs to safety.

Once outside, the officers learned
that a two year old was inside another
apartmemt. Officer Lucas ran back
into the smoke-filled building and
rescued the child.

WESTERN DISTRICT

Police Officer Eric Snair responded
as a back up unit w another officer
who was holding six suspects at bay.
Seconds after Oflicer Snair arrved he
heard what sounded like a cylinder of
a gun rotating. He looked at the hands
ol the suspect and saw a revolver 1n
the suspect’s right hand.

Woods declared last week as “Foot
Patrol Week” for the Baltimore Police
Department. During the period, various
Commanders from throughout the
Department took the time to walk with
a Foot Patrol Officer.

Commissicner Woods said, “Our
Foot Patrol Officers are an important
part in our community policing stra-
tegy. Foot Patrol Officers are working

~daily in the community and are
“yroviding vital, as well as professional,
services to the citizens in these
neighborhoods.”

“The purpose of Foot Patrol Week,”
the Commissioner said, “is to give
recognition to these fine men and
women.”

Members of the Command Staff of
the Department took at least an hour
to walk with a foot patrol officer as
that officer went about his daily
business.

The result of this activity was that
command members who are not
members of the Operations Bureau had
the opportunity to meet not only with
the foot patrol officer but with the
citizens who are served by them. This
afforded them the opportunity to find
out what the concerns of the citizens
are and also give them a chance to see,
first hand, what foot patrol officers do
on & daily basis.

Among the foot posts visited were
many of the 60 overtime foot posts
which were instituted on the first of
July. Reaction from residents has
generally been quite positive and in

In the Western District at the very
beginning of the program, an overtime
foot patrol officer was able to demon-
strate how effective foot patrol can be.
The officer was walking in the Western
District when at about 9:30 p.m. he
heard gunshots. He ran toward the 1700
block of West Fayette Street toward
the sounds of a gun being fired. He
saw the victim, a 30 year old resident
of the area, being chased by a 29 year
old suspect. The officer apprehended
the suspect, sought medical assistance
for the victim and recovered a .38
calibre handgun from which five rounds
had been fired.

An hour or so later, an overtime foot
patrol officer in the Northwestern
District observed a suspect with a
chrome plated revolver in his hand. He
approached the suspect who began to
run. The officer was able to grab a
hoister from the suspect before he
darted into an alley. The suspect was
subsequently arrested as he tried to
leave a vacant building into which he
had run while trying to escape. The
handgun wasn’t found but 10 rounds
of ammunition were recovered by the
overtime foot patrol officer.

The two incidents cited above
demonstrate the type of activities foot
patrol officers become involved in.
Since they are walking a particular area,
they are familiar with their territory and
they are not distracted by having to
drive a vehicle through the area. Quite
simply, foot patrol officers are going
to find some illegal activities which may
be overlooked by those in vehicles.

On July 19, 1991, Major Harry A.

On June B8, 1991, the Central
Records Division took delivery of new
facsimile units for transmission of
fingerprints to Headquarters. These new
units will replace 20 year old transmit-
ters in each booking district. Women's
Detention and Central District will also
receive this new equipment.

The units, manufactured by NEC
America, Inc., will provide high speed,
high resolution transmission of arres-
tee’s ten print fingerprint cards to
Central Records Division’s Identifica-
tion Section. There, an eight port
transceiver will print a copy of the card
on plain paper with an image density
of 400 PPI. The high resolution will
enable direct reading by the Depart-
ment’s DeLaRue Printrak AFIS system.
Each unit has an on board 20 megabyte
computer hard disk capable of storing
550 pages of documents. A laser printer
will ensure precision reproduction of
transmitted fingerprint cards with a
noticeable reduction in transmission
time.

devoted to identification of the arrestee,
wanted checks, records checks and
other processing. The Department’s
current 20 year old Analog facsimile
transmission equipment was manufac-
tured by Muirhead Corporation. While
this equipment has served us well, its
age has caused it to be prone to frequent
breakdowns which leads to excessive
delay in arrestee processing and unnec-
essary downtime for patrol officers who
must hand carry the 10 print cards to
the Central Records Division. A
supplemental fax system was added
about three years ago which reduced
the demand on the Analog fax thus
extending its life. This digital fax
equipment, manufactured by the Sharp
Corporation, provided inexpensive low
quality fingerprint copy suitable for
comparison and identification of repeat
offenders. If no match was made on
the Sharp System, the process was
necessarily repeated on the old Muir-
head Analog System for better quality
print copy.

Our new NEC facsimile equipment
will replace both units. The actual
transmission time, about four minutes,
is a 70 % improvement over our oldest
system. This speed, along with AFIS

ready copies, will certainly expedite th
entire identification process.

Major Peter C. Shaulis, Director of
the Central Records Division, de-
scribed the acquisition of the new
equipment by saying, "The high cost
of supplies and increasing unreliability
of our old equipment, along with court
imposed limits on detention time, led
us to study various alternatives. We
hope the NEC equipment just acquired
will serve the Department’s needs for
years to come.”

ATF Achilles Task Force
Opens in Baltimore

Washington — Baltimore is one of
16 major cities targeted by agents of
the Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco and
Firearms (ATF). Since May, an
Achilles task force of ATF agents have
been working hand-in-hand with the
Baltimore City Police Department to
help stem the rising tide of violent crime
in Baltimore, according to Daniel M,
Hartnett, ATF Deputy Director.

Hartnett kicked off the task force

__July 15, 1991, in Baltimore with

Baltimore Police Commissioner
Edward Woods, U.S. Senator Barbara
Mikulski, U.S. Attorney Richard
Bennett and Mayor Kurt Schmoke.

Since 1984, Congress has passed laws

which focus on those criminals who are
vulnerable to Federal firearms laws.
ATF and local police have put away
1,864 armed career criminals for a total
of 17,680 years plus 10 life sentences.
Two sections of the Armed Career
Criminal Act targeted those armed,
violent criminals who make crime their
lifetime career. Section 924 (c) provides
for mandatory imprisonment of at least
five years for the first offense and 10-
20 years for the second, with no parole
and no probation for those who use
or carry a firearm during a violent or
drug trafficking crime. Section 924 (e)
provides for a minimum mandatory

sentence of 15 years for possession of

Operation Peace
of Mind

An 82 year-old elderly women called
the Southeastern District station house
to ask what she could do with a .22
caliber Remington rifle and .38 caliber
handgun. The weapon had been in her
home for more than 60 years. The rifle
was fully loaded with one round in the
chamber and no safety. It had been
stored in her bedroom since her
husband purchased it in 1929. The
senior citizen expressed concern that her
grandchildren began to play with the
gun when they came to visit. She was
unaware that the weapon was loaded
and could have killed the curious
youngsters. She knew that the weapon
would be of no use to her and she
wanted to secure the weapon. She had
no knowledge of handguns and did not
want to sell or give them away. After
a [riend told her about Operation Peace
of Mind, she called immediately.

A 28 year-old citizen was also
concerned about weapons in her home.
She had received a .38 caliber handgun
for a gift. She expresses a fear of
weapons and had never removed the
gun from its carton. She called Oper-
ation Peace of Mind to turn in the
weapon.

Another citizen called to turn in a
.22 caliber handgun. It was her hus-
band’s and has been in the house since
her husband died several years ago. The
gun had been in the kitchen drawer.
She was very thankful to be relieved
of the weapon that if in the wrong hands
could be used against her.

These three citizens are among the
22 others who have called 633-2604
to get peace of mind. They wanted to
be sure that their weapons weren't
among the more than 2,000 firearms
seized by the Baltimore Police Depart-
ment during 1990.

Operation Peace of Mind began in
November 1990, in the Southeastern
District. Citizens can call to turn in
weapons and an officer will come to
their home to secure the weapon and
turn it in to the Evidence Control
Section.

Operation Peace of Mind and Stop
the Tears are both programs in which
citizens can help police fight crime,

Index Crime Report
For First Six Months of 1991

Serious crime reported to police in Baltimore rose 7.4% for the first 6 months
of 1991 as compared with the first half of 1990.

Violent Crime which includes murder, rape, robbery and aggravated assault
increased 1.7%. Property Crimes, burglary, larceny and auto theft were up 9.1%
for the first six months of this year.

Although crimes were up in six of the seven catagories listed there was a
decrease of 12.5% in the number of aggravated assaults reported to police.

During the first six months of 1991 arrests for Index Crimes rose 4.5%. This
increase was fueled mainly by a jump in the number of arrest for auto theft,
an increase of 24.5%.

The number of juvenile suspects who were arrested during the first half of
the year was 27.6% of the total number of persons arrested for serious crime
during the period.

The clearance rate for all Index Crimes reported stood at 23.7% as compared
with the National Average which stood at 21% for the period.

In the 146 murders which occurred during the first half of 1991 handguns
were used in 89 cases. Handguns were used 89 times in the 133 murders reported
during the first half of 1990.

The statistics for 1991 indicate that of the 5,150 auto thefts reported during
the first six months of this year, 4,553 were actually automobiles, 439 were trucks
or buses, and 158 were other types of motor vehicles. A total of 1,410 vehicles,
listed in the total number of 5,150 were not actually stolen, but were vehicles
which someone had attempted, unsuccessfully, to steal.

Drunk Drivers of Baltimore...
BEWARE. When you least expect it
anywhere, anytime, the Baltimore
Police Department has a device that
will record you in the act of breaking
the law and endangering the lives of
others.

The Baltimore Police Department
has joined forces with Aetna Insurance
Group, MADD (Mothers Against
Drunk Driving) and other law enforce-
ment agencies throughout Maryland in
a new program to detect intoxicated
drivers.

At a ceremony held in Ellicott City,
Maryland, Colonel Joseph P. Newman,
Chief of the Special Operations Div-
ision, accepted, on behalf of Police
Commissioner Edward V., Woods, 4
Panasonic video cameras that will be
used by traffic enforcement officers.
Cameras were also donated to the
Maryland State Police, Anne Arundel
and Howard County Police Depart-
ments, Washington County Sheriff's
Department, Frederick County Sheriff
Department and Baltimore County
Police Department.

The ceremony held in Maryland is
a part of a nationwide program
sponsored by Aetna that has donated
1,011 video camera sets to 152 law
enforcement agencies in 25 states.

The cameras have brought favorable
results in Houston, Texas, which has
increased the conviction rate to 83%
and decreased the dismissed cases 50%.

Sergeant Robert L. Frisch, Special
Operations Division, said that the
cameras have been mounted on the
dash boards of the traffic cars and is
already being used. Thus far, over a

half a dozen arrests have been video
taped.

When an officer observes a traffic
violation and suspects a driver to be
intoxicated, the camera is immediately
activated to capture on film erratic
driving.

When the officer stops the car, the
camera continues recording the officer
conducting field sobriety tests and the
driver’s behavior thereafter. When the
filming is completed, it will be submit<
ted to the Evidence Control Section as
evidence. The audio is not used pending
the legal review of the Attorney
General’s Office.

~~demeanor and appearance.”

The case will no longer solely rest
upon the officer’s interpretation of the
facts of the arrest. It will also help to
answer many defense attorneys ques-
tions such as how the field sobriety test
was conducted and how many times
their clients stepped off the line.

The Eye on the DUI has merged a
three-member partnership that has
benefited everyone, the Baltimore
Police Department, MADD, and
Aetna.

Mr. Anthony J. Pung, the President

of Howard County branch of MADD,
views the use of the cameras as a
preventive methoed. He said, “In 1990,
there were 316 alcohol-related traffic
deaths in Maryland. Those tragedies
were all unnecessary and horribly
painful for the families and friends
affected.”

Mr. Jino Masone, General Manager
of Aetna’s property-casualty operations
in Maryland, said, “Every Maryland
citizen pays a high price for drunk
drivers. That price is human tragedy,
property loss and higher insurance
costs.”

Sergeant Frisch said that it is a
valuable investigative tool in DUI cases.

The Assessment of the Baltimore
Police Department, begun late in July
this year, is well underway with a
number of units having completed the
review of their operations and having
made presentations to the Working
Group.

The first unit assessment presenta-
tions were made the week of August
12. Beginning with the Personnel
~Division (presented by Major Ronald
Daniel), this presentation was followed
by the Commanding Officers of the
Divisions within the Administrative,
Services, and Information Management
Bureaus and the Police Commissioner’s
Staff.

It is clear from the initial assessments
that substantial work has gone into
preparing for the presentations. In many
units, numerous members have been
deeply involved in collecting material

about unit operations.

Executive Session Considers
Values and Mission

At a meeting in the USF&G Con-
ference Center, a group of Baltimore
Police Department members, citizens
and city government officials met for
a day in mid-August to discuss the
mission and values of the Department.
The objective of the meeting, called an
Executive Session on Policing, was to
lay the foundation for clearly stating
the mission and values or beliefs that
will guide policing under the commun-
ity policing philosophy to be adopted
in Baltimore.

Attended by 42 people, the group
heard facilitators Russell Boxley,
Robert Wasserman, Stephen Gaffigan
and James Moore, all from Gaffigan
and Associates, review the principles of
community policing, followed by a
wide ranging discussion on what values
are important to be reflected in policing
the city.

The importance of having Depart-
ment values match the expectations of
the community was a common theme
of the discussions. Pointing to the
obvious value conflicts exhibited by the
Rodney King incident in Los Angeles,
the group agreed by ensuring police
officers and citizens agree on, and act
on, a common set of values can be
important to avoiding a Los Angeles-
type incident in Baltimore.

By the end of the day, most
participants agreed that while the work
was difficult, the result will well be
worth the effort. Police Commissioner
Edward V. Woods was particularly
pleased with the level of participation
and in-depth discussion from those who
attended the session. *“The importance
of values as a guide for our actions
cannot be overemphasized. Clearly
" stated values are an important element
of any high performing organization,”
Commissioner Woods said.

A second session will be held late
in September. At that session, a
presentation will be made on the results

of the Assessment of the Department,
and the values discussed at the first
session will be reviewed and formalized
prior to dissemination within the
Department.

The Newsletter will have updated
articles on the Assessment process in
Juture issues.

There were three phases of the
investigation. Phase 1 was to arrest
street-level dealers in a target area.

Phase IT was to cultivate the informa-
tion developed from Phase 1 of the
operation and to arrest mid-level dealers
who are believed to be the suppliers
for street dealers. Phase III was a
combination of street arrests and search
and seizure warrants. The T.N.T.
operation is responsible for the recovery
of 25 firearms, the seizure of 8 vehicles,
$42,000 believed to be drug trafficking
profits and illegal narcotics with a street
value of more than $750,000 was also
confiscated. The success of the inves-
tigation is attributed to the dedication
of the supervisors and officers of T.N.T.
who spent many hours conducting
surveillances, interviews, writing search
warrants and making arrests.

fax, Bonner, Oakfield, Chelsea Terrace
Association) said that her community
has returned to a comfortable quiet
place to live since the T.N.T. investi-
gation, The three year old organization
which covers a 22 block radius, has
been actively engaged in activities to
improve the neighborhood.

If you have never needed to call the
911 Emergency Telephone System
consider yourself a lucky person.
However, thousands of people find
themselves dealing with life threatening
situations that require assistance fast.
Many have raced to a telephone to seek
such help. On the other end of the
telephone there is a competent and
compassionate professional trained to
handle the emergency. Within seconds,

. the phone is answered and a voice says,

“Emergency Center, do you need
police, fire or ambulance?” The caller
who is often overwhelmed by the
situation begins to describe the nature
of the emergency. The caller can be
the victim and unable to communicate,
a hysterical witness, or a small child.
The Police Communications Assist-
ant (PCA) must gain control of the
conversation, sort through what is often
distorted information and begin the
process of getting help on the way. This

may appear as a simple process. But,
PCA I Katie M. Taylor, a 21 year
veteran, says that she has heard
gunshots, screams, and crying when she
has answered a call. She also describes
that it is not unusual for the caller to
tell thern that they can no longer talk
and leave the telephone. “We get as
much information as possible to be
dispatched to the officers in the time
available under the circumstances,” said
PCA Taylor. A Police Communications
Assistant may answer as many as 200
calls a shift on a busy evening. Each
call requires the CPA to make a
decision that someone’s life is depended
upon.

Pertinent information is forwarded to
a Police Emergency Dispatcher who
then dispatches a patrol car (o respond
to the location. Officer Robert N.
Gaines, a relief dispatcher for the ED,
SE, NED and the city-wide channel

said that being conscientious at all times
is important in his job as well. “I need
to be ensured of where an officer is
at all times, where his closest back up
is and who it is. And when talking with
the officer, I will listen to the tone and
inflection in his voice to determine if
he or she needs help,” he said. Officer
Gaines says that the dispatcher must
also listen to background noises in
addition to the Officer’s requests as an
indication of what is going on. “We

want the officers 1o know that the
person on the other end of the radio
has their best interest at heart,” said
Officer Gaines.

In March of 1985, the Baltimore
Police Department was the first in the
State of Maryland to implement the
Emergency 911 Center and remains the
most active Telephone Emergency
Center in the State of Maryland. Last
year, 1,267,349 calls were received and
833,591 were dispatched. Governor
William Donald Schaefer declared
September 11, 1991, a5 911 Emergency
Number Day. The Baltimore Police
Department joins him in recognizing
the outstanding work of the 168
civilians and 43 sworn members of the
Communications Division. The Gov-
ernor’s Proclamation says:

Whereas, When a citizen makes an emer-
gency call for help, it is impor-
tant that this request for
immediate assistance is
handled both effectively and
efficiently... and 911, which
was established in 1968 as the
nationwide emergency tele-
phone number, nobly strives to
do just that; and

Whereas, The emergency telephone num-
ber 911, adopted in Maryland
in 1979 is a three-digit number
that is easy to remember, fast
to dial, and provides the caller
with direct access to trained
personnel in an emergency
answering center; and

Whereas, Maryland was the second state
in the country to have 911
system in all jurisdictions . . .
and, by July 1, 1995, all Mary-
land systems will be fully
enhanced; and

Whereas, WMaryland remains proud of the

tremendous partnerships
which exist between the vari-
ous public safety agencies and
personnel that provide a valu-
able lifeline of service to every-
one, both citizens and visitors
alike, through the proper use
of 911... and we wish these
dedicated and highly trained
professionals continued suc-
cess as they strive to savelives
and increase public confidence
in this vital system.

Former Baltimore Police Officer
Charles M. Frye, Southeastern District,
will lead a 100 mile Memorial Walk
to honor the National Law Enforce-
ment Officers Memorial.

The walk will be done in intervals
beginning on October 9 at the Newark,
Delaware Police Station and ending on
Monday, October 14, 1991, at 12 noon
at the National Law Enforcement
Officers Memorial in Judiciary Square,
500 block of F Street, Washington,
D.C. A dedication ceremony will
follow in which an Honorary Grand
Marshal will lead 10,000 law enforce-
ment officers in a procession from the
U.S. Capitol to Judiciary Square.

A five day, 100 mile walk is a
challenge to just about anyone but for
Officer Frye it will display an enormous
amount of courage and determination
because his right leg is paralyzed. He
will be walking with the support of
crutches. This walk is a fundraiser for
the National Law Enforcement Officers
Memorial.

In 1982, Officer Frye, a two year
veteran was shot and wounded on a
school parking lot in Southwestern
Baltimore. Officer Frye parked his
patrol car on the lot and informed the
dispatcher that he was going to inves-
tigate what appeared to be an aban-
doned vehicle. As he approached the
vehicle, a suspect raised up from the
front seat, and pointed a 45 calibre
automatic handgun at the officer.
Officer Frye, at gunpoint, was ordered
to turn around and put his hands up

in the air, As he obeyed, a second
suspect got out of the car and took
Officer Frye’s service revolver and
placed the barrel against the Officer’s
lower spine.

At this point, the suspect moved the
hammer of the officer’s weapon to the
“single action” position. Hearing the
click, Officer Frye turned to his right
and grabbed the barrel with his right
hand. The suspect fired the gun striking
Officer Frye in the lower right side of
his back. He was able to wrestle the
gun from the suspect’s grasp as he fell
from the impact of his wound.

As the suspect drove away, Officer
Frye crawled toward his patrol car and
broadcast a description. As of this date
no arrests have been made, therefore,
the case is still open.

Over the next six years, Officer Frye
endured constant pain caused by bullet
fragments embedded next to his spine.
In February, 1988, after being bedridden
for two years, he underwent spinal
surgery to sever the nerves for his right
side. The pain has now subsided but
it also left him paralyzed from the waist
down on his right side.

Within six months after surgery
Officer Frye resumed his hobby of
mountain climbing. He began a physical
training program which includes 45
minutes of stationary bicycling with his
strong leg, seven miles of walking and
weight lifting.

Officer Frye’s determination has
taken him literally to great heights.
Since he has resumed the sport, he has
climbed the 9,000 foot Half Dome and
the 13,000 foot Mount Lyell in Yosem-
ite National Park.

Frye wears specially made gloves
that contain a gel to soften the impact.
His wrists are wrapped to strengthen
and support and his nearly 200 pound
frame and carry the 30 pound equip-
ment pack.

Frye sets out to achieve another goal,
the hearts and spirits of many members
of the Department will be with him.

The World Police
and Fire Olympics

As Central District Officer Frank
Wagner looked out the window of the
bus on a summer day in June, he
reflected on the important task ahead
of him. He qualified to be an athlete
in the Olympics...The World Police and
Fire Olympics. The bus was enroute
to the Memphis State University
Stadium.

Although he participated in more
than two dozen track and field meets
a year, this one was special. The World
Police and Fire Olympics brought
together more than 15,000 profession-
als in the public safety field to compete
in nearly every sport imaginable. There
were athletes for basketball, judo, body
building, horseback riding, pistol
tournaments and many others.

The result of four months of training
was going to be determined in just a
few minutes on this special day. His
training schedule was to exercise three
days a week, twice a day for four

months. By the end of each week,
Officer Wagner totaled 90 miles of
running and 150 miles bicycling, not
to mention the many hours of weight
lifting.

The bus pulled into the parking lot
of the stadium. The runners walked to
the field tent where they received lane
assignments and awaited their turn on
the field. After an hour, the moment
arrived. The runners walked through
the stadium gates. Officer Wagner
heard his name and lane assignment
announced and the roar of more than
35,000 spectators cheering in the stands.

He walked onto the track and stood
behind the white starting line in lane
one. After the 16 runners were
assembled, a starting official
approached them, gave instructions and
reviewed the rules, The official walked
away and raised his left hand towards
the runners to indicate that the race was
about to begin. In his right hand, there
was a starter pistol. Each runner’s eyes
were acutely fixed on the official. They
hunched forward, arms slightly bent
behind them. The tension continued to

build. BANG!

The runners sprinted off. For the next
several minutes the physical endurance
and each runner’s determination were
tested. The runners were keenly aware
of how close the next runner was on
the track. They had tunnel vision,
focusing on the finish line. Within
minutes the endurance test was over.
Officer Wagner finished 7th among the
16 finalists in four minutes and thirty-
two seconds in the one mile run.

As the last runners crossed the finish
line, Officer Wagner and the other
participants walked around the track
one last time to reduce their heart rates,
stretch their leg muscles and await the
official results.

"It was the most emotionally moving
and physically demanding competition
in my 16 years as an athlete,” said
Officer Wagner. He said the experience
was not only challenging, because the
competition was fierce, but also there
was a bond among the participants.

Officer Wagner said that he has been
watching on television the try-cuts for
the 1992 Olympic Games that will be
held in Barcelona, Spain. "I can
understand the stress and pride that
these athletes are going through right
now,” said Officer Wagner. " know
the self-pride and dignity I felt in
representing the United States and the
Baltimore Police Department among
police and fire officials and I also know
the commitment, time, expense and
personal fortitude it takes to challenge
your skills against the world,” he said.

Boyter describes his job as rewarding.
Although he has walked the foot post
for more than 4 decades, the thought
of retiring is nowhere in the near future.
